J o h n  K e o g h ,  D. D. was born about  the middle of 
the  last cen tury ,  at Cloonclieve,* within three miles 
o f  Limerick, where his ancestors  enjoyed an estate on 
both sides of  the Shannon and M u lk e rn ,  let in the year 
1748 for about six thousand pounds  per annum . His 
grandfather  s name was M ahony  Keogh, who lived in 
a handsome, well fortified castle, the remains of which 
are still to be seen t  They  lost this estate by Cromwell,  
for their loyalty and  adherence to King Charles I # 
Dr. Keogh was educated a t  T r in i ty  college, where he 
continued seven years, and gained g rea t  credit and  
reputation for his extensive knowledge, particularly in 
the mathematics. He married the d au g h te r  of  Dr. Rous 
Clopton ,  near Stra tford  on Avon, of which family, 
honorable mention is made by Mr. Theobald, in his p re­
face to Shakespeare.

After his marriage with this lady, he wrote ,  1. Scala 
Metaphysica, or a demonstration of  the dependence 
which the several degrees of animated nature have on 
the Creator,  from the highest angel to the lowest in­
sect.

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Latin r e n i e *  T h e re  were few branche* of learning: 
from the alphabet to the Oriental languages,  but Dr.  
Ke#gh was acquainted with. T he  world  could n o t  
say to him,

Scire tuum nihil est, nisi te scire,, hoc sciat alter.

He w’rote m any other books, which were destroyed 
by an accidental fire, a t  his dwelling house near  Strokes-  
tow n ,  in the coun ty  Roscommon. T he  following in ­
scription is fixed in gold letters, over  one of  the hall 
doors, in the University of  Oxford.

“ Reverendus Dr. Johannes Keogh, magnus, 
Hibernicus solvetfat talem questionem tali die.”

fo. answering a mathematical problem, sent from Paris* 
which could not be resolved by any other  person in 
G rea t  Britain.

Dr. Iveogh had a very numerous family, not  less than 
tw enty-one  children, yet he never wrou!d take tythe 
from a poor man. Six only  of his children survived 
him, one of  whom, the Rev. Dr.  J o h n  Keogh, his 
eldest son, settled at  M itchels town in the coun ty  of  
Cork, and was chaplain to Lord  Kingston. He was a 
very learned divine, and wrote several useful books, 
particularly “  Rotanalogia Universalis Hibernica” c o n ­
cerning the medical virtues of herbs, trees and shrubs,  
with their names in English, Irish and Latin ; to which
ls a<i O a t [eV lse 00 Chalybeate Waters ,  and auother  
on the Prophylactic P a r t  of Medicine. This book was 
printed in Cork, in a small quarto ,  in the year 1735, and 
is dedicated to the Earl  of Antrim. In the year 1778, 
he had a son John  Keogh, esq. resident in Capel-street,
I  nblm ; and a daughter married to the late Joseph  
Kathrens,  Esq. Philizer of the co u r t  of King s B ench . t

T H E

P R E F A C E.

I t  will be necessary, before I en te r  upon  this W o rk ,  io 
lay before you the necessity of compiling a part icular  
Herbal for this kingdom, for such as have been com ­
posed for England, F ran ce ,  G erm any ,  &c. will no t  in 
all respects be sufficient for us here, for the virtues of  
Herbs differ according to the climate, or soil in which 
they g row  for the hotter  the countries  are,  the s tronger  
and more efficacious their  virtues : for instance Sena, 
Rhubarb,  and the like, which are b rought  ou t  of  ho t  
countries, are more powerful Cathartics, than any such 
amongst us, for scarce twice the quantity of these, 
which are the p roduc t  of our coun try ,  will operate so 
well on us, as we find by experience,  for the s tronger  
the rays, or the heat of the sun is, the more they are 
invigorated, and animated, but in our cold climate the 
pores of the earth are in a grea t  measure constipated, 
or  shut up for almost half the year,  which hinders the 
sap to run,  benumbs and stupifies the fibres or roots of 
plants, so very  much debilitates their specific qualities, 
therefore a greater  quantity  is necessary to be taken ; 
moreover the planets according to the different posi­
tions, aspects,  aud climates, they are in, have different 
influences on human bodies, which you uiay perceive 
by the variety of tempers, and  dispositions almost in 
every nation : for according to that old saying, slstra  
regunt homines s td rc g it astra Deus ; that is, the stars 
have an influence over men, but God governs the stars.

Therefore if they thus differently affect men, why 
should they not much more vegetables, which is another 
reason for compiling a particular Herbal for this king­
dom. Again, this undertaking will also appear necessary,
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by shewing you in what County,  B a ro n y ,  or place 
thereof you may find such aud such herbs, lor some 
herbs g row  iu one County,  &c. which do n o t in  another.  
W ha t  g rea t  advantage can it be to the natives here, to 
be informed by your  foreign Botanists,  iu what shire 
in E ng land ,  province in F rance ,  G e rm an y ,  <fcc. the 
herbs grow.

Again it will be necessary to  shew you,  how the 
natives of this co u n try  apply  them, and how success­
fully they have cured  distempers here, which foreign 
medicines could not  do: for instance the native Ind ians  
in America wonderfully,  and  with grea t  facility cured  
themselves of such distempers,  which their  co u n try  is 
subject to, by the simple productions of  it, when the 
European  Physicians there a t  first were pu t  to a n o n -  
plus to cure  them.

I do no t  here in the least derogate from the dignity 
and usefulness of  o u r  native Physicians, who are the 
propei persons to administer these herbs, according to 
the different distempers, constitutions, tempers,  way of 
li \ ing, &c. of the pat ien t :  for it ignorant people, a d ­
minister them, they may happen to kill more than they 
cure ,  by not applying them properly  : so let no man 
imagine but Physiciaus are usetul and necessary, for 
the scriptures command us to honour  them, because 
they are ordained of God.

This undertak ing  of Botanologia Universalis Hiber- 
mca, or a general Irish Herbal in English, was never 
attempted by any  one before, that I could hear of. So, 
candid Reader,  if I fall short  of it, I hope you will be 
so good to excuse me, for it is a science, that  is chiefly 
built upon daily experience, so requires daily im prove­
ment ; I only break the ice before others of more 
exalted genius, and greater  abilities, who have more 
leisure, and better opportunities to inform themselves : 
moreover it ^  a very laborious work,  which cauuot be 

illy accomplished by the experience of any  one man, 
if re fore requires the assistance of a great many to 

bring it to any tolerable perfection, notwithstanding- 1 
hope in process of time, there will be several successful 
attempts made in this way. I f  the real properties, or true 
qualities, of all the herbs and trees growing in this 
kingdom were found out, there is not a distemper, or 
disease, which the inhabitants thereof are subject to 
but there might be found out a simple, I mean a single’©
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herb ,  free,  or  shrub g row ing  therein, which could 
cure  it, o r  a t  least remove it for a considerable time, 
without sending for exotic  herbs and drugs  to foreign 
coun tr ies ;  which destroy more here, than they cure ,  
th o ’ they might be proper ,  and useful to the natives of  
those countries from whence they came, as being more 
natura l  to them.

I am also of opinion, that these Drugs  made up ,  or  
com pounded in Druggists,  or A pothecaries  Shops have 
the same effect.

M oreover  in the said shops, they have a great  m any  
decayed slops and drugs,  which they  sell tor  good, 
and  fresh, by which means h o w ’many patients  have 
been destroyed, and how m any  Physicians have lost 
their c red i t?  Therefore  the best and safest method is 
to  make use of  simple herbs, the p ro d u c t  of ou r  own 
kingdom, whose qualities and  virtues are by long  e x p e ­
rience perfectly known to us, so we c a n n o t  be well 
deceived. In the primitive or  ancient times, there  were 
here no Druggists, or Apothecaries* Shops,  no foreign

- Drugs  brought hither, but the  natives made use oi the 
medicinal productions of their  own country ,  by which 
means they prolonged their lives to the very  ex trem ity  
ofold age, and dropped  like ripe fruit with a gentle  decay. 
W e did not hear of Druggists, o r  Apothecaries  before 
the flood, ( the  antedeluvians were unacquainted with 
them ) n o r  yet after the flood for a very considerable 
time ; nay  in this very kingdom there were scarcely two 
in a province a hundred years ago, yet  the people then 
lived to very advanced years.

What vast advantages and benefit would it be to m a n ­
kind to find out the specific virtues, or t r u e .properties 
of the Herbs ; by which means there would be a simple 
to cure any distemper in nature. King Solomon knew 
them, and he wrote their specific virtues from the Hyssop 
tha t  grew upon the wall to the Cedar of Libanus ; but  
the discoveries, that were made by him thereon are lost, 
destroyed by time, and buried in the rubbish of antiquity, 
but  I heartily wish they could be restored

In  this treatise I design to shew you what Herbs p ro ­
perly are:  Anastomatic, Leptyntic ,  Ryptic ,  Carminative, 
Stegraotic, Styptic, Pycknotic ,  Emphratic ,  Hypnotic,  
Diaphoretic, Hydrotic,  Ariotic, Duretio, Traumatic ,  
Lithontriptic ,  Absorbent, &c. these are  iuternal altera­
tives.

Cynicks and Diogenes snarl and sneer as much as they 
please, I value it not ,  my inclination is good, to be 
serviceable to my cou u try m en  (as far as m y ability 
reaches) whose welfare 1 esteem and value.

You will gain grea t  advan tage  by having  the name 
of  the Herb  in Irish, for in case you did no t  know  it, 
o r  where you might find it, on ly  repeat the name in 
Irish, to one of your  little Botanists, and  he will fetch 
it to you presently.

M oreo v er  1 must inform you,  that when  I  treat of 
any Herb,  that is remarkably, or  specifically, Cephalic, 
Stomatic,  Nephretic ,  &c. Cephalic, S toma tic, &c. will 
be placed in the margin opposite to it.

In  my title page, th o ’ 1 mentioned I  would only 
trea t  of  those Herbs, which were the natura l  g row th  of 
this k ingdom, notwithstanding I shall say something of 
them, which were transplanted here, because now by the 
industry ,  and  cultivation of  the natives, they are pro­
duced  therein.

I  must not omit acquainting you, that you can n o t  e x ­
pect the names of these Herbs in Irish, which were of 
late years brought out of  foreign kingdoms, the primi­
tive Irish being unacquain ted  with them.

Now before I finish the Preface, I must beg leave to 
acquaint  the ladies, that  they ought to apply  themselves 
to the study of Botany, to acquire the knowlege of the 
Herbs, and  their medicinal virtues,  by which means, 
what works of charity will be in their power to perform? 
Especially to the poor and needy, who are not able to 
go to the expence of remedies to cure  their disorders. 
I t  will be a great amusement and diversion to them, to 
o rder  their Herbs to be pulled in due season, to see 
some of them distilled, some to he made into syrups, 
some to be preserved, d ryed ,  &c. and kept in their 
closets until there be occasion for them, what great 
blessings will a t tend them, who thus visit the sick ? 
Relieving them in their necessities, and afflictions, it 
will entitle them to be partakers of that divine and happy 
sentence of our Savioirr’s at  the day of judgm ent,  come 
ye blessed of my father, receive the kingdom prepared 
for you from the beginning of the world, for I waa 
hungry,  and you fed me, sick and in prison, and you
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visited me. In  this life also, m any are the blessings, 
which attend thorn, who relieve the poor, but 1 saall 
not  enumerate  them, but repeat  one or  two. Holy David 
says, Psalm 41. Blessed is he. that provideth for the 
sick, and needy, the Lord  shall deliver him in the time 
of t roub le :  the Lord  will comfort  him, when he lieth 
sick upon his her1, and will make his bed in his sickness. 
M oreover what secret rapture ,  satisfaction, and delight 
does a person perceive in his mind (afier performing a 
charitable act)  far surpassing any  sensual pleasure.

L e t  not Ladies of  the greatest quality  disdain to 
s tudy the virtues of Herbs, and to see them administered 
to  the poor,  and needy according to their directions as 
occasion offer, for queens and princesses formerly made 
it th e ir  business, such as' Artimesia, Queen of  Caria &c. 
for the herb M ugworf ,  was called Artimesia afier her 
name ; moreover by this means they exercise,  and pu t  
in practice chari ty  and principal Chris t ian  virtues, 
which are so pathetically,  and so.çs pressly recommended 
by  our blessed Saviour and his apostles.

1 do not in the least impose this s tudy upon the ladies, 
only  humbly recommend it to them, when they can 
spare time from matters of greater  consequence, by way 
of diversion and recreation. I do not doubt if they but 
once entered upon it, they would iiud it pleasing and 
agreeable.

Perhaps you might bo so curious to ask the question, 
how I should arrive to such knowledge in medicine, it 
no t  being my province, and that 1 was bred to another  
function, i .e .  to discharge the office of  a c le igym an ; 
but  in answer to ti:i^, 1 tell you, that 1 studied the 
science oi physic ior above ten years before 1 was 
ordained, and had thought of commencing D o c to i , hut I 
changed my mind, because the object c f  physic was but 
a mouldering momentary body, but that of divinity an 
immortal spirit, therefore as far as the object of one, 
doth excel that of the other, so far doth the science of  
divinity, that oi physic. M oreover clergymen ought 
to understand the distempers,' or maladies of the body, 
as well as the mind, there being such a close connection, 
and harmony between them, that when one is affected, 
the other is also disordered, so he cannot have access in 
some cases lo the soul, to apply spiritual remedies, until 
the maladies of the body are lirst removed, and on the
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other  side a D octor  of  Physic in some cases can n o t  cure  
the body, without first removing- the distemper» ot t i e  
mind, for mblata causa tollitur rffrctus ; tha t  is, it you 
take  away the cause, you remove the ehec t

You must observe, that when an herb or  tree is e x ­
cellent to cuVe an y  distemper,  the place where it is so 
mentioned, will be marked with an asterisk thus. <

I take it to be much better to write the Irish names of 
the herbs in roman characters ,  as they are  p ro nounced ,  
not as they are generally spelt.  F o r  one; tha t  oes no 
unders tand  to read the Irish language (as there  are 
a hundred  to one that do not)  could  never  m a k e  sense 
o f  them, there  being so many letters which have no
sound at  all. , n

A .  n .  A t  the latter  end of this book you shall have
an alphabetical index, expla in ing  all the abstruse or 
difficult terms of a r t ,  mentioned therein. Also tnree 
alphabetical indexes of the herbs and trees,  one in 
English, another in Irish, and another  in Latin, d irec t­
ing you to the several pages of this book, where  the 
descriptions, and virtues of them may be found.

L thought it not improper to insert in this booK, a 
short trea t iseo i  the Chalybeate W ate rs  (because they are 
so common in this kingdom) shewing the ex traord inary  
benefit the natives here may receive thereby in curing  
several disorders, they are subject to, with small e x ­
pense and trouble, far surpassing any medicinal, or  
artificial preparations, for when these prove ineffetua 
to cure them, their ultim um  r/ju g iu m  is to drink t e 
said waters, and why should they n o t  have recourse to 
them as well at first, as last? So you see how plenti­
fully nature has provided for us medicinal waters, as 
well as herbs with which we may easily, and safely cure  
distempers without sending for exotic  medicines, to
remote parts of the world. , .

And the reason which induced me to write a short
treatise of the prophylactic par t  of physic, and to place 
it  in this book, is as follows, because 1 take this to be 
the first and principal part  of physic, which preserves 
health, and lays down rules for preventing and eradi­
cating distempers in their infancy, when they begin o 
germinate, or spring up, which saves a great  d e a l o  
trouble, and expence, for it is no easy matter to c is- 
lodge a disorder, or disease, when it takes possession ot 
the heart,  the citadel of the body.

T H E  P R E F A C E .  ^
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I shall add no more at present, only to acquain t  you, 
tha t  the ensuing work is not so complete ly  finished, as 
I  expected ,  my w orthy  subscribers being so impatient 
to ge t  the book, which occasioned me to pu t  it in the 
press sooner than I intended, but I.hope the nex t  edition 
will make a sufficient compensation or  amends.

BOTANALOGIA UNIVERSALIS

HIBERNICA,

A bkle T ree ,  or  white poplar ,  L a t .  Populus  Alba. 

The timber of this tree is white, no t  very  hard to be 
w rought ,  the bark  is smooth and whitish, the leaves 
are round  with pointed corners ,  white, soft, an d  
dow ny,  on one side smooth, and green on the o ther  ; it 
is planted about mansion houses for shelter,  being of  a 
quick growth.

T he  leaves of this tree are Abstersive, the ju ice  of 
them drop t  into the ears, assuageth their pain, and  
healeth the ulcers of the same. The  bark  is diuretic, 
therefore good against the S trangury .

A dder’s tongue, Hib. I'onguiabowballi/, Tongueabow- 
law , Lussnateangagk. Lat.  Ophioglossum , sive L ingua  
Se.iptntina. This is a smaller tender  plant,  about four 
or five inches high, consisting of a single, thick, oval,  
smooth leaf, from the bottom of  which arises a stalk 
about two inches high, bearing on the top a slender 
crenated tongne. I t  grows in moist meadows, and is 
in its prime in May. I t  grows plentifully in the Barony 
of Dugharrow, and County of T ipperary .

A d d er ’s tongue is an excellent vulnerary herb, taken 
inwardly it is good against bruises, wounds, 
and inflammation of the liver, an Oil, or 

Traum atic , Unguent made of it, is with success, ou t­
wardly  applied to inflammation, St. A n th o ­
n y ’s fire, burns, wouuds, and to all hot 

tumours and impostumes.
A G R I M O N Y ,  Hib. M urgrine , or M urgrahin. Lat.  

Agrimonia, and Eupatorium. T h e le a v e s o f  this plant 
are long, hairy, and serrated about the edges, almost 
like the leaves of Hemp, or Strawberries ; the stalk
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. g row s  to be abou t  tw o  foot, and  a half high, on which 
g ro w  small yellow flowers in long spikes, which are 
succeeded  by little rough bfarrs. It grows in hedges, 
and borders  of fields, f lowering in J u n e  and J u ly .

A g rim o n y , *  opens obstructions o f  the Liver,  and  
w onderfu l ly  strengthens it ; it purifies Ihe 
blood, and  is also good against  the Strau-  

Ilepatic  g u r y ,a n d  passing of blood ; the seed thereof 
taken in claret,  is singularly good against 
the b loodyf lux ;  the leaves pounded with 

hogs’ lard,  heal, and cicatrize old wounds, being p re t ty  
warm applied to them.

This tree is so 
like the peach trees, as to its leaves, and blossoms that 
it is hard to distinguish them, but by their fruit It is 
planted in gardens. Ritter Almonds are profitable 
against all opulations, of  the lungs, liver, spleen, «fee' 
therefore good against coughs, shortness of  breath, in­
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flammation, and exulceration of  the lungs,  taken  in 
sweet wine, they are diuretic,  nephrit ic ,  and lithon- 
th r ip tic ,  excellent good to cure  the head ache, being 
applied to the forehead with oil ot roses, and  vinegar. 
F ive  or  six of them taken fasting, as it is repor ted  ; 
defends a man from being d ru n k  that  day.

*  T ak e  two ounces of the oil of  sweet almonds, the 
same quanti ty  of fresh butter ,  sugar-candy ,  and clarified 
honey,  a quar te r  of a nu tm eg  grated,  which mix and  
take  two ounces of licorice stick, which is an exceeding 
good cure  for a cough.

A L E H O O F ,  common g round  ivy, or  Gill go by 
G rou n d .  Hib. A herluss , Ahairlassa , and  F itntalloon , 
Lat.  Hedera  terrestris, Chamæcissus, this p lan t  has a 
s t rong  ea r thy  smell, it grows every  where in hedges, 
and shady places, flowering in April .  I t  needs no fu r­
ther description being so well known. A lehoof  is oe- 

talgic, a g rea t  pectoral  antiscorbutic  and 
Pnum onic  aperit ive, therefore proper to cure  deafness,

*  coughs or any disorder of the lungs, to* 
p rovoke urine, and cieanse the ure ters  being;  steeped 
in b randy ,  it is of g reat  service against the collic.

H E R B  A L O E  or Sea Houseleek, Lat.  A lv ts  Vulgaris  
sive Scmpervivum m arinum . I t  grows in my L o rd  
Kingston’s green-house in Mitchelstown ; it is a ca thar­
tic medicine, and is frequently  given to children for the 
worms.

A L E X A N D E R S .  Hib. Lassarangrandugh , and Zz- 
v en a m u t a 9 Lat. Hipposelinum, seu smyrnium vulgare. 
I t  bears large winged leaves of a yello wish green colour • 
the stalks g row  to be three or four foot high on the’ 
tops of which g row  pre tty  large umbles of  small five 
leaved white flowers. I t  grows upon rocks by the sea 
side, flowering in June .  I t  is commonly preserved in 

. gardens. This herb is pectoral ; the leaves 
L itkon thnp tic  of it being applied to wens, and hard 
and D iurttic  swellings dissolve them.

Caille ah i Lat.  Anem one,  flos Adonis,  and herba venti.  
There  are five sorts of anemones,  bu t  I shall oniy des­
cribe that species, 'which commonly  grows in this k ing­
dom. The  leaves of wood anemone are very much in ­

dented ,  the flowers are purple  or reddish,  
M asticatory the roots hairy. I t  is a great  masticatory, 

or phlegmagogue, the roots being chewed ;

A P P L E  T R E E ,  Hib. Crann owle o r  Uhla, L a t .  

Apples comfort,  and cool 
the heat of the stomach, especially those that are some­
what sour. The leaves are good to be laid upon 
phlegmons, or hot swellings, at  the beginning they are  
also good to be applied to wounds to prevent  their 
heat,  and aposthumation.

A K B U T E ,  or S traw berry  tree Hib. Kee>ra Cailine 
the fruit is uhla Caihne, Lat.  Arbutus. 1 his is a small 
tree, not much bigger than  a quince tree ; the body 
thereof is covered with a reddish bark, w’hich is rough 
and scaly, the leaves are broad, thick, and serrated, 
the flowers are white, small, and grow in clusters,  after 
which cometh the fruit like strawberries, green at first, 
but afterward yellowish, and at last red when ripe. I t  
flowereth in spring aud the fruit is ripe in winter. This 
tree grows naturally in the County Kerry, and is 
manured in g a rd e n s . '  It growls in the Lord  Kingston's
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garden in Mitchelstown. T he  fruit of  this tree  is o f  a 
cold nature ,  hurte th  the stomach, and causeth the head- 
ach.

I t  
grows every  where,  by hedge sides, and  flowers in 
April  and M a y .*  T h e  flowers are accounted  specific 
against the fluor albus, and are frequently  made use of  
in a decoction, or conserve for that  purpose. Some c o m ­
mend this herb to be of  g rea t  use against the K in g ’s 
evil, and all scrophulous swellings, it is also good against 
convulsións.

R E D  A R C H A N G E L ,  Red dead nett le ,  or  stinkiilg 
Lamium, Hib. N antng.m uire, and  K eigh  nantoge Dau- 
r ig ,  Lat.  Lamium R nbrum . I t  grows in hedges n e a r  
high ways, and flowers in summer,  the whole plant has 
a strong,  earthy,  and unsavoury  smell, the leaves and 
flowers are  used.

T h e  
leaves are broader in the middle, and la rger  than the 
form er;  they are  smooth, and  have a dark  b row n,  or  
blackish semilunar spo t  in the middle of each of them ; 
the flowers are of a carnation colour,  the root  is yellow 
and hairy. I t  grows in back yards  and rich soil, flower­
ing about the same time with the former, being pounded  
it  is proper  to be applied to green ,  or  fresh w o u n d s ;  
for it cools, and prevents  aposthumation,  and inflam­
mation, so doth the juice of the leaves d ro p t  into them. 
Roasted in the embers, and with a little honey applied
hot,  cures the piles.

J o h n  K e o g h ,  D. D. was born abou t  the middle of 
the last cen tu ry ,  at  C loonclieve ,^  within three miles 
o f  Limerick, where his ancestors  enjoyed an estate on 
both  sides of  the Shannon and M u lk e rn ,  let in  the year  
1748 for about six thousand pounds per annum . His 
g randfa ther’s name was M ah o n y  Keogh, who lived in 
a handsome, well fortified castle, the remains of which 
are  still to be seen t  T hey  lost this estate by Cromwell,  
for their loyalty and adherence to King Charles I ,  
D r .  Keogh was educated a t  T r in i ty  college, where he 
con t inued  seven years, and gained g rea t  credit  and  
reputation for his extensive knowledge, particularly  in 
the mathematics. He married the daugh te r  of  Dr.  Rous 
C lopton ,  near S tra tford  on Avon, of which family, 
honorable mention is made by Mr. Theobald, iu his p re ­
face to Shakespeare.

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I t  will be necessary, before I en te r  upon  this W o rk ,  (o 
lay before you the necessity of compiling a part icular  
Herbal for this kingdom, for such as have been com ­
posed for England, F rance ,  G erm any ,  &c. will n o t i n  
all respects be sufficient for us here, for the virtues o f  
Herbs differ according to the climate, or soil in which 
they grow for the hotter  the countries  are, the s tronger  
and more efficacious their virtues : for instance Sena, 
Rhubarb,  and the like, which are b rought  out of  hot 
countries^ are more powerful Cathartics, than any such 
amongst ,us, for scarce twice the quantity  of these, 
which are the p roduc t  of our coun try ,  will operate  so 
well on us, as we find by experience,  for the s tronger 
the  rays, or the heat of  the sun is, the more they are 
invigorated, and animated, but in our cold climate the 
pores of  the earth  are in a grea t  measure constipated, 
or shut up for almost half the year,  which hinders the 
sap to run, benumbs and stupifies the fibres or roots of 
plants, so very much debilitates their specific qualities, 
therefore a greater  quanti ty  is necessary to be taken ; 
moreover the planets according to the different posi­
tions, aspects,  and climates, they are in, have different 
influences on human bodies, which you may perceive 
by the variety of tempers,  and dispositions almost in 
every nation : for according to that old saying, Astra  
regunt homines scd reg it asira Dens ; that is, the stars 
have an influence over men, but God governs the stars.

Therefore if they thus differently affect men, why 
should they not much more vegetables, which is another 
reason for compiling a particular Herbal for this king­
dom. Again, this undertaking will also appear necessary,
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by shewing you in what County ,  B a ro n y ,  or place 
thereof you may find such and such herbs, lor some 
herbs g row  iu one County,  <&c. which do not in another. 
W h a t  grea t  advantage can it be to the natives here, to 
be informed by your  foreign Botanists,  iu what shire 
in E ng land ,  province in F rance ,  G e rm a n y ,  &c. the 
herbs grow.

Again it will be necessary to shew you, how the 
natives of this co u n try  apply  them, and  how success­
fully they have cured  distempers here, which foreign 
medicines could no t  do: for instance the native Indians 
in America wonderfully,  and  with grea t  facility cured 
themselves of such distempers,  which their co u n try  is 
subject to, by the simple productions of  it, when the 
E uropean  Physicians there a t  first were pu t  to a n o n -  
plus to cure  them.

I do not  here in the least derogate  from the dignity 
and usefulness of o u r  native Physicians, who are  the 
p rope r  persons to administer these herbs, according  to 
the different distempers, constitutions, tempers,  way of 
living, &c. of the pa t ien t :  for if ignorant  people, a d ­
minister them, they may happen to kill more than they 
cure,  by not applying them p ro p e r ly :  so let no man 
imagine but Physicians are useful and necessary, for 
the scriptures command us to honour  them, because 
they are ordained of God.

I  his under tak ing  of Bofanologia Universalis Hiber- 
nica, or, a general Irish Herbal in English, was never 
a ttempted by any one before, that I could hear of. So, 
candid Reader,  if I fall short of it, I hope you will be 
so good to excuse me, for it is a science, that is chiefly- 
built upon daily experience, so requires daily im prove­
ment ; I only break the ice before others of more 
exalted genius, and greater  abilities, who have more 
leisure, and better opportunities to inform themselves ; 
moreover it is a very laborious work ,  which cannot be 
lully accomplished by the experience of  any  one man, 
theiefore requires the assistance of a great  many to 
bring it to any tolerable perfection, notwithstanding 1 
hope in process of time, there will be several successful 
attempts made in this way. I t  the real properties, or true

I n  my title page, th o ’ 1 mentioned I  would only  
t rea t  of those Herbs,  which were tlie na tura l  g row th  of 
this k ingdom , notwithstanding 1 shall say something of 
them, which were transplanted here, because now by the 
industry ,  and  cultivation of the natives, they are pro-
duced  thereiu.

I  must not  omit acquainting you, that  you can n o t  e x ­
pect  the names of these Herbs in Irish, which were of 
late years b rought  ou t  of foreign kingdoms, the primi­
tive Irish being unacquain ted  with them.

N ow  before 1 finish the Preface, I must beg leave to 
acquaint  the ladies, tha t  they ought to apply themselves 
to  the study of Botany, to acquire the knowlege of the 
Herbs, and their medicinal vir tues, by which means, 
w hat  works of charity will be in their power to perform? 
Especially to the poor and needy, who are  no t  able to 
go to the expence of remedies to cure  their disorders.  
I t  will be a great  amusement and diversion to them, to

some of them distilled, some to he made into syrups, 
some to be preserved, d ryed ,  &c. and kept in their 
closets until there be occasion for them, what great 
blessings will a t tend  them, who thus visit the sick ?

function, i .e .  to discharge the office of a clergyman ;

science ot physic ior above ten years betoie I was 
o id .uneJ ,  and had thought o f  commencing Doctor,  but I 
c  anger) my mind, because the object of physic was but 
a mouldering momentary  body, but that of divinity an 
immortal spirit, therefore as far as the object of one, 
doth excel that of the other, so far doth the science of 
divinity, that of physic. M oreover clergymen ought 
to understand the distempers, or maladies of (he body, 
as well as the mind, there being such a close connection, 
and harmony between them, that when one is affected 
the other is also disordered, so he cannot have access in 
some cases to the soul, to apply spiritual remedies, until 
the maladies of  the body are first removed, and on the
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other  side a Doctor  of Physic in some ca$es canno t  cure  
the body, without first removing the distempers of  the 
mind, for sublata causa to lh tur effect us ; that is, if you 
take  away the cause, you remove the effect.
'  You must observe, that  when an herb or tree is e x ­
cellent to cure any  distemper, the place where it is so 
meotioned, will be marked, with an asterisk thus.

I  take it to be much better  to write the Irish names oi 
the herbs in roman characters,  as they are  p ronounced ,  
not as they are generally spelt.  F o r  one, that  does no t  
understand to read the Irish language (as there  are 
a hundred to one that do not) could  never make tense 
of  them, there  being so many letters which have no 
sound at  all.

A t  the la tter  end of  this book you shall have 
an alphabetical index, explaining all the abstruse or 
difficult terms of art ,  mentioned therein.

L thought it not  improper to insert in this book, a 
short treatise of the Chalybeate W ate rs  (because they are 
so common in this kingdom) shewing the ex traord inary  
benefit the natives here may receive thereby in curing  
several disorders, they are subject to, with small e x ­
pense and trouble, far surpassing any medicinal, or  
artificial preparations, for when these prove ineffetual 
to cure them, their ultim um  r tfu g iu m  is to drink the 
said waters, and why should they not  have recourse to 
them as well at first, as last?  So you see how plenti­
fully nature has provided for us medicinal waters,  as 
well  as herbs with which we may easily, and safely cure  
distempers without sending for exotic medicines, to
remote parts of the world.

And the reason which induced me to write a short 
treatise of the prophylactic par t  of physic, and to place 
it in this book, is as follows, because 1 take this to be 
the first and principal part  of physic, which preserves 
health, and lays down rules for preventing, and eradi­
cating distempers in their infancy, when they begin to 
germinate,  or spring up, which saves a great deal of 
trouble, and expence, for it is no easy matter to dis­
lodge a disorder, or disease, when it takes possession of 
the heart, the citadel of the body.
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I shall add  no more a t  present,  only  to acqua in t  you, 
tha t  the ensuing work is not so complete ly  finished, as 
I  expected ,  my w orthy  subscribers being so impatient 
to ge t  the book, which occasioned me to pu t  it in the 
press sooner than I intended, but I hope the n e x t  edition 
will make a sufficient compensation or  amends.

A bkle T ree ,  or  white poplar ,  L a t .  Populus  Alba. 

The timber of this iree is white, n o t  very  hard to be 
w rought ,  the ba rk  is smooth and whitish, the leaves 
are round  with pointed corners ,  white, soft, an d  
downy, on one side smooth, and green on the o th e r ;  it 
is planted about mansion houses for shelter, being of  a  
quick growth.

T he  leaves of  this tree are Abstersive, the ju ice  of 
them drop t  into the ears, assuageth their pain, an d  
healeth the ulcers of the same. T h e  bark  is diuretic, 
therefore good against the S trangury .

Adder  s tongue, Hib. I  on guc abort) bally, Tongueabow- 
Itiw, Lussnateanga g h . Lat.  Ophioglossum , sive Lingua, 
Serpentina. This is a smaller tender  plant ,  about four 
or five inches high, consisting of a single, thick, oval,  
smooth leaf, from the bottom of  which arises a stalk 
about two inches high, bearing on the top a slender 
crenated tongue. I t  grows in moist meadows, and is 
in its prime in May. I t  grows plentifully in the Barony 
of Dugharrovv, and County of T ipperary .

A dder’s tongue is an excellent vulnerary herb, taken  
inwardly it is good against bruises, wounds, 
and inflammation of the liver, an Oil, or 

Traum atic , Unguent made of it, is with success, out- 
v wardly  applied to inflammation, St. A n th o ­

n y ’s fire, burns, wounds, and  to all hot 
tumours and impostumes.

A G R1M O N Y , Hib. M urgrine , or M urgrahin . Lat. 
Agrimonia, and Eupatorium. The  leaves of this plant 
are long, hairy, and serrated about the edges, almost 
like the leaves of Hemp, or Strawberries ; the stalk



grow s to be abou t  tw o foot, and a half  high, on which 
g ro w  small yellow flowers in long spikes, which are 
succeeded by little rough burrs. It grows in hedges, 
aud  borders  of  fields, f lowering in J u n e  an d  J u ly .

A g rim o n y , *  opens obstructions of  the L iver ,  and  
w onderfu l ly  s trengthens it ; it purifies the

I lep a tic■ g u ry ,a n d  p a s s i n g  of blood ; the seed thereof 
taken in claret,  is singularly good against 
the bloody flux; the leaves. pounded with 

hogs’ lard,  heal, and cicatrize old wounds, being p re t ty  
warm applied to them. Being bruised, and a cataplasm 
made of them, with the yolk of an egg, flower, and 
honey, is good to be applied to a cut ,  or a gall after 
riding;.

A G R I M O N Y ,  called bastard or  w ater  hemp agri­
mony Hib. Scahogmuire,  Lat .  Pseudolie patorium and 
Eupator ium  Cannabinum. Bastard Agrimony, hath 
long, round stalks full of white pith, on which grow 
long blackish leaves, rough, hairy, and  serra ted ,  011 
the tops of the stalks g row  many small flowers of  a 
carnation colour ; it grows in moist places near ditches, 
and stagnated waters. I t  is exceeding  good, against all 

opula tions of the liver, and spleen, also 
Hepatic to heal all internal wounds,  and bruises, 

and to cure  old tertian agues.* Being 
bruised with the yolk of an eg£, it is very 

Traum atic  good to be applied to a wound, or cut. 
l' A L O E R ,  or Aller T ree ,  Hib. Ft'afnoge, or Farno°e 
Lat .  Alnus Vulgaris. This tree needs no description 
being so well known. T he  bark or r ind  of it, because 

of its astr ingent quality,  is useful against- 
Styptic  the imposthurrtës, orsw^llings of the th roat ;

it heals, and cicatarizes sores, and u lcers ;  
the decoction of it d rank  is very good to cure the 
Haemoptysis; it is very much used by the commou 
people to colour black; the leaves are made use of 
against phlegmon, ulcers, and all kinds of inflamma­
tions.

A L M O N D  Tree ,  Lat.  Am ygdalus . This tree is so 
like the peach trees, as to its leaves, and blossoms, that  
it is hard to distinguish them, but by their fruit. It is 
planted in gardens.  Bitter Almonds are profitable 
against all opulations, of the lungs, liver, spleen, <&c. 
therefore good against coughs, shortness of breath, in-
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flammation, and exulceration of  the lungs, taken  in 
sweet wine, they are diuretic,  nephrit ic ,  and lithon- 
th r ip tic ,  excellent good to cure  the head ache, being 
applied to the forehead with oil of  roses, an d  vinegar. 
F ive  or  six of them taken  fasting, as it is repor ted  ; 
defeuds a man from.being d ru n k  that  day.

*  T ake  two ounces of thé oil of  sweet almonds, the 
same quanti ty  of fresh butter ,  sugar-candy ,  and clarified 
honey ,  a quar te r  of a nu tm eg  gra ted ,  which mix and 
take  two ounces of licorice stick, which is an exceeding 
good cure  for a cough.

A L E H O O F ,  common g round  ivy, or  Gill go by 
G rou n d .  Hib. A herluss , Ahairlussa , and  Fientalloon , 
L a t .  Hedera  terrestris, Chamæcissus, this p lan t  has a 
s trong  ea r thy  smell, it grows every  where in hedges, 
and shady places, flowering in April .  I t  needs no fur­
ther  description being so well know n.  Alehoof  is oe- 

talgic, a g rea t  pectoral  antiscorbutic  and 
P num onic  aperit ive, therefore proper to cure  deafness, 

^ c o u g h s  or any disorder of the lungs, to 
provoke urine, and cleanse the ure ters  being;  steeped 
in brandy,  it is of g reat  service against the collic.

H E R B  A L O E  or Sea Houseleek, Lat.  Alves V ulgaris  
sh e  Sem pervivum  m arinum . I t  g rows in my L o rd  
Kingston’s green-house in Mitchelstown ; it is a ca thar­
tic medicine, and is frequently  giveu to children for the 
worms.

A L E X A N D E R S .  Hib. Lassarangrandugh , and LU  
venamuea, Lat.  Hipposelinum, seu smyrnium vulgare. 
I t  bears large winged leaves of a yellowish green colour ; 
the stalks g row  to be three or four foot high on the 
tops of which g row  pretty  large umbles of small five 
leaved white flowers. I t  grows upon rocks by the sea 
side, flowering in June .  I t  is commonly preserved in 

gardens. This herb is pectoral;  the leaves 
Lithonthriptic  of it being applied to wens, and hard 
and D iurctic  swellings dissolve them. The=& seed is 

deopulative, good to remove all ob­
structions of  the liver, spleen, and kidney. I t  ex- 
pelleth the secundine, provokes sweat, urine, and the 
catamenia, therefore helps to cure the dropsy, and jaun ­
dice. I t  is commonly boiled, and eaten with salt meat. 
T he  seed mixt with tobacco, and the fume received by 
a pipe, into the mouth, eases the loo th-ach .

A K B U T E ,  or S traw berry  tree Hib. Kce^ra Caihne 
the fruit is uhla Caihne, Lat.  Arbutus. This is a small 
tree,  not much bigger than  a quince tree ; the body 
thereof is covered with a reddish bark,  w7hich is rough 
and scaly, the leaves are broad, thick, and serrated, 
the flowers are white, small, and grow  in clusters, after 
which cometh the fruit like strawberries, green at first, 
but a tterward yellowish, and at  last red when ripe. I t  
flowereth in spring and the fruit is ripe in winter. This 
tree grows naturally in the County Kerry, and is 
manured iu gardens. I t  grows in the L ord  Kingston's
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garden in Mitchelstown. T he  fruit o f  this tree  is of a 
cold nature ,  hurte th  the stomach, and causeth the head-
ach. -

W H I T E  A R C H A N G E L ,  Hib. N eantog m aruhand 
Keigknantoge bane. Lat.  Lamium album, urt ica  mortua 
sive archangelica flore albo, non fœtens folio oblongo. 
T h a t  is white long leaved, n o t  s t inking archangel.  I t  
grows every  where,  by hedge sides, and flowers in 
April  and M a y .*  T h e  flowers are accounted  specific 
against  the fluor albus, and are frequently  made use of 
in a decoction,  or conserve for tha t  purpose. Some c o m ­
mend this herb to be of g rea t  use against the K ing’s 
evil, and all scrophulous swellings, it is also good against 
convulsions.

R E D  A R C H A N G E L ,  Red dead nett le ,  or  s t inking 
Lamium, Hib. Aanfog-m uire, and K tig h  nantoge D au- 
r ig , Lat.  Lamium R ubrum .  I t  grows in hedges near  
high ways, and flowers in summer,  the whole plant has 
a strong, earthy,  and unsavoury  smell, the leaves and 
flowers are used.

S typ tic  ges being inwardly t a k e n ;  ou tw ard ly  applied 

it is serviceable to cure wounds and inflamma­
tions ; being pounded with salt, it cures hard wens, and 
imposthumes.

A R O N ,  Arum, W ak e  Robin, or g rea t  Cuckow Pint ,  
spotted, and unspo t ted ,  Aib. maccough and Clovas a 
Gachir or  Geauhur. Lat. Arum vulgare. The leaves are 
long, large, and of a shining green colour,  shaped like 
the  head of a spear ; sometimes they are full of black 
spots ; upon the stem grows a cluster of red berries, each 
containing one round seed. I t  grows in hedges and dry 
ditches, flowering in M ay ,  and  the berries are  ripe in 

Ju ly .  T h e  whole plant is very hot, and 
Avacathartic  biting, inflaming the mouth,  and throat for 

a long time. The  roots pulverized are 
anacathartic,  good to clear obstructions of the lungs, 
they are also alexipharmic ; a cataplasm made of them, 
with cow dung eases the pain of the gout.

A R S M A R T ,  Sharp and hot, or  water  Pepper ,  Hib. 
Glunedarig , G luntaghdearg , Lat.  Persicaria nonmacu- 
lata urens, vel Hydropiper.  'The leaves are long and 
narrow, much like the leaves of the peach-tree, but not 
eerrated about the edges, the flowers grow on short 
stems clustering together.  It grows in moist places near
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pools, or s tanding waters,  flowering in J u l y ,  a n d  
A ugust .  T he  leaves have a ho t  bu rn in g  tasta like pep- 

per. I t  is good against Oedemas, o r
Lithontrip tic  cold swellings being applied to them.

T he  distilled water  of this p lan t  is e x ­
ceeding- good against the s tone,  either in the kidneys or  
b ladder.  T h e  decoction of it in w ate r ,  is good for old 
aches, and pains, being bathed with it. 1 he dried 
leaves made into powder,  are  used with meat ins ea o 
pepper .*  I t  is ex t rao rd inary  good for the gout,  or an y  
anthri t ic  disorder,  for it raises a blister which carries
off the malignity. . ,

A R S M A R T d e a d ,  or  spotted, Hib. G luneagh-m ^r, 
or  Gloonagh v v t.  Lat .  Peraicaria mRCulata mitus. I  he 
leaves are b roader  in the middle, and la rger  than the 
form er;  they are smooth, and have a  d a r k  brow n,  o r  
blackish semilunar spot  in the middle of each of them ,  
the flowers are of  a  carnation colour,  the root  is j e l lo w  
and  hairy. I t  grows in back yards and rich soil, flower­

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A SHORT ACCOUNT OF T H E

AUTHOR OF THIS WORK,
Taken  from Ferrar’s Hist,  o f  Limerick*

J ohn K e o g h , D. D. was born  about  the middle of  
the  last cen tu ry ,  at Cloonclieve,* within three miles 
of  Limerick, where his ancestors  enjoyed an estate on 
both  sides of the Shannon and M u lk e rn ,  let in the year 
1748 for about six thousand pounds per annum . His 
g randfa ther’s name was M ahony  Keogh, who lived in 
a handsome, well fortified castle, the remains of which 
are still to be seen t  T hey  lost this estate by Cromwell,  
for their  loyalty and adherence to King Charles I .  
Dr.  Keogh was educated a t  T r in i ty  college, where he 
continued seven years, and gained g rea t  credit  and  
reputation for his extensive knowledge, particularly  in 
the mathematics. He married the daugh te r  of Dr. Rous 
Clopton ,  near Stra tford  on Avon, of which family, 
honorable mention is made by Mr. Theobald, in his p re ­
face to Shakespeare.

After his marriage with this lady, he wrote ,  1. Scala 
Metaphysica, or a demonstration of the dependence 
which the several degrees of animated nature  have on 
tlie Creator,  from the highest angel to the lowest in­
sect.

He wrote  many other books, which were destroyed 
by an accidental fire, at  his dwelling house near  Strokes- 
tow n,  in the coun ty  Roscommon.

Reverendus Dr. Johannes Keogh, magnus, 
u Hibernicus solvebat talein questionem tali die.”

Dr. Keogh had a very numerous family, no t  less than 
tw enty-one  children^ y e t  he never would take tythe 
from a poor  man.

P R E F A C E .

I t  will be necessary, before I en te r  upon  this W o rk ,  to 
lay before you the necessity of compiling a part icular  
Herbal for this kingdom, for such as have been com ­
posed for England, F ran ce ,  G erm any ,  &c. will n o t i n  
all respects be sufficient for us here, for the virtues of  
Herbs differ according  to the climate, or  soil in which 
they grow  for the hotter  the countr ies  are, the s tronger  
and  more efficacious their virtues : for instance Sena,  
Rhubarb,  and the like, which are b rought  out of  ho t  
countries, are more powerful Cathartics, than any such 
amongst  us, for scarce twice the quanti ty  of these, 
which are the p roduc t  of our  coun try ,  will operate  so 
well  on us, as we find by experience,  for the s tronger  
the rays, or the heat of the sun is, the more they are 
invigorated, and animated, bu t  in our cold climate the 
pores of the earth  are in a grea t  measure constipated, 
or shut up for almost half the year,  which hinders the 
sap to run,  benumbs and stupifies the fibres or roots o f  
plants, so very  much debilitates their specific qualities, 
therefore a greater  quanti ty  is necessary to be taken ; 
moreover the planets according to the different posi­
tions, aspects, aod climates, they are in, have different 
influences on human bodies, which you may perceive 
by the variety of tempers, and dispositions almost in 
every nation : for according to that old saying, A stra  
regunt homines std re.git astra Deus ; that is, the stars 
have an influence over men, but God governs the stars.

Therefore if they thus differently affect men, why 
should they not much more vegetables, which is another 
reason for compiling a particular Herbal for this king­
dom. Again, this undertaking will also appear necessary,
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by shewing you in what County, Barony, or place 
thereof you may find such and such herbs, for some 
herbs grow iu one County, &c. which do not in another. 
What great advantage can it be to the natives here, to 
be informed by your foreign Botanists, in what shire 
in England, province in France, Germany, &c. the 
herbs grow.

Again it will be necessary to shew you, how the 
natives of this country apply them, and how success­
fully they have cured distempers here, which foreign 
medicines could not do: "for instance the native Indians 
iu America wonderfully, and with great facility cured 
themselves of such distempers, which their country is 
subject to, by the simple productions of it, when the 
European Physicians there at first were put to anon-  
plus to cure them.

I do not here in the least derogate from the dignity 
and usefulness of our native Physicians, who are the 
proper persons to administer these herbs, according to 
the different distempers, constitutions, tempers, way of 
living, &c. of the patient : for if iguorant people, ad^ 
minister them, they may happen to kill more than they 
cure, by not applying them properly: so let no man 
imagine but Physicians are useful and necessary, for 
the scriptures command us to honour them, because 
they are ordained of God.

This undertaking of Botanologia Universalis Hiber-
n« a’ ° ir>a^ Rneral Irish Herbal iu Engli ,h, was never 
attempted by any one before, that I could hear of. So,

1 am also of opinion, that these D rugs  made up  or
com pounded in Druggists,  or A pothecaries  Shops have
the same effect.

M oreover  in the said shops, they have a grea t  m any  
decayed slops and drugs, which they  sell for good,  
an d  'fresh, by which means how many patients  have 
been destroyed, and how m any  Physicians have lost 
their  c r e d i t  ? 'T h e r e f o r e  the best and satest method is 
to  make use of simple herbs, the p ro d u c t  of  ou r  ow n 
kingdom, whose qualities and virtues a re  by o n £  expe  
rience perfectly know n to us, so we ca n n o t  be well 
deceived. In  the primitive or anc ien t  times, there  w e ie  
here no Druggists, or Apothecaries’ Shops, no foreign 
Drugs  brought  hither, but  the natives made use ot the 
medicinal productions of their ow n coun try ,  by which 
means they prolonged their  lives to the very  ex trem ity  
ofold age, and dropped l i k e  r i p e  fruit  with a gentle decay. 
W e did not hear of Druggists , o r  Apothecaries  before 
the flood, ( the antedeluvians were unacquain ted  with 
them ) nor  yet after the flood for a very considerable 
t im e;  nay in this very kingdom there were scarcely two 
in a province a hundred years ago, ye t  the people then
lived to very.advanced years.

What vast advantages and benefit would it be to m a n ­
kind to find out the specific virtues, or t r u e  properties 
of the Herbs ; by which means there would be a simple 
to cure any distemper in nature. King Solomon knew 
them, and lie wrote their specific virtues from the Hyssop 
that  grew upon the wall to the Cedar of Libanus ; but  
the discoveries, that were made by him thereon are lost, 
destroyed by time, and buried in the rubbish of antiquity, 
but  1 heartily wish they could be restored

I n  my title page, th o ’ 1 mentioned I  would only 
t rea t  of those Herbs, which were the na tura l  g row th  of  
this k ingdom, notwithstanding I shall say something of 
them, which were transplanted here, because now by the 
industry ,  and cultivation of the natives, they are pro-
duced  therein.

I  must not omit acquainting you, that you can n o t  ex* 
pect  the names of  these Herbs in Irish, which were of 
late  years brought  out of foreign kingdoms, the priini* 
tive Irish being unacquainted with them.

N ow  before 1 finish the Preface, I must beg leave to 
acquaint  the ladies, tha t  they ought to apply  themselves 
to  the study of Botany, to acquire the knowlege of the 
Herbs, and their medicinal vir tues, by which means, 
what works of charity will be iu their power to perform? 
Especially to the poor and needy, who are  no t  able to 
go to the expence of remedies to cure  their disorders. 
I t  will be a great amusement and diversion to them, to 
o rde r  their Herbs to be pulled in due season, to see 
some of them distilled, some to he made into syrups,  
some to be preserved, d ryed ,  &e. and kept in their 
closets until there be occasion for them, what great 
blessings will a t tend  them, who thus visit the sick ? 
Relieving them in their  necessities, and afflictions, it 
will entitle them to be partakers  of that divine and happy 
sentence of our Saviour’s at  the day of judgm ent ,  come 
ye blessed of my father, receive the kingdom prepared 
for you from the beginning of the world, for I waa 
hungry,  and you fed me, sick and in prison, and you
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visited me. In  this life also, m any are the blessings, 
which attend them, who relieve the poor,  but I saall 
no t  enumerate  them, but repeat one or two. Holy David 
says, Psalm- 41. Blessed is he, that  provideth for the 
sick, and needy, the Lord  shall deliver him in the time 
of t roub le :  the Lord  will com fort  him, when he lieth 
sick upon his bed, and will make his bed in his sickness. 
M oreover  what secret rap ture ,  satisfaction, and delight 
does a person perceive in his mind (after performing' a 
charitable act) far surpassing any  sensual pleasure.

L e t  not  Ladies 'of  the greatest  quali ty  disdain to 
s tudy  the virtues of  Herbs, and to see them administered 
to the poor,  and needy according to their directions as 
occasion oiler, i o rq u e e n s a n d  princesses formerly made 
it their business, such as Artimesia, Queen of  Caria &c. 
for  the herb M ugw ort ,  was called Artimesia afler lier 
name ; moreover by this means they exercise,  and pu t  
in practice charity  and p rn o ip a l  Christian virtues, 
which are so pathetically, and so expressly recommended 
by  our blessed Saviour and his apostles.

I do not in the least impose this study upon the ladies, 
only  humbly recommend it to them, when they c;;n 
spare time from matters of  greater  consequence,  by way 
of  diversion and recreation. I do not doubt if they but 
once entered upon it, tbev would find it pleasing and 
agreeable.

Perhaps you might be so curious to ask the question, 
how 1 should arrive to such knowledge in medicine, it 
not being my province, and that I was bred to another  
function, i .e .  to discharge the office of a cle-rgyman ; 
but in answer to this, 1 tell you, that 1 Mudied the 
science of physic lor ybove ten years be lore I was 
ordained, and had thought of  commencing Doctor,  but I 
changrn my mind, because the object of physic was but 
a mouldering momentary body, but that of divinity an 
immortal .p in t ,  tl erefore as far as the obiect of  one 
doth excel (1 at of ilie other, so far doth the science of

i\ un tv, that of physic, Moreoxer clergymen ought 
to understand the distempers, or maladies of the bodv, 
as well as the mind, there being such a close connection,  
and harmony between them, that when one is affected, 
the other is also disordered, so he cannot have access in 
some cases to tlie soul, to apply spiritual remedies, until 
the maladies of tl.e body are first removed, and on the
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other  side a Doctor  of Physic in some cases can n o t  cure  
tlie body, without first removing the distempers ot tlie 
mind, for sublala causa toll it ur e frc tus ; tha t  is, it you 
take  away the cause, you remove the effect

You must observe, tha t  when an herb or  tree  is e x ­
cellent to cure an y  distemper,  the place where it is so
mentioned, w i l l  b e  m a r k e d  with an asterisk thus. ~

I taka it to be much better  to write the Irish names of 
the  herbs in roman characters,  as they are  p ro nounced ,  
not as they are generally  spelt.  F o r  o n e ,  that  does n o t  
unders tand  to read the Irish language (as  there  are 
a hundred  to one that do not) could  never  m a k e  sense 
o f  them, there  being so many letters which have no
sound a t  all. ,

iV. B. A t  the la tter  end of  this book you shall have
an alphabetical index, explaining- all the abstruse or  
difficult terms of a r t ,  mentioned therein. Also tftree 
alphabetical indexes of the herbs and trees, one m  
English, another in Irish, and another  in Latin, d irec t­
ing you  to the several pages of this book, w here  the 
descriptions,  and virtues ot them may be found .

I thought it not  improper to insert in this booK, a 
short treatise of the Chalybeate W ate rs  (because they are 
so common in this kingdom) shewing the ex traord inary  
benefit the natives here may receive thereby in curing  
several disorders, they are subject to, with small e x ­
pense and trouble, far surpassing any medicinal, or 
artificial preparations,  for when these prove 
to cure them, their ultim um  refugium  is to drink tne 
said waters, and why should they not  have recourse to 
them as well at first, as last?  So you see how plenti­
fully nature has provided for us medicinal waters, as 
well as herbs with which we may easily , and safely cure  
distempers without sending for exotic medicines, to
remote parts of the world.

'And the reason which induced me to write a snort 
treatise of the prophylactic part  of physic, and to place 
it in this book, is as follows, because 1 take this to je 
the first and principal part  of physic, which preserves 
health, and lays down rules for preventing, and eradi­
cating distempers in their infancy, when they begin to 
germinate, or spring up, which saves a great dea o 
trouble, and expence, for it is no easy matter to dis­
lodge a disorder, or disease, when it takes possession ot 
the heart,  the citadel of the body.
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I  shall add no more at p resent,  only  to acqua in t  you, 
tha t  the ensuing work  is not so complete ly  finished, as 
I  expected ,  my w orthy  subscribers being so i nr. patient 
to get  the book, which occasioned me to pu t  it in the, 
press sooner than I intended, but I hope the n e x t  edition 
will make a sufficient compensation or  amends.

A bkle T ree ,  or  white poplar ,  L a t .  Populus  Alba. 

The timber of this tree is white, n o t  ve ry  hard to be 
w rought ,  the bark  is smooth and whitish, the leaves 
are round  with pointed corners ,  white, soft, a n d  
downy, on one side smooth, and green on the o th e r ;  it  
is planted about mansion houses for shelter,  being o f  a 
quick growth.

1 he leaves of this tree are Abstersive, the  ju ice  of 
them drop t  into the ears, assuageth their pain, an d  
healeth the ulcers of the same. The  bark  is diuretic, 
therefore good against the S trangury .  ~

A d d er ’s tongue, Hib. Tongucabowbally9 Tongueabow- 
law , Luiisnateangagh. Lat.  Ophioglossum , sive Linguct 
Serpentina. This is a smaller tender  plant,  about four 
or five inches high, consisting of a single, thick, oval,  
smooth leaf, from the bottom of which arises a stalk 
about two inches high, bearing on the top a slender 
crenated tongue. I t  grows in moist meadows, and is 
in its prime in May. I t  grows plentifully in the Barony 
of '  Dugharrow, and County of T ipperary .
„ A dder ’s tongue is an excellent vulnerary herb, taken 

inwardly it is good against bruises, wounds, 
and inflammation of the liver, an Oil, or 

Traum atic , Unguent made of it, is with success, ou t­
wardly  applied to inflammation, St. A n th o ­
n y ’s fire, burns, wounds, and to all hot 

tumours and im post u mes.
A G R I M O N Y ,  Hib. M urgrine , or M urgrahin. Lat. 

Ajrrimonia, and Eupatorinm. The leavesof  this plant 
are long, hairy, and serrated about tlie edges, almost 
like the lea\es of Hemp, or S traw berr ies ;  the stalk
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grow s to be abou t  tw o  foot, and a half  high, on which 
g ro w  small yellow flowers in long spikes, which are 
succeeded  by little rough burrs. It grows in hedges, 
and  borders  of fields, f lowering in J u n e  and J u ly .

A g rim o n y , *  opens obstructions o f  the Liver ,  and  
w onderfu l ly  s trengthens it ; it purifies the 
blood, and is also good against  the S tran-  

Hepgtic gury ,  and passing of blood; the seed thereof 
taken in claret,  is singularly good against 
the b loodyflux ;  the leaves pounded  with 

hogs’ lard,  heal, and cicatrize old wounds,  being p re t ty  
warm applied to them. Being bruised, and a cataplasm 
made of them, with the yolk of an egg, flower, and  
honey, is good to be applied to a cu t ,  or  a gall after 
riding:.

A G R I M O N Y ,  called bastard or w ate r  hemp agri­
mony Hib. Scahogmuire,  Lat .  Pseudohe patorium and 
Eupator ium  Cannabinum. Bastard A grim ony, hath 
long, round  stalks full of white pith, on which grow 
long blackish leaves, rough, hairy, and  serra ted ,  on 
the tops of the stalks grow  many small flowers of  a 
carnation colour ; it grows in moist places near ditches, 
and stagnated waters. I t  is exceeding  good, against all 

opulations of the liver, and spleen, also 
Hepatic to heal all internal wounds,  and bruises, 

and to cure  old tertiau agues.^  Being 
bruised with the yolk of an egg, it is very 

Traum atic  good to be applied to a wound, or cut.
A L D E R ,  or Aller Tree ,  Hib. F ta rn o g t, or F ar nog e 

Lat.  Ainu's Vulgaris. This tree needs no description 
being so well known. The  bark or  rind of it, because 

of its astr ingent quality,  is useful against 
Styptic  the imposthumes, orswellings of the th roa t ;

it heals, and cicatarizes sores, and u lce rs ;  
the decoction of it d rank  is very good to cure the 
Hæmoptysis; it is very much used by the common 
people to colour b lack; the leaves are made use of 
against phlegmon, ulcers, and all kinds of inflamma­
tions.

A L M O N D  Tree ,  Lat.  Am ygdalus . This tree is so 
like the peach trees, as to its leaves, and blossoms, that 
it is hard to distinguish them, but by their fruit. It is 
planted in gardens. Bitter Almonds are profitable 
against all opulalions, of  the lungs, liver; spleen, &c. 
therefore good against coughs, shortness of breath, in­
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flammation, and exulceration of  the lungs,  taken  in 
sweet wine, they are diuretic,  nephri t ic ,  and lithon- 
th r ip tic ,  excellent good to cure  the head-ache, being 
applied to the forehead with oil of  roses, and  vinegar. 
F ive  or  six of them taken fasting, as it is reported  ; 
defends a man from being d ru n k  that  day.

^  T ak e  two ounces of  the oil of  sweet almonds, the 
same quanti ty  of fresh butter ,  sugar-candy ,  and clarified 
honey ,  a quar te r  of a nu tm eg  gra ted ,  which mix and  
take  two ounces of licorice stick, which is an exceeding 
good cure  for a cough.

A L E Û O O F ,  common g round  ivy, or  Gill go by 
G ro u n d .  Hib. A herluss , Ahairlussa , and  Fientatloon , 
Lat.  Hedera  terrestris, Chamæcissus, this p lan t  has a 
s trong  ea r thy  smell, it grows every  where in hedges, 
and shady places, flowering in April .  I t  needs no fur­
ther  description being so well known. A lehoof  is oe- 

talgic, a g reat  pectoral  antiscorbutic  and 
Pnum onic  aperitive, therefore proper to cure  deafness,

*  coughs or any disorder of the lungs, to 
p rovoke urine, and cleanse the ureters  be ing ;  steeped 
in brandy,  it is of great service against the collic.

H E R B  A L O E  or Sea Houseleek, Lat.  Alves Vulgaris  
sive Sempervivum m arinum . I t  g rows in my L o rd  
Kingston’s green-house in Mitchelstown ; it is a ca tha r ­
tic medicine, and is frequently given to children for the 
worms.

A L E X A N D E R S .  Hib. Lassarangrandugh , and  L i - 
venamuea, Lat. Hipposelinum, seu smyrnium vulgare. 
I t  bears large winged leaves of a yellowish green c o lo u r ;  
the stalks g row  to be three or four foot high o n t h e  
tops of which g row  pretty  large umbles of small five 
leaved white flowers. I t  grows upon rocks by the sea 
side, flowering in June .  I t  is commonly preserved in 

gardens.This  herb is pectoral;  the leaves 
Lithonthriptic  of it being applied to wens, and hard 
and D iuretic  swellings dissolve them* The=fc seed is 

deopulative, good to remove all ob­
structions of  the liver, spleen, and kidney. I t  ex- 
pelleth the secundine, provokes sweat, urine, and the 
catamenia, therefore helps to cure the dropsy, and jaun­
dice. I t  is commonly boiled, and eaten with salt meat. 
T he  seed mixt with tobacco, and the fume received by 
a pipe, into the mouth, eases the tooth-ach.

T h e  dried 
leaves made into powder,  are used With meat instead of  
pepper .^  I t  is ex trao rd inary  good for the gout ,  or any  
anthri t ic  disorder,  for it raises a blister which carries  
off the malignity.

A R S M A R T  dead, o r  spotted, Hib. G luneagh-m ^r, 
o r  Gloonagh vye. Lat .  Persicaria maculata  mitis. T h e  
leaves are broader in the middle, and la rger  than the 
form er;  they are  smooth, and have a dark  b row n,  or  
blackish semilunar spo t  in the middle of each of  them ; 
the flowers are  of a carnation colour,  the roo t  is yellow 
and hairy. I t  grows in back yards  and rich soil, flower­
ing about the same time with the former, being po u n d ed  
it is proper to be applied to green ,  or  fresh w o u n d s ;  
for it cools, and prevents  aposthumation,  and inflam­
mation, so doth the ju ice  of the leaves d rop t  into them. 
Roasted in the embers, and with a little honey applied 
hot,  cures the piles.

A R T I C H O A K ,  Hib. G rim taughta , Lat .  Cinara, Sco- 
lymus. The  decoction of the root d rank ,  doth strengthen 
the stomach, and confirms the place of natural  co n cep ­
tion in womeu, which, as it is repor ted ,  maketh them 
apt to conceive male children, but you must lake the 
pith clean away. Artichoaks are anastomatics, pow er­
ful d iuretics;  aud spermatogenetics,  also good for the 
jaundise ,  the leaves stamped and applied draw splinters, 
and thorns A decoction or tea made of the leaves
1 hat grow dispersed on the stalks,being d rank  about an 
hour  before the fit* approaches,  certain ly  cures an 
ague, if it be taken three or four times.

C O M M O N  A S A R A B A C C A ,  Lat.  A larum  Vulgare* 
Asarubacca, hath smooth, round leaves, of a green 
shining colour, like ivy, but rounder,  and tenderer,  the 
flowers are of a brown purple colour,  in the form of 
cups, it is planted in gardens;  the icot ,  which is chiefly 
used in physic is of an aromatic scent, and a sharp 

’biting taste. The  decoction of it is diuretic, good
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against the s t rangury ,  cough, shortness  o f
D iu re tic . breath, convulsions,  cramps,  d ropsy,  and 

sciatica, mixt  with honey it bringeth dow n 
the menstrual flux, and expelle th  the secundine  ; the 
leaves pulverized are used by some by way of an errhine,  
to purge  the brain of  mucous humours.

A S P - T R E E ,  or trembling poplar ,  Hib. Crann na 
C rih , o r  Creigh, Lat.

There is a species or
genus of this plant called Daucus Cretecus,* which takes 
its name from tlie island of Crete for this genus grows 
no where but in that island, and Ireland, and from its 
discussing, opening, and cleansing power, with its pro­
portional qualities, there is great relief obtained there­
from by gentle evacuation. Take this plant and dry 
figs, and boil them in white wine, and this decoction 
will give considerable relief to asthmatic, phthisical and 
phlegmatic persons ; and if there is any cause proceeding 
from cold, obstructing the breast or chest, excepting 
a fever boil this plant, licorice root, and powder of
