Installing the Fan Module

This document describes the steps for installing a replacement fan module. These instructions apply only to Sentry
models designed for fan replacement. Sentry units without a user-accessible fan module must be returned to the factory.

Fan Module Replacement Kit

Do not repair individual fans or the fan module. If a fan failure occurs, immediately replace the entire fan module with the
Server Technology fan module in the replacement kit. Do not replace with any other type of fan or fan assembly.

Make sure that the maintenance performed on Server Technology products is done by qualified personnel, otherwise,
before attempting to replace the fan module or make any repair, contact Server Technology Technical Support.

ESD Grounding

Turn off the power to the Sentry unit and discharge static electric charge by touching a grounded surface (for example, the
metal surface of the power supply) before performing any hardware procedure.

Branch Circuit Protection

1.3 Remove the fan module, carefully disconnecting the internal cable.

1.4 Discard the fan module.
