Many of the major facts are

not in dispute.After poking and

prodding from councilmember

Donna Frye, the city admitted in

March of 2004 that the fairness

of its sewer bills was in question.

The city confessed then that it had

not reported the alleged billing

favoritism — and its possible

economic consequences — in

bond prospectuses dating back

to 1995. In June of last year,

the city council revised sewer

rates — boosting those of com-

mercial users and lowering those

of residents. But the city did not

offer to reimburse residential

ratepayers for a decade of over-

payment.

In mid May, superior-court judge

Heroics In commemoration of Black His-

tory Month last year, Union Bank and San Diego

State University’s KPBS-TV

handed out the sixth annual

Hero Awards for commu-

nity service.“I think this is a

wonderful way to…cele-

brate the achievements of

people in the community

that are unsung heroes,”

Robert McNeely, the bank’s

senior vice president of

community development,

told the Daily Aztec. At the top of the list was

Johnny Carter,Ph.D.,who the Aztec reported “was

honored for his social service work as president

and CEO of the Youth Advocacy Innocent Addicts

Program Inc. The program is dedicated to edu-

cating, supporting and counseling the positive de-

velopment of San Diego’s youth and its families

and communities.”

But a bit over a year later, San Diego State was

singing a different tune. This March 2, the SDSU

Foundation filed suit in superior court against

Youth Advocacy/Innocent Addicts, alleging that

in August of last year the organization had failed

to pay $13,942.30 for website work it had con-

tracted with the foundation to provide.Youth Ad-

vocacy’s phone was disconnected,and Carter could

not be reached. Lawyer Steve Kastner, listed on

the court filing as the foundation’s attorney, did

not return repeated phone calls. Foundation

spokeswoman Theresa Nakata said she would

look into the matter but had not called back by

press time.

One of this year’s Hero Awards honorees has

also been the subject of unwelcome attention.

John E.Warren, owner of the San Diego Voice and

Viewpoint as well as a regular on the KPBS radio

show Editors Roundtable, and his wife Gerri got

the nod in February for their “community ac-

tivism.”

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rounds blind walls. He’s hoping

to dump the dirty dishes he car-

ries in time to polish silverware.

Then he can clear the next table

of egg and chunks of chewed

sausage. He ignores the ache in

his back, masked by the elastic

brace around his waist. He pre-

tends not to feel stiffness in his

knees. If he sets the next two

tables fast enough, he’ll make

it to the walk-in refrigerator at

the back of the restaurant and

return with ten one-gallon jugs

of orange juice before any of

the waiters have a chance to ask

him to check the bathroom

because one of the toilets backs

up and spews water out into

the hall, leaving the carpet

smelling like a wet sponge.

As Willy stops to drink some

pink water that runs out of the

punch fountain on the soda

machine, a frustrated waiter

asks him to pick up the Chee-

rios that a baby threw all over

the floor before the parents

smashed them with their feet

as they left.

“They come to our country

and steal our jobs.They don’t

pay taxes,but they expect the

U.S. to take care of them.”

Willy, 19, came across the

border four years ago; he works

as a busboy at a franchise restau-

rant in Mission Valley. The

youngest of 12, Willy sought

opportunity that’s unavailable

to him in his native home of

Puebla.

His wife, 23, is three months

pregnant; she works in the kitchen

at a Burger King. Both of them

speak minimal English. After

Willy’s wife gives birth to their

child, they are hopeful that their

child will have the opportuni-

ties that a Social Security card

affords.

Willy works for minimum

wage, wiping food remnants off

floors and tables, carrying boil-

ing bags of soup, trays loaded

with dishes, half-empty glasses,

and scattered silverware. He

worked his way up from dish-

washer, where he spent hours in

a three-foot- by six-foot area

unloading, rinsing, and operat-

ing a dishwasher  that blasts high-

powered bursts of hot water.

Willy is the youngest of 13

kids. Three of his siblings are in

the U.S.; they all send money

back to their parents and other

siblings in Mexico. His family

supports his decision to live in

the United States,but they never

pushed him to move here.

“I don’t know anyone who has

problems with taxes,” he says.

He pays $150 to $200 in taxes,

Medicare, and Social Security

for every $500 he earns. He tells

me, “There’s no way to get that

money back.”

It wasn’t necessary for him to

have a Social Security card when

he was hired. With no Social

Security card, he can’t open a

bank account and relies on check

cashers who don’t require ID.“I

don’t think it’s fair that I have

to pay a percent to cash my check,

but there’s nothing else I can

do.” To avoid buying money

orders, he or his wife pay their

bills at the electricity and telephone

offices.

As a busboy, Willy knows

it’s not always easy to make sure

he collects tips from waiters.

There’s no way to collect if they

lie.With overtime, it can be more

of the same.

When I asked Willy how he

crossed the border into Amer-

ica,he says,“Like everybody else.”

He said that he couldn’t walk

through the border check near

San Ysidro. “You have to go a

few miles around the border

check,”he told me.So,I asked him,

did he just  walk across? “No,”he

smiled a little, “I was running.”

“I do my taxes every year,”Felix,

a 28-year-old American citizen,

grinned.“And I get $2000 a year

back from the government.”Hill-

crest resident Felix (“Felicia” to

his friends) has no one to send

money to in Mexico and no

dependents,besides his little dog

Felicia (whom he  calls Junior).

Still,he has sympathy for his ille-

gal-immigrant friends. “Every

paycheck,”Felix explained,“[ille-

gal immigrants] pay $5 to have

it cashed.”

Every pay period,Felix cashes

two paychecks besides his own.

“My bank,”he said,“only allows

me to cash two checks besides

mine, so I do it for a couple of

friends in my neighborhood. It’s

not fair; just because they can’t

open bank accounts,they should-

n’t have to pay someone for their

money.”

As a busboy, Felix isn’t

required to report his tips. He’s

an American-born citizen,speaks

English, but he prefers to work

as a busboy because fewer taxes

are taken from each paycheck.

During a separate interview,

Willy suggested that Felix might

buy a Cadillac Escalade.

Libertad,24,filed this year for her-

self and her husband under her

Social Security number because

of her husband’s illegal status.

“When I became a citizen,” she

explained, “I was told that it’s

very important to have every-

thing legal. If we filed under my

husband, then it would show

that he was working illegally in

the United States.” Libertad

believes that immigrants from

Mexico have a harder time

becoming residents and citizens.

Born in Spain,Libertad acknowl-

edges the difference between her

process and that of her husband,

a Mexican-born citizen.“It took

me eight months to go through

the work to become a citizen; it

usually takes two years for peo-

ple from Mexico to do the same

thing.”

“Education is the key,” asserted

Ronnie, a 25-year-old waiter

born in Mexico.“A lot of people

new to this country don’t know

about taxes or are afraid that

they can’t do them because of

their illegal status.”

Having worked his way up

from busboy,Ronnie knows what

it’s like when the government

works against you. “I have a

friend,”he said,“and he has five

kids.The problem is that he can’t

claim them on his income tax

because they don’t have Social

Security numbers. He files zero

dependents because it’s easier

for him that way.”

Irene, 24, works at the same

restaurant as Ronnie and knows

the difficulties of becoming a

citizen. Her family and friends’

legal problems taught her that

there’s only one solution:a lawyer.

“There are so many differ-

ent laws concerning immigra-

says that some attorneys who

are defending the suit have

warned that a bankruptcy could

disrupt any financial recovery.

John Riley, the deputy city attor-

ney who is handling the defense,

says he has made no such threat.

In the course of pretrial confer-

ences,“Bankruptcy was brought

up [by the defense], but not by

Riley,” says Benink.

On November 5, 1996, Cal-

ifornia voters approved Propo-

sition 218, the “Right to Vote on

Taxes Act.” Essentially, it pre-

vents governments from raising

taxes by camouflaging them as

fees. “Any fee that is imposed

must be proportionately charged

among people who are charged,”

says Benink. “We are hanging

our hat on that,” as well as fed-

eral and state regulations man-

dating the same balanced billing.

Both federal Environmental

Protection Agency and State

Water Resources Control Board

regulations require that sewer

users pay their proportionate

share, the suit stresses. Since the

early 1970s, the city has received

grants and low-interest wastew-

ater loans from both the federal

government and the state. To

accept that money, the city is

required to charge users in pro-

portion to their usage.

In late 2003 and early 2004,

the State Water Resources Con-

trol Board wrote to the city, say-

ing it might be out of compliance,

and if it didn’t shape up, it might

have to return $266 million of

funds it had received. In the fil-

ing with municipal-bond author-

ities in March of 2004, the city

admitted that because the pro-

portionality of its bills was in

question,it could lose that money.

The city said that an argument

could be made that its billing

system was “disproportionately

better for certain commercial

and industrial customers of the

Wastewater System that discharge

large volumes of organic mate-

rial (such as kelp), and dispro-

portionately worse for other cus-

tomers that do not.”

In short,consumers had been

getting screwed while businesses

had been getting massaged. It’s

all part of San Diego’s strategy

of being “business friendly.”

In October of 2001, the city

council voted to raise sewer

rates. Frye, who had only been

in office a few months, wanted

to know if there had been a cost-

of-service study indicating

whether business and residen-

tial users were being charged in

proportion to their usage, as

required by law.“Nothing really

happened,” says Frye, who is

likely to be a mayoral candidate

in the fall against the establish-

ment/labor-anointed coun-

cilmember Scott Peters.

Then, in January of 2002,

council went into closed session.

There was a discussion of a cost-

of-service study,“but essentially

the vote was to note and file.The

mayor and council said, ‘We’re

not going to do anything until

we have to.’ It was very clear that

if rates would have to be adjusted

for proportionality, some busi-

nesses would see their rates

increased. The mayor and most

councilmembers didn’t want to

do that,” says Frye, who strenu-

ously opposed the measure.“The

chamber of commerce and other

business groups have consis-

tently lobbied for lower sewer

and water rates for business.

They want to maintain the unbal-

anced rates.”

In May of 2002, there was a

hearing about the wastewater

department’s budget.Frye asked

again about the sewer cost-of-ser-

vice study.“It got real quiet when

I asked the question,”she recalls.

Mayor Murphy said she must

be confused: there was no such

study. A representative of the

city manager’s office agreed with

the mayor. She believed — and

believes — that they were lying.

In November of 2002,coun-

cil revealed it was going into

closed session to discuss the cost-

of-service study — the one that

supposedly did not exist. Frye

wrote to then–city attorney Casey

Gwinn, saying such a secret dis-

cussion was a violation of the

Brown Act, which restricts gov-

ernments’ability to act in secrecy.

She requested official documents

under the Public Records Act.

In late November, she was given

a draft of the study. In the next

few months, the city manager’s

office claimed it had to update

it. The final documents were

released in October of 2003.

Shortly, the state alerted San

Diego that it was in violation of

proportionality laws.

In January of 2004, the city

shocked its citizens by admit-

ting that its bond prospectuses

had been inaccurate since 1996,

primarily by glossing over the

pension woes. The next month,

the state water board wrote

another warning letter about

sewer-billing disparities.“Once

I learned about the letter from

the state board in February of

2004,”says Frye,“I immediately

went to the city manager and

asked if the information was

provided in any of the prelimi-

nary official statements related

to the sewer bonds. That led to

the confession that they were

not.”Then came the March 2004

admission of dubious billing

filed with municipal bond author-

ities.“I never would have imag-

ined that my Clean Water Act

world and bond-disclosure world

would intersect.”

The administration claims

that the city wasn’t protecting

big sewer users dishonestly.“There

were legal issues that arose,”says

a spokesperson. The city attor-

ney had to look at those issues

and give an opinion on how to

proceed.“In January of 2003 the

information was stale, so there

had to be an update.”That’s why

the study was not made public

until October of 2003, says the

spokesperson. However, this

explanation does not address

most of Frye’s observations.

In the Shames suit, Riley is

arguing that Proposition 218

language doesn’t apply. Water

usage “is a commodity and not

a tax that would be governed by

218,”he says.“We don’t bill peo-

ple who live in Point Loma less

because they are closer to the

main pump station.”

In any case,the statute of lim-

itations in this case may be as few

as 100 days — at most,three years,

says Riley. Therefore, $200 mil-

lion is a ludicrous sum,he claims.

He also says that usage propor-

tionality can’t be determined with

exactitude.

The statute of limitations “is

something that will require a judge

to determine,” counters Benink.

Heymatt:
What is the origin of the tooth fairy? When I was a kid, I thought the idea was great when I got
a quarter. But now that my kids are holding me up for $5 a tooth, the whole thing seems
strange. Where did the idea come from?

— A.W., San Diego

Well, if you’re not sold on the tooth fairy, how about the tooth rat? The history of the tooth
fairy, who has definitely suffered from inflation recently, is vague. But we’ll give you the
pieces and you can glue them together whatever way suits you. And one of the pieces does
have a rat on it. Basically, the tooth fairy is the result of centuries of superstitions and folklore
about body parts that fall out or are cut off — bad mojo back in our misty past. Most folklorists
figure the tooth fairy originated in the British Isles, but she (sometimes he) also has a hint of
a Scandinavian or German accent.

Back in the day, when a person was buried, he or she should have all body parts
accounted for, even if they weren’t in their original locations. According to the superstition,
upon reaching whatever reward lay beyond the grave, the deceased would have to produce
all missing parts or at least have a pretty good explanation for where they had gone. In some
cases, people believed that if you didn’t bring all your teeth with you, you’d have to go back
and search around until you found them. To avoid that wearisome eventuality for one’s
children, the wise parent saved a baby’s teeth.

A related superstition was that any body parts carelessly left lying around could be
stolen by animals or witches. If a witch found the tooth, it could be used to cast spells on the
person. If, say, a pig should come across the lost tooth, the person risked having his or her
teeth turned into pig teeth. Babies’ teeth were treated with particular care, since starting life
under a curse could prove tedious.

At some point — and these transitions are never clear cut — it was decided that burning
the lost tooth would protect the person from witches and also dispense with the need for a
long explanation when grilled about it on Judgment Day. The tooth-burning ritual was later
embellished with a rhyme that called on the gods to replace the lost tooth with a new, strong
one. Then, to turn the old superstition on its head, some people decided that encouraging
an animal with strong choppers, i.e., a rat, to carry off a baby tooth would be a good thing.
The kid’s new set of pearlies would be tough as a rodent’s. Even as late as the 20th Century
this notion persisted in parts of Europe. So there’s your tooth rat.

A fairy paying a kid for a tooth is an American idea, begun sometime in the 19th
Century. There’s no clear origin for that specific tradition, though the Vikings were said to
have paid their children for fallen teeth and strung them into necklaces. The tooth Viking?
Not likely connected to the fairy, who seems to be just another example of the enterprising
American spirit and the ability of our children to get us to do lots of things we don’t really
want to do.

While reading a copy of Mad magazine while contemplating life the other day, I quietly
exclaimed, “Hmmmmm, I wonder why we sometimes have floaties and sometimes not.”

Well, Paul, if the guy N D next stall was, say, Archimedes or a physics professor, he probably
could have answered your question. Things float when they weigh less than the water they
displace. Floaties are full of bubbles of intestinal gas, probably because the digested food was
relatively high in fiber, but not necessarily. Sinkers are more compacted, denser. A protein
meal? There. One less thing for you to contemplate. Get back to work.

Mattster:
Why does it hurt when I get a speck of dirt in my eye, but when I put my contact lenses in, I
don’t feel much of anything?

The human cornea is choosey about what it reacts to. Tiny things like dust or dirt hurt like
heck to protect us from eye damage. But larger, smoother objects are pretty much ignored.
Notice that you don’t feel anything every time you close your large, smooth eyelids? If we
weren’t wired up this way, we’d walk around all day going blink, ouch, blink, ouch....

Spey Cast Or Die Trying

B
rian Aguon, an Oregon fishing guide, is
describing the benefits of spey casting.
“First, you don’t need to have a lot of

room behind you to throw an 85-foot cast.
Secondarily, it’s easier for the spey rodder,
especially fishing steelhead, if he needs to
mend line. Say he’s got a 14-foot rod, I don’t
care how good he is, he’ll never mend as much
line as...”

I blurt/croak/stumble, “When you say,
‘mend...’ ”

This is going to be one of those interviews.
I know nothing about fishing, less about fly
fishing, less about the subcategory spey
casting, which has become — I’m not sure
how — the subject of this conversation.

Aguon continues, “Once the fisherman
makes his cast, he can pick up line from where
it landed, move it 14, 15 feet upstream and get
a different angle on the sweet spot across the
river.”

Aguon, his buddy Chris, and me are
standing on the concrete bank of a basketball-
court-sized concrete casting pool. It’s Friday;
the Padres are out of town.

Chris, a middle-aged, short, rotund male
wearing a burn-your-eyes-out orange
Hawaiian shirt, says, “You fish more efficiently
with your line in certain places. So, you have
to mend in order to get that efficiency. You
can mend much better with a longer rod.”

Mending line, I’ll learn later in the quiet of
my reference library, is “using the tip of your
rod to move, flip, manipulate the line so the
fly is floating in a natural manner.” Spey
casting, while we’re at it, employs  “a two-
hand fly rod, 12´ to 15´ long. The spey caster
throws a much longer cast than a person using
the smaller one-handed fly rod and can more
easily execute change of direction roll casting.”
Or, to put this in English, spey casting is what
everybody was doing in the 1992 Robert
Redford film A River Runs Through It. Which
is not a bad movie. It’s set in Montana and
shows off spey casting, which, all irony to one
side, is a take-your-breath-away gorgeous
thing to watch. Think tai chi with a giant fly
rod.

“When you’re steelhead fishing, for
instance,” Aguon goes on, “once you make
your cast and you’re quartering downstream,
the line starts to sweep back to your side of the
river. Right?”

Fuck, I don’t know.
“So, you’re casting, quartering

downstream. What the spey caster can do is
reposition the line upstream and make the

sweep of the fly back to his side of the river
much slower. Another big advantage is time in
water. I read an article that had two guys
casting, one used a one-hand, 9-foot, 9-weight
fly rod; the other man had a two-hand [spey
rod], 14-foot, 9-weight. Behind each guy was a
ghillie [guide] with a stopwatch. They said,
‘You guys go out and cast for six hours.’ They
wanted to see who was going to catch more
fish.

“Neither man caught a fish that day, but at
the end of six hours, the guy with the spey
rod...his fly spent more than twice as much
time in the water as the other man’s fly. See,
the cycle time for a single-handed rod is
longer. With a single-handed rod you’ve got to
pull line back; you have to false cast in order to
work the line out.”

One of the drawbacks about the great
outdoors is that there is no door nearby.

“Another benefit,” Aguon says. “Spey
casting takes two hands; the distribution of
labor is over two arms rather than one arm.”
Aguon lets loose a teenage-boys-talking-
about-sex chortle. “It’s the ultimate high-stick
rod. It should be outlawed.”

I experience a series of humiliating
teenage sexual flashbacks.

Chris says, “Let’s pretend for a moment
that the river is flowing from our left to our
right. You cast straight across stream, near the
far bank. The fastest current is in the middle of
the river. The minute the line lands, the line
begins to move downstream — it starts to
belly downstream. As it does that it pulls the
fly away from the far bank. So, what you do is,
you mend the line by throwing an opposite;
it’s called a dome. That’s mending the line. It’s
a line-manipulation technique. You’re
painting a line on the surface of the water. And
you can do it two ways; once it’s landed on the
water or, if you’re good enough, you can do it
in the air, before it lands.

“Let’s say you’ve made a cast out to the
river, and the river sweeps it back and now
your line is parallel to your bank. The spey
caster has to pick it up and shoot it back out at
a different angle. We call that a change-of-
direction cast. A good spey caster can
reposition his line at more and more acute
angles.”

I’m not going to leave here alive.

“Fifty percent of all people who attend church
don’t have a relationship with Jesus Christ.
Many don’t even know they don’t have a rela-
tionship with Jesus,” said Pastor Jeff Brawner
from Bonita Valley Community Church
(BVCC).“My job is to
start with people where
they are at and lead
them to a personal rela-
tionship with Jesus
Christ. We are not a
seeker-sensitive church
but a seeker-aware
church. I know there
is some debate over
who the church is try-
ing to reach. But I
believe church is both
for nonbelievers and
believers. If a church
does too much for non-
believers, people
assume believers won’t
grow. I believe we can
do both.”

BVCC’s Satur-
day- evening service
began with songs led
by a 10-person band
and 56-person choir.
The gospel-style choir
swayed in unison and
clapped hands as they
sang. Most of the choir
wore shades of purple
that matched the pur-
ple and lavender sanc-
tuary.As the final song
ended, Pastor Brawner
walked up to the stage
and led the congrega-
tion a cappella in a song. After the song,
Brawner began his sermon based on the book
of Jonah. “This book is about the directions
of our lives. It’s a power struggle between
Jonah and God. How many of us have had
power struggles?”asked Brawner.“For exam-
ple, a power struggle at home — who is going
to rule the house?”The congregation followed
the message with a fill-in-the-blank outline.
The first line read, “Like Jonah, We Some-
times Run _______ God!”As Pastor Brawner
spoke, two large PowerPoint screens presented
“from” as the correct answer.

In the 35-minute sermon, Pastor Brawner
included jokes, humorous stories, a fairy tale,
and a comment about the Chargers. At one
point Brawner said, “The Apostle Paul was a
golfer.You can tell this because Paul said,‘That
which I want to do, I don’t do. That which I
don’t want to do, I do.’ A joke that referenced
Romans 7:15. The simple sermon made five
points and concluded with, “Like Jonah, We
Are Invited To Run ______ God!” The con-
gregation wrote in “with” as the final point.

At the Saturday-evening service, the Jeho-
vah’s Java Courtyard Café is closed.“On Sun-
days we have donuts, coffee, and juice,” said
Pastor Jack Houston. I asked Pastor Houston
if the entire book of Jonah should be preached
in one night.“[Brawner] is more interested in
relating the Bible to our everyday life,”said Hous-
ton. “Our Wednesday-night study is more of
a Bible study. Everyone comes on Wednesday
and divides into different studies and groups.”
Pastor Houston said that each pastor at BVCC
is responsible for an age group. BVCC plans
to hire a “Gen-X”pastor for 20-year-olds. I asked
Houston why the church segregates into groups
based on age. “We don’t really have a philos-
ophy of ministry for this. It’s just a practical
way we can minister to the people. We try to
have something for everyone here.”

On the back of BVCC’s bulletin, the
church offers 52 different events, small groups,
and classes throughout the week. No men’s
groups were listed among the many women’s
and children’s groups. I asked Houston his

view of the roles of hus-
bands and wives.“I’m
the head of the house-
hold, but my wife has
great wisdom,so I learn
from her,” said Pastor
Houston.Houston told
me the church offers a
compatibility class for
people who plan to
marry.

Walter and Laura
joined BVCC from a
church plant. I asked
the couple about their
views of headship and
submission. “She’s
already submitted to
me,” Walter said as he
spoke in a deep voice
with a smile. Walter
and Laura laughed at
the comment. “I sub-
mit to the Lord and
my husband as my
husband submits to
the Lord,” responded
Laura.

“[In marriage]
the Bible teaches that
we all have roles,” said
Pastor Jeff Brawner.
“These roles are not a
reflection of our value.
A general is not more
valuable to God than

a private. They are just in different roles,
like a dad and a mom are different. To deny
their differences is just silly. In Genesis, we
see that after the Fall, man will try to rule
over the woman and the woman will try to
take the authority from man. People think,
if I can try to reject what is right and wrong,
I can do whatever I want. To reject the roles
is wrong and is trying to become the god of
your own life.”

Pastor Houston recommended I return
on a Sunday. “On Sunday, our choir is 70-
plus people,” said Houston. “We have people
in the band that used to tour with Lionel
Ritchie. The music is hot. The band is hot,”
remarked Pastor Brawner.

I asked Pastor Brawner what he believed
happened to a person after they died. “After
death is the great awakening,”Brawner replied.
“You’ll be more awake than you’ve ever been.
Some people will be with God; others will be
separated from God. I believe there is a real
heaven and hell.”

Husband Patrick’s eyes are beginning to have
that squinty Clint Eastwood look that his
father’s eyes have. Crow’s-feet are starting to
appear on my sugar lump’s face. He needs
sunglasses to slow down their onset, but I
didn’t want to buy him cheapies and damage
his vision. I sought advice from
a pro.

“People should
always wear sunglasses
whenever they are
outside,” said opti-
cian Michael Emer-
son, of Hart Opti-
cal Company in La
Mesa. “Ultraviolet
radiation comes through
on cloudy days as well
as sunny days, and it causes
sun cataracts. A cataract is a cloud-
ing of the crystalline lens, which is the lens in
the eye that does all the heavy lifting as far as
vision. Over time it becomes less clear and more
opaque and the patient eventually has to have
it removed.”

Bad sunglasses, Emerson warns, are
worse than nothing. “If the lens is plas-
tic, just the fact that it is a plastic
lens, it’s probably going to block
40 percent of the UV. But 60 per-
cent is still getting through,
which is the bad part, because
if there’s any tinting at all on
a lens it causes the human eye
to dilate. And as the eye dilates,
it’s going to try to let in more
light. The human eye is a pretty
good little instrument and it will
protect itself. But if you fake it out
with a bad pair of lenses, you think
you’re protecting your eyes, but you’re not.
You are frying that retina and then frying that
crystalline lens.”

Besides high percentage UV protection,
Emerson says a quality lens is also impor-
tant. “A good optical quality lens, even in a
nonprescription pair, means no warpage.
Off-the-rack sunglasses have warped lenses.
Warped lenses will cause eyestrain. It is like
looking through a shower door; you can see
but not clearly, and you don’t know why. As
you move your head side to side, sometimes
you can see the warpage. Or you can hold
the glasses out in front of you at arms length
and move them side-to-side on a straight
edge or a straight wall and
you can see the wall curve.
Those are distorted
lenses; you don’t
want to wear those
either.”

How dark
should the sun-
glasses be?

“I recommend
only purchasing
enough tint to get the
job done. Don’t go and get
the darkest sunglasses you can
find. I like to let the human eye do some of
its work. I want the pupil to open up to have
more good light get in there so that they can
see. You want to have good contrast, enough
light in there, but not so much that you are
squinting. The basic industry standards for
putting a tint on sunglasses are a one, two, or
three tint. One is a tint that you could almost
wear indoors; two is a tint that you wear out-
doors — it’s better outdoors than indoors; three
is pure outdoor tint.”

Emerson hesitated to recommend any

brand. “There are thousands of brands that
are good, and there are thousands of brands
that are not,” offered Emerson. “Generally a
person is safe by going to an optical store to
buy their sunglasses as opposed to buying off
the rack. Off-the-rack lenses are not regu-

lated by the Board of Medical Quality Assur-
ance or the FDA.”

Emerson did warn against clip-on
sunwear sold at optical stores. “What we
call solar shields and clip-ons, some of
them are not very good quality. For some-

body who doesn’t want to spend more than
$20, that is what they’re going to get. For a

decent frame and a decent lens — single vision,
no bifocal — you are probably looking at
about $200.”

A lot of nonprescription sunglasses are
made with polycarbonate lenses, said Emer-
son. “You get your worst light transmission
through polycarbonate materials. When light

starts going through it, as you slow it
down, it starts to break up into

the rainbow, the chromatic
aberration. Polycar-

bonate is about as slow
as you can go before
light will break up
into the rainbow.
And then once it
does that, it is no
longer usable as a
medium for look-

ing through. Gen-
erally, polycarbon-

ates are used for peo-
ple with thick, thick pre-

scriptions, to control edge
thickness.”

But when it comes to UV protec-
tion, Emerson said, “polycarbonate-tinted
lenses are probably the worst visual thing to
look through, but it is one of the best pro-
tections against UV rays. The next best thing
would be a polycarbonate-tinted sunglass
lens with an antireflection coating on it,
which enhances the visual part that you are
losing because of the poly material. The
coatings, however, scratch easily. They are
hard to take care of, and they raise the price
by about $60. The next-best-quality lens
after that would be a mid-index lens, and put
the tint and the antireflection on that. That
will run about $200 a pair. The next level up
is a Polaroid, which is a lens that neutral-

izes glare in the vertical meridian 100 per-
cent. A Polaroid lens has one of the best
sunglass-glare protections we know of right
now.”

When I told Emerson that I’d almost
rather get cataracts than spend $200 on

a pair of sunglasses, he responded, “Then
get the UV A, B, and C radiation protec-

tion. But remember, the cheaper the glasses,
the more flaws you’re going to buy. You’re
going to buy warps and poor index. What-
ever you buy, you want to have a UV rat-
ing with a number. And most good optical
quality retailers have UV meters in their
store and they can check your lenses.”

600-watt Amp and 12˝ Woofer



don’t want anything else.”

Jeff then held up a watch,

which the guy said he didn’t

want.

She felt a tap on

her shoulder and turned

around yelling. It was Hop-

per, saying hello. All she

could think to say was, “I

loved you in Easy Rider.”

Her daughter Lena Anjo was

there in her band uniform.

She plays clarinet.

I met a few other stu-

dents in the band. Evan was

a drum major and was in

uniform. When I asked him

why he took it off later on,

he said, “I’m going to In-N-

Out and didn’t want to wear

it there.” Why anyone would

go out for a burger when

there were all kinds of

appetizers here is beyond

me.

I asked him what

exactly the job of the con-

ductor is.

for racial discrimination. I

found this surprising,

because our boss — a boney

old bitch from the Bronx —

had lived with her younger

black boyfriend for over

three years. 

Nicole and I ate lunch

together every day. She con-

fided in me that she’d been

reprimanded for not placing

enough people in perma-

nent jobs, though her num-

bers were the same as two

other women in the office.

She was fired two weeks

later and replaced with a

white woman. 

“Gay men and black

women have never worked

out here,” I heard our boss

announce later that week. 

My numbers were

high, and everyone benefit-

ed — commission was split

equally between members of

our branch. After Nicole

left, we absorbed her per-

centage; the new girl would

have to wait three months

before getting her share of

the cut. Personal e-mails

from coworkers continued

to flood my in-box, so I

sensed no imminent danger

in sending my own. 

I should have known

better than to write about

my boss. I listed her faults to

my friends, explained in

detail why her write-ups

were bullshit and how she

plotted and schemed like a

witch to suck the most out

of her employees’ commis-

sions. I also wrote of my

weekend exploits, from

clubs to drugs, omitting few

details. I used my Yahoo!

account instead of company

e-mail. I wasn’t aware that

with technology that

allowed her to see what was

on each computer screen,

my boss had been reading

all my racy correspondence.

Oops.

Driving home with my

box of personal items, I

called my parents and sisters

to share my indignation. It

was the first time I had ever

been fired, and I couldn’t

help but take it personally.

Why was I having such diffi-

culty keeping a job? 

I began to see a pattern

with each position I took.

Men are easy to work with —

they’re straightforward, and

if they’re going to attack, you

will see it coming. Women

are a different story: they

have a competitive, catty

streak. If you are a woman

working with other women,

it’s not unreasonable to wear

armor on your back. But I

rarely encounter problems

with women my age; all my

office enemies have been

middle-aged women. 

I have never worked in

an office without encounter-

ing a bitchy old battle-axe

who had worked there for

over ten years.

Montgomery Field
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For decades, the Gibbs family and Montgomery Field,
the city-owned airport on Kearny Mesa, have been
joined at the hip. The family’s concrete-block build-
ings and metal hangars, its gas pumps, taxiways, and
tie-down areas, have been home to pilots of modest
means.

Then, more than two years ago, in December
2002, the city of San Diego received the results of a
“business plan” it had commissioned from Airport
Business Solutions, a consulting company hired to
guide the development of Montgomery Field. The
plan did not bode well for Gibbs Flying Service.

“The current site reflects a business that has
expanded over the years, resulting in a ‘patchwork’
layout of tie-downs, T-hangars, offices, corporate
hangars and maintenance facilities,” the report said.
“While continuing to provide services to both based
and transient customers, visibility and functionality
to their market segment is challenged as a result of
the awkward physical layout, the very cramped
space, and the company’s lack of visibility from the
primary general aviation transient ramp.”

Obviously, the consultant said, things would
have to change. Along Aero Drive, which borders the
airport on the south, the consultant recommended
developing rows of new office buildings to occupy
land now occupied by Gibbs.“With a realignment of
the Gibbs leasehold, the City could seek developers
to add additional commercial office space along the
Aero Drive frontage. This would not only create a
substantial revenue stream but would also create a
buffer between flight activities and auto and pedes-
trian traffic, resulting in much-improved security in
that portion of the Airport.”

For the rest of the airport and its small and

dilapidated 1970s-era terminal,
the report recommended a
complete overhaul, to be paid
for by revenue from the new
tenants. Corporate-jet hangars
would be added and air traffic
boosted, all to maximize the
city’s take.“It is our recom-
mendation that the City
should begin planning for a
new, more functional terminal
building that is accessible to all
individuals on all floors. Based
upon historic utilization, a
large conference room is
needed for public meetings,
and additional leaseable office
space could help defray the
cost of the facility.”

“The new facility should
be a structure that welcomes
the flying public and the local
community. A viewing area for
families and interested persons
to observe aircraft operations
could be added to the second
floor, along with a public
restaurant area for lease,” the
consultant went on.“It should
be noted that this is the only
structure ABS potentially rec-
ommends for City develop-
ment, with all other structures
representing ‘Third-Party
Development,’ both for avia-

tion and nonaviation facilities.”
The study wasn’t all bad

news for Gibbs. The consultant
concluded that the family had
a good record of service at the
field; the city should consider
renewing the lease when it
expired on May 31, 2005.
“Gibbs occupies the largest
leasehold site and is the oldest
MYF [Montgomery Field] ten-
ant, and they have also earned
a reputation of respect from
the MYF customer. While the
current leasehold site needs to
be redeveloped for maximum
efficiency, safety, and security,
the history of this tenant war-
rants consideration in any
future lease opportunities.”

But something strange
happened after Airport Busi-
ness Solutions submitted its
report. The study received lim-
ited distribution and was never
officially adopted by the city
council. A year later, another
consultant produced another
master plan, which also has yet
to find its way to the city coun-
cil, ostensibly because environ-
mental issues have not been
resolved. During 2003 and
2004, despite Gibbs’s proposals
to the city and the first consul-

tant’s advice that Gibbs be per-
mitted to bid on a new lease,
the family never got the
chance.

Last July, says Tracy
Means, the city’s airports direc-
tor, she tried to alert members
of the city council’s land use
committee that the Gibbs lease
was soon up for renewal, but
she was turned aside. Although
she had prepared a PowerPoint
presentation that outlined the
consultants’ development
options,“They didn’t want to
listen to me,” Means says. As a
result, she adds, the planned
public airing of Gibbs and the
airport’s future was never held.

Ignored by both the city
council and the higher-ups in
the city real estate department,
Means says that last September
she fired off what she describes
as a confidential letter to her
bosses, in which she gave her
recommendations about what
to do when the Gibbs lease ran
out, but no action took place.
Then in December, with just a
few months left for the Gibbs
family, Means says she began
meeting privately with city
council staff members, telling
them that the city would make



more money from a new
tenant.“Nobody argued
with that,” she recalls. No
public hearings were
held.

This January, Buzz
Gibbs, son of company
founder Bill Gibbs, wrote
Means a letter in which
he asked to open negotia-
tions for a new lease on
the Gibbs Flying Service
site, referred to by the
city as “Lot 3.” In a letter
dated March 6, Means
wrote back, saying,“Due
to the uncertainty of the
future development of
Lot 3, we are unable to
consider your proposal at
this time. Once the dis-
position of Lot 3 has
been determined, we will
re-evaluate your
proposal.”

Was a dark hand at
work? Was a politically
connected new tenant
waiting in the wings? Or
did the city’s real estate
department itself plan to
run Gibbs Flying Service?

On April 13, Gibbs,
along with many con-
cerned pilots, presented

his case to the city coun-
cil’s Public Safety and
Neighborhood Services
Committee. The com-
mittee was sympathetic.
Last Friday, Gibbs
learned that the city
would extend his lease
for one year, using a
holdover provision in the
existing lease. During the

coming year, the city will
put out a request for
proposals.

With the long-term
fate of Gibbs Flying Ser-
vice in doubt, Buzz Gibbs
recently reflected on his
family’s place in San
Diego aviation history
and offered his views on
why, after nearly 70 years,

the city might want his
family to leave Mont-
gomery Field.

Q. Does your father still
own the business?

A. It’s a family busi-
ness. My kids own part of
it; he owns part of it.

Q. How did your
father get into the

business?
A. He started flying

in San Diego about
1930 — he might have
been 20 years old at the
time. Charles Lindbergh
was a big deal then. In
those days it didn’t take a
lot of flying to get a
license. My father worked
odd jobs and different

jobs and began teaching
people and working on
airplanes down at the old
National City airport.

I think in the early
’30s there was a very, very
rainy year that flooded
everything around here,
and it flooded that air-
port down there. So he
decided he wanted his
own airport on dry land
that wouldn’t flood and
went up to the Kearny
Mesa area — and that
was way out of town in
those days.

He started buying
flat land up there, very
inexpensively by today’s
standards — it was a lot
of money then. By ’37, he
actually had enough land
to make a little airport.
Airports in those days
were nothing but a
straight piece of ground
1200 feet long, and the
brush would cut it off, so
that’s basically what he
had.

Over the years he
bought land from private
parties. There was noth-
ing up there. Daley

owned a lot of the land,
and he had cattle there at
the time. That’s kind of
how it happened, and my
father eventually
acquired a couple hun-
dred acres.

In World War II, just
before World War II,
Ryan, a civilian contrac-
tor, was teaching Army
cadets how to fly. My
father leased his airport
to Ryan and went to
work for them teaching
Army Air Corps cadets.
Then Ryan improved the
airport somewhat for
that. Then, when the
Japanese invaded Pearl
Harbor, they shut down
all civilian flying within,
like, a hundred miles
from the coast, and that
even included the civilian
training of Army cadets.
The airport was closed
up, and my father went
with Ryan over to Tucson

and spent World War II
teaching Army cadets.

Then after World
War II, there were lots of
airplanes and lots of
pilots. My father came
back to the airport and
started up his business

again. In 1948 the city
started making plans to
relocate Lindbergh Field.
Convair was making B-
36 bombers, and they
were exceptionally loud.
Flying out over the Loma
Portal area with those

was really shaking people
up. With the growth of
aviation in World War II,
all the airlines started
taking off. All of a sudden
Lindbergh Field became
quite busy, so the city
annexed Kearny Mesa —

at least the part of it that
they didn’t have — and
then they condemned
1800 acres up there,
including my father’s 200
acres. Took the land from
different people, and they
started making plans to
move Lindbergh Field
there.

I’ve heard a couple
different stories. The way
my father has told it, they
started making plans to
move Lindbergh Field up
there, and the Navy said
it would be too close to
Miramar. In those days,
they didn’t have the pre-
cision of instrument fly-
ing and navigation — the
radar that we have
today — and the Navy
just didn’t want commer-
cial aircraft flying that
close to Miramar. There
would be obvious traffic
conflicts.

Whatever it was, the

city didn’t go through
with the plans of moving
Lindbergh Field, and
they added a little bit of
land to what had been
my father’s airport and
renamed it Montgomery
Field. The rest of the
1800 acres they sold off
to industry to bring jobs
to San Diego. The first
sale was to General
Dynamics for their Con-
vair division.

Q. Who was Mont-
gomery? Who was the air-
port named after?

A. He was a man in
the late 1800s, flew a
glider off of something in
Otay Mesa. There’s a DC-
3 or B-25 wing right off
805 down there, a monu-
ment to him, supposedly
where he flew this glider
off the mesa down there.

Q. So the reason for
condemning your father’s
land was the plan to move

just little bitty airports.
They really weren’t air-
ports as we know them
today.

They were just 2000
feet of straight little road
and 50 acres or some-
thing and five or six air-
planes. When people
think of airports, that’s
not what these things
were. They’re more
impressive not for the
fact that they’re airports
but for the fact that
there’s nothing around
them.

Q. What kind of traf-
fic did they have? Who
were your father’s
customers?

A. There were busi-
ness people who used
them for travel. There
were flights into Mexico,
since the roads were so
poor down in Baja. Just
pure recreation. I think
there were a lot of mili-
tary pilots who had that
career orientation and
then looked to this busi-
ness to become commer-
cial pilots.

Then right after
World War II, the airlines
really took off. The
change in the aviation
industry from the late
’30s to 1945 was tremen-
dous. They went from
piston airplanes to jet
engines. It’s just phenom-
enal what happened.

Q. So your father was
able to make a living?

A. Yeah. It was a lot
of fun. Since 1948 we’ve
been leasing property on
the airport. There have
been a lot of leases. The
business has moved three
times that I know of. In

the ’50s some other
buildings were built, and
one of our competitors
still uses those today, and
we have this facility that
we built. In 1970, we had
to physically pick up the
business and get a new
lease and build a whole
new business again.

Q. Where did you go
to high school and college?

A. La Jolla High
School and San Diego
State. I got an engineer-
ing degree, worked as an
engineer for a couple
years. I was working as an
engineer for Solar, and I
worked on weekends at
the airport.

Q. And then in about
1970 you joined the busi-
ness full-time?

A. It was always a
small business, a family
business. They physically
needed help, so I went to
work full-time there and
never left.

The really peak years
of the general aviation
business were the ’70s —
I think the late ’60s to
early ’80s. I don’t have
the figures with me, but
the production of air-
planes kind of peaked
around 1978 at some-
where around almost
18,000 airplanes.

There was a curve; it
probably went up from
10,000 light aircraft built
per year in the early ’70s
to almost 18,000 in 1978,
and then about ’83 it
dropped down to 2700
airplanes. The cost of
insurance — and since
the late ’60s, ’70s, the cost
of airplanes — has
increased at more than

double the rate of
inflation.

The biggest manu-
facturer was Cessna. I
was a Cessna dealer in
1978 for San Diego, and
Cessna made, like, 10,000
airplanes. Of those there
would have been 200 jets,
something like that, and
the rest were all piston
airplanes. In 1985 they
stopped making piston
airplanes. Cessna didn’t
make a piston airplane
between 1985 and 1999.
That was because the
insurance on airplanes
just got so severe. It’s sort
of like if General Motors
quit making cars and
only made trucks! So
there’s been a very big
change in business.

The piston airplanes
slowly are getting older,
and they’re not really
being replaced. The cor-
porate airplanes — the
jets and the turboprops,
which are the light jets —
are the dominant air-
plane moneywise in the
business now, whereas in
the ’70s they were a very
small portion of it.

Q. In 1970, was your
average customer a private
pilot?

A. Oh, yes. That’s still
the mainstay of our busi-
ness, the recreational
flyer. We also did charter
flying for businesses. The
major businesses in town
have a need to take peo-
ple out to different areas,
so we had a charter busi-
ness. The airlines didn’t
go everywhere you
wanted to go.

Since deregulation,
airlines are real cheap. I

can’t even fly my airplane
for the same price as an
airline ticket. It’s lost
some of its economic jus-
tification, but it’s still a
great way to go; it’s still a
lot of fun. If you don’t
want to go to the major
hub cities, but, for exam-
ple, if you have to go to

Denver and then get on
something else and go
someplace else and then
get in your car and drive
somewhere, if you can
instead fly directly
there…it just depends on
what your time is worth.
If you have to spend all
day on the airlines to get

there, when you could fly
there in three hours, you
tell me how much your
time’s worth. There are
still some very good eco-
nomic uses of charters.

Q. In 1970 you also
had a dealership where
you sold planes?

A. We were the

Cessna dealer. We were
Beech dealers in the ’60s
and Cessna dealers in the
’70s and early ’80s. We
weren’t big dealers, but
we might sell 15 or 20
per year. In those days
Cessna made 10,000 air-
planes a year for the
whole country. The

biggest dealers maybe’d
sell 100 or so per year.

Planes aren’t like
consumer items where
you have six of them out
there in different colors.
People would order their
airplane. They would
have them custom-made
in whatever color or

materials and different
avionics and that kind of
stuff. You had airplanes
that you used as exam-
ples, and then you cus-
tomized them.

Q. You had a shop at
Montgomery Field that
serviced planes?

A. Yeah, we still do.

We have a maintenance-
service shop. We did all
the facets of the business.

Q. What is your
mainstay today? Do you
still have a dealership?

A. No. Because of the
decline in the number of
airplanes produced, there
really are very few dealer-
ships. Back in the ’70s I
was the dealer for San
Diego for Cessna; there
was a dealer out of Gille-
spie Field who did East
County; there was one
up in Carlsbad. Today
they have one guy who
covers Southern Califor-
nia. Many of the manu-
facturers have their own
factory-direct sales force.
They may have one or
two people who do the
West Coast, and some-
body else does the Mid-
west and East Coast.

Q. Do you still have
charters?

A. No. We dropped
out of that. It was our
airplane that PSA ran
over 30 years ago, or
whenever it was. After we
found out that we were

working for the insur-
ance company for about
three or four years after
that, we decided that the
higher-risk portion —
which was the fun por-
tion, the flight training,
we just ended up doing
more of the ground por-
tion. I still did some spe-
cialized charter work, but
it wasn’t the bigger, on-
demand stuff. It was
more governmental stuff,
you know.

Q. So you were
involved in the September
1978 crash of the PSA 727
over North Park?

A. It was one of our
students in one of our
airplanes and one of our
instructors. In those days
San Diego only had one
airport that had an
instrument approach,
and that was Lindbergh
Field. As part of a train-
ing program, student
pilots had to do practice
instrument approaches,
and the only place you
could do it was Lind-
bergh Field. And so they
were doing a practice

instrument approach,
and PSA ran down from
behind, and they just
weren’t seeing it.

It was just one of
those circumstances
where, I believe, the PSA
pilots thought they saw
the Cessna, but they saw
somebody else, and they
didn’t see the plane they
were supposed to see. It
was hard to imagine how
it happened, but it did.

Q. You had insurance,
obviously.

A. We had insurance,
and all the insurance
companies basically got
together and settled the
cases. There was never
really any court issue
over who was liable. They
just didn’t want to get
into that. I don’t know
what the outcome on
that was. PSA’s insurers
handled all the wrongful-
death claims and prop-
erty claims. Everybody
who was involved
contributed.

I don’t know how
much everybody gave or
what the outcome was;

all I know is that our
insurance rates doubled,
and the next year dou-
bled again. About the
third year, we said,“We’re
paying more insurance
than we make in this
business.” Everybody’s
insurance was going up
at that time too. It wasn’t
just the accident. We had
a very high loss ratio
compared to the pre-
mium, and we decided
that was a good time to
sell that business.

Q. After the PSA
crash they established a
terminal control area
[TCA] — a controlled
airspace. Has that
changed aviation a lot
here?

A. Oh, yeah. It’s
made it much safer. The
small airplanes, the high-
performance military,
and the airlines are all
segregated now. Before,
they were all going any
way they wanted to go. I
mean, the PSA airplane
used to make a close-in
approach to Lindbergh
Field. They actually cut

right through the Mont-
gomery Field traffic area.

That’s not where the
accident happened, but
now when they cross
Montgomery Field they
cross at 7000 feet. Some
airports did have TCAs
before that, but I think
only 10 or 12 of them.
They were only at LAX
and Kennedy and the
really big airports. This
accident kind of said,
hey, we need to do it for
all airports. So they really
changed the standards
for having them. They
put one here, the next
one was Phoenix; they
started going in all
around.

Q. How has that
affected small aviation?

A. The complexity of
flying has increased.
Nobody has the freedom
they had in the old days,
when you could just hop
in your airplane and go. I
think 9/11 has changed it
more than anything. It
takes more training, and
you have more restric-
tions on where you can

go and what you can do.
But it’s a much safer
environment around the
terminal than it was prior
to that accident. Because
everybody is segregated,
and the radar systems are
much more
sophisticated.

Q. You mentioned
9/11. Did any of those ter-
rorists train at Mont-
gomery Field?

A. Yeah. I had two of
them actually in my
office out there, the ones
that were here in Claire-
mont [Khalid al Mihdhar
and Nawaf al Hazmi],
and I had al Mihdhar’s
signature on a credit card
for stuff he bought. They
took a couple lessons
from one of my tenants.
But they were only here
for three or four days,
and the people who were
trying to train them said
that they didn’t speak
English well enough and
really were not suitable.

They went over to
Arizona and got their
training. The FBI came
out and took all our

records. I never saw the
terrorists, but my
employees and other
people had direct contact
with them.

Montgomery Field
was shut down for three
weeks after 9/11. They all
needed to recover from
this. They took all the
terminal airports around
the airline airports and
shut everything down for
a while and slowly
brought it back as they
discovered what was
going on with the system.

Every time the presi-
dent or vice president
goes somewhere, they
put an immediate
30-mile veil around him.
They watch that with
fighters and stuff. They
intercept you if you make
a mistake. It’s kind of
unusual because you can
actually take off here and
fly across the country,
and something will come
up after you’ve taken off
and you don’t know
about it.

I guess you’ve lost
some of the freedom of

flight, which was the fun.
You have to be a little
more diligent; you can’t
go just anywhere you
want to go anymore. You
can’t go around stadiums
when there are football
games, or the Rose Bowl,
or anywhere there’s a big
concentration of people.
They put up these tem-
porary restricted areas,
and so you have to not fly
around Ohio State on
Saturdays when there’s a
football game. You have
to be more diligent,
because there’s a greater
concern about smaller
aircraft.

I think it’s somewhat
unwarranted. Right after
9/11, that small airplane
flew into a building in
Florida. All he did was
break a window and get
stuck there and kill him-
self. He’s lucky he didn’t
fall down the building
and hurt somebody on
the sidewalk. We really
don’t have too much of
an effect compared to an
airliner that weighs hun-
dreds of thousands of

pounds. But there seems
to be a real concern
about that, so we just live
with it.

Q. Do you still do
repairs?

A. Oh, sure, yeah. We
have about 20, 21
employees.

Q. Do you sublet the
hangar space?

A. Oh, yeah. We have
hangars. I have one ten-
ant who does flight train-
ing. I have six or seven
flying clubs, which are
basically co-ops; people
get together and share an
airplane. I think there are
65 airplanes out there
like that and six or seven
different clubs, and they
have, like, 1300 members.
It’s much more reason-
able costwise than own-
ing a plane. The club will
own three or four air-
planes, and they’ll have
60 members.

Q. Have flying clubs
become more popular as
the cost of buying a plane
has gone up?

A. A couple of the
clubs have been around

since the ’30s. One of
them’s called Convair. It
started out as the Con-
solidated Flying Club. Its
members were Consoli-
dated employees, before
Consolidated bought
Vultee and changed its
name to Convair.

San Diego Flying

Club’s been around since
the ’30s also. There was a
military flying club that
was the Coast Guard Fly-
ing Club, which got
kicked off Lindbergh in
the mid-’60s, and the
Miramar Flying Club,
which was kicked off of
Miramar about the same

time, so they met at
Montgomery Field and
called themselves Armed
Forces.

There’s still a North
Island flying club out
there that has to exist for
the North Island people,
but the Coast Guard and
Miramar clubs became
this flying club for gov-
ernment employees and
active and retired
military.

Q. How many planes
does the Armed Forces
club own?

A. They have six.

Q. What kinds?
A. They’re Cessnas.
Q. When did you

learn that you were losing
your lease?

A. First week or mid-
dle of February, some-
where in there. I was out
of town. My wife was
quite sick in the hospital
back in Denver, and I was
back there with her. I was
calling up and having
them open and read my
mail to me. They opened
one letter up, and it was
from the city attorney;
said,“We’re taking over
your lease as of the ter-
mination, and we’d like
you to cooperate with a
smooth transition.”

Q. And you had no
other communication
with them?

A. I had spent the
last couple years talking
with the real estate
department and making
proposals to extend the
lease. What has always
happened is that you get
a lease with a master
plan. You build certain
facilities, do improve-
ments, pay the rent, and
then at the end of the
lease, the facilities revert
to the city.

But they’ve never
taken over before. You
just pay them more rent,
commensurate with the
value. Then you build
more. Usually these
things are done on
30-year leases. Everybody

else out there had theirs
renewed.

Q. Did you ever think
before you got to this that
maybe you needed to hire
a lobbyist or get involved
in politics?

A. No. I mean, as a
tenant, I think, like any
tenant, I have built sub-
stantially more than I
was required to do on a
lease. They were business
decisions, but you did it
with the expectation that
you would continue with
the business.

Five or six years ago I
stopped making real cap-
ital improvements,
because you couldn’t jus-
tify them, so you save
them up so that when
you get a new lease you
start building again,
meeting the needs.

I never expected this
to happen, but you’re
somewhat cautious just
for the outside chance
that it does. You wouldn’t
want to build a brand-
new building and have to
turn around and give it
to the city. You really do
have to amortize over 25
or 30 years to get the
financial investment out
of them.

Q. You’ve also been
active in the planning pro-
cess in Kearny Mesa,
right? You’ve served on
various planning groups?

A. I’m the chair of
the Kearny Mesa Plan-
ning Group.

Q. How did you get
into that and about what
time?

A. Oh, it’s been quite
a few years ago. The air-
port’s a pretty sizable
portion of Kearny Mesa.
It’s been my experience
that if people have a face
in front of them they
don’t complain quite as
much, you know. We
serve a small segment of
the population. We
bother a lot more people.

And so there’s a
responsibility to try to
educate the general pub-
lic, you know, to under-
stand that sometimes the
helicopters fly over in the
middle of the night —
they happen to be Life
Flight or police; they’re
not just people going
around. So, I enjoy doing
it, and I think it helps the
airport overall. It gives it
another voice.

Q. Have you been
involved in any major
controversies over — not
the airport per se, but the
other part of Kearny
Mesa?

A. No. I think the
city’s general plan that
they’re redoing right now
is trying to increase the
density. I think we’re out
of land in the city, basi-
cally, so they want to
increase the density in
the employment areas,
and they also want to
colocate housing in the
employment areas.

Some of our large
industrial users in Kearny
Mesa don’t want housing
associated with them,
and so there’s a land-use
issue going on, but there
are certainly some areas
where colocation is
advisable, and I think
that’s being presented
well.

Q. I guess what I was
trying to get at, did you
make any enemies when
you chaired the planning
committee? Did the city
have any outside incentive
to kick you out of there?

A. I don’t think so. I
never expected the city to
get into this business.
They told me that they
wanted to manage the
facility. As far as I know
on these city airports,
there has never been any-
body’s lease that came up

that could leave the city
so much in real improve-
ments. I think it was just
an economic thing.
That’s what they told me,
that they want to manage
it themselves, and the
profit I make managing it
would go to the city.

I think a good anal-
ogy would be like the
Diane Powers Bazaar del
Mundo. She took that
area down there on a
state lease and built a
really successful business
out of it. Her lease was
up. Before her lease was

up, the state put it out for
public bid, and she bid
on it and someone else
bid on it and the other
people had a superior
bid.

In this particular
case, I think they should
have done this a couple

years ago and just said,
“Hi, you know what?
We’re not going to renew
you. We’re going to put it
out for RFP [request for
proposal].” I would be
more than happy to
compete on a fair basis
with anybody else.

Q. Did you look at
any other options in an
attempt to convince them
to change their mind?

A. I’ve gotten an

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future, and I think they
like the way we run our
business. I think they
were concerned that the
services and amenities we
provide would not be
provided by the city.

So they’ve been writ-
ing to the city council.
On April 13, at council-
man Madaffer’s Public
Safety and Neighbor-
hood Services Commit-
tee meeting, we told the
committee that just end-
ing my lease was leaving
a big void, an unneces-
sarily stressful situation
for the customers. The
city has created this
problem. They did it on

purpose because they
wanted to run the facility.
We asked them, why
don’t you send this out
for an RFP? We’ll stay
until you’ve put out the
RFP.

My understanding is
that the council commit-
tee recommended that
the lease be extended for
six months to a year. The
city manager has author-
ity to write up to a three-
year lease without going
to the council.

Q. The Union-Tri-
bune reported that “the
city stood to make
$800,000 a year if it took
over the hangars and

other airplane spaces” that
you’ve built. Do you make
$800,000 a year?

A. I don’t make
$800,000 per year, or in
four years. I have
$800,000 gross rents, but
there are taxes, water, ser-
vices — my office costs
me $100,000 a year to
keep open.

There is a funda-
mental disconnect that
the city doesn’t under-
stand. They have a differ-
ent philosophy of how to
run a business. I’ve
always been a free-enter-
prise guy. You know, I’m
out there. I come by at
least once on weekends.

The city doesn’t have any
employees on the airport
on weekends. They’ve cut
back.

I have 255 airplane
owners who base their
airplanes there with me,
and we provide a com-
mon-area office that has
the little kitchenette, the
Coke machines, the cof-
feepot, you know, the
computers for people to
come and do their flight
planning and hang out,
and places for the busi-
nesspeople, for their pas-
sengers before they load.

People always show
up a little early, and so
there’s a little passenger
lounge; there are bath-
rooms. There’s a place for
the pilots to go hang out
away from the passen-
gers. That’s something
that I include in the facil-
ity rent. There’s no
charge for these things,

and I think that’s why
we’ve been successful. We
offer our customers the
amenities they want.
We’re sort of like a yacht
club without a member-
ship fee.

We don’t have the
restaurant that most of
them do, but people
come out there to have
fun. They come out to
jump in the airplanes
and either go somewhere
for business or fly some-
where for pleasure, and
they like to come back
and hang around and
talk to people or what-
ever. That’s really what
makes the business is that
the people enjoy being
out there and they hang
around.

It costs money to
provide those amenities
and let people hang
around. We pull the air-
planes out for people

because you can’t start
your airplane in the
hangar and drive it out.
There’s no reverse. They
call us up, and we posi-
tion the airplanes for
them. We put the fuel in
it for them, so they come
in here and go. They park
their car in their hangar
and get in the airplane
and take off. When they
come back, they leave it
wherever it is and say,
“Put it away,” and we do
that, or “Fix this,” or
whatever. So there are
people doing that all the
time. We have the
maintenance.

We have quite a few
visitors that come on a
regular basis. They fly in,
they’re mostly customers.
Sometimes a lot of peo-
ple fly in for weekends,
especially in the summer.

who have houses out
here, and they bring their
families over here — the
husband works, and he
flies over here Friday
night and spends week-
ends with his family and
flies back Sunday morn-
ing or Monday morning.
Monday through Friday,
we have businesspeople
that fly in to do business
in Kearny Mesa or San
Diego. The pilot hangs
around all day, so he has
a little pilot lounge with a
TV set. He can snooze or
hang around and be out
of everybody’s way. Usu-
ally that’s just his job, to
get the boss or other peo-
ple here safely.

Q. You said that the
city has renewed other
leases at Montgomery in
recent years. Does it seem
unusual that the other
folks’ leases would be
renewed and yours
wasn’t?

A. I was surprised.
We cannot remember
anybody whose business
was actually kicked off.
Most of the businesses
that have been around
this town have been
around here for a long
time. There have only
been a very few people
who have built absolutely
brand-new facilities from
scratch.

Q. Is it possible that
the city wants to go for the
corporate, business-jet
market more, so once they
get rid of you they can go
after that?

A. You’d have to ask
them. They haven’t dis-
cussed with me what
their plans are.

The last 25 years, the
dominant revenue source
has been the corporate
jets. The money is spent
by businesspeople who
fly planes every couple of
days for real transporta-
tion. If you have a nice
hangar, fuel sales go up.
The piston planes, the
older they get, the less
they’re used. I have cheap
old hangars for cheap old
airplanes. But big air-
planes make more noise.
This airport has houses
all around it. It will never
be a big airport. It also
has a weight limit of

20,000 pounds and a
short runway— 3400 feet
for landing.

Q. Are you in a com-
petitive relationship with
the other tenants, like, say,
Crownair, which has a
facility down the runway
from you? Would they be

in a position to come in
and negotiate with the
city?

A. That’s certainly
possible. I think it’d be
very bad planning if
Crownair took over our
facility, because they
would have a monopoly

situation at the airport.
There are three of us that
have FAA-certified repair
stations: myself, Crow-
nair, and a smaller busi-
ness named Spider’s,
down the west end of the
field.

Spider’s is in one of
my father’s old 1945
hangars down there. A
man named Spider actu-
ally ran my father’s main-
tenance shop for him in
the ’40s and early ’50s,
and my father sold it to
him.

For years and years
he did our maintenance;
then it got to be where
my father wanted to do it
again so he started up a
new maintenance shop.
So Spider’s been a long-
term friend. Actually, Spi-
der’s no longer there, but
the people who bought
his name are still there.
They’ve been on a short-
term lease for years. That
business, that area of the
airport, was put out for
an RFP, and I don’t
believe Spider’s is a part
of any of the respondents
to it, so if we’re no longer
there, there’s just going to
be one maintenance
facility on the airport
that’s FAA-approved. I
think it’s not serving the
needs very well. I don’t
think they could get one
person to do all the work
out there.

I think this is strictly
a pure — the city wants

all the money. I think
they’re in such dire
financial straits, and
here’s a one-time
opportunity where they
can acquire five or six
million dollars’ worth
of buildings. We were
certainly willing to pay
them the commensu-
rate rent.

I hired an appraiser,
which is a thing that you
do when you determine
what rent you should
pay. I made the city an
offer. You don’t make
your highest and best
offer right at the first, you
know. But I never got a
counteroffer.

Q. What about the
newspaper report of a few
years ago that Sol Price
was interested in develop-
ing the area?

A. It was a chamber
of commerce committee.
I believe that Mr. Price
was on there with Jack
McGrory and some of
the other developers.

I think they were
really looking at solu-
tions to San Diego’s
future in a way where
they would say, you
know, we’re out of land,
okay? Right here in
Kearny Mesa there are
460 acres of essentially
vacant land with this air-
port on it.

Kearny Mesa’s ideally
situated for employment.
We have four freeways
that cross it. When you
drive in the morning up
to Miramar and Mira
Mesa, people are backed
up on the freeway
because there are only
two entrances from the 5
or 15.

We have 13 freeway
entrances in Kearny
Mesa, so people get right
in to the surface streets.
We’re centrally located.
It’s an ideal employment
area. So I think they
looked at those 460 acres
that have this little air-
port on them and said,
“Is that the highest and
best use for the city of the
future?”

I don’t think a
change of use is on the
horizon, because every
time the airport takes
grant money from the4

FAA to do safety
improvements, they sign
a contract that says
they’ll keep the airport
for 20 years. And the FAA
has been pretty diligent
in not asking for the
money back but holding
them to their contract.

Actually it’s kind of
interesting in that most
of the people who are
building the new aviation
facilities in San Diego
now are not in the air-
plane business. They’re
really real estate develop-
ers. They’re making the
facilities. I’m one of the
dinosaurs, I guess. We’ve
done some of our own
development. We’re actu-
ally in the business.

Q. So it’s a hot mar-
ket for developers coming
in and building a facility
and then leasing it out?

A. Yeah. There is
kind of a pent-up
demand. There’s a real
expansion of hangars for
the corporate business
planes in the last five
years. The growth in the
airplanes exceeded the
facilities available. When
people go out — not so
much on Montgomery
Field but up in Palomar
and Lindbergh — when
people go out and spend
$30, $40, $50 million on
an airplane, they want a
nice home for it.

And the homes
aren’t available. There’s a
scarcity of the facilities in
San Diego to house cor-
porate aircraft. So a lot of
people have been
rebuilding hangars at
Palomar airport. There
are a couple develop-
ments on the line up

there and one was built at
Gillespie. I’ve heard there
was a plan for a couple of
hangars for Boeing Busi-
ness Jets down at Lind-
bergh Field. It looks to
me like the classic case of
a little bit of demand and
there’s going to be a big
oversupply. Everybody’s
jumping in to hit this
market.

Q. So that could be
another motive the city
might have in kicking you
off. They might figure they
can at some point put out
a request for proposals for
development by one of
these real estate
developers?

A. It’s cheaper for
someone to redevelop
my tie-down area, which
is basically just asphalt,
than to build on vacant
land. It has an infrastruc-

ture — taxiways, drive-
ways, fire hydrants. Right
next door, there’s eight
acres next to me that has
been vacant for 50 years,
you know, and it’s actu-
ally the most prime piece
of property on the air-
port. It was put out for
an RFP six years ago.

I answered it, and
one other person
answered it. The city gave
the exclusive rights to
negotiate to this other
person, but for some
unknown reason they
didn’t get a lease, and it’s
been sitting vacant. I
included those eight
acres in my unsolicited
proposal to the city.

Being already in the
business and having an
existing tenant base and
existing operations, I
could build on those

eight acres — build a few
hangars one year, and
build another few
hangars the next, and be
successful at it. Other-
wise, someone who has
to come in from scratch
and start over again is
going to have a lot more
capital outlay.

Q. The latest thing in
private aviation for the
wealthy is supposed to be
small, personalized micro-
jets. How does that affect
the picture?

A. They’re jets, yeah.
They’re very quiet,
they’re very small, they’re
meant to be owner-
flown. They’re going to
have a cabin about the
size of a station wagon.
It’s going to have two for-
ward- and two back-fac-
ing seats in the back, with
a door in the center, and

a pilot and copilot seat.
It’s really meant for the
guy who owns it to sit up
front and fly it. They’re
350-knot; they have a
1500-mile range. Very,
very simplified systems.

They expect this to
revolutionize the busi-
ness; the microjet will be
a wonderful status sym-
bol. They’re smaller than
corporate jets, so they can
fit in smaller hangars.
One of my plans to the
city was to start providing
facilities for when these
jets come out. You know,
they only make a couple
hundred of them a year,
so you’re not talking 50
airplanes coming to San
Diego. But probably ten
years from now there
may be 50 of them here,
so you have to start. ■

the two factions is done by
way of slander and innu-
endo. Civil discussion of
public issues has, for some
time,been impossible.Since
most of us simply live in
cities — we go to the store,
we have friends over, send
our kids to school, drop by
the local pub, and have a
life without ever interact-
ing with city politicians —
this unhappy situation
should pose no particular
problem for anyone con-
sidering living in IB. But if
you have a taste for local
politics, beware.

According to the 1990
census, the population of
IB is 26,512, broken down
to 59 percent Caucasian,
28 percent Hispanic,7 per-
cent Asian/Pacific Islands,
4 percent African-American.
The average three-bedroom
house sells for $165,000,
rents for middle-class houses
run from $795 to a $1000,
apartments start at $350.

Imperial Beach has not
escaped the national trend,
to wit: our country is get-
ting poorer. One way that
fact shows up is the per-
centage of owner-occupied
housing units. From 1970
to 1990, owner-occupied
housing units in Chula Vista
dropped from just at 60
percent to just at 50 per-
cent. National City went
down from 45 percent to
under 30 percent. Imperial
Beach sank from 40 per-
cent to 27 percent.

The way cities get a
good portion of their money
is through property taxes
and retail sales. In 1970 IB
had less than $1000 in per
capita retail sales while
National City and Chula
Vista trapped a little more
than $2000 in per capita
retail sales. By 1990 Chula
Vista had grown to $8000
per capita retail sales, and
National City was above
$16,000.Imperial Beach fell
far behind, under $2000.
Imperial Beach has had to
fight to remain a city.

Alan Winkelman owns Ye
Olde Plank Inn, founded
in 1890. It’s a neighbor-
hood beach bar located on
the corner of Palm and Sea
Coast, Imperial Beach.The
ambiance outside is British
pub, Midlands; inside it’s
American,West Coast beach,
employed.

We sat on his patio sip-
ping coffee in the morning
sun. Winkelman is past 60
years of age and stands tall,

well over six feet. He has
long, long, gray hair tied in
a ponytail and an oval,clean-
shaven pixie face, the kind
that has a smile waiting to
break through. He speaks
in a soft, slightly slurred,
sweet voice. I asked where

he was born.
“I was born in Chicago.

I was 20 when I came into
the Navy for the first time.
I retired in ’72, here in San
Diego.My wife passed away
in December of ’87.We had
no kids.

“I bought this place in
February of ’69. Then, the
walls were painted flat black,
the ceiling was Spanish blue
enamel, the floor had old
linoleum with concrete
showing through. There
was a small bar for eight

people.Customers had writ-
ten whatever they wanted
to on the walls. It looked
like graffiti paradise.

“Having been in the
Navy for many years, and
single much of that time, I
spent a lot of nights and

weekends in bars. After a
couple of beers, I’d look
around and redesign the
bar in my mind’s eye. I’d
think, ‘If I had this bar, I’d
change this or I’d do this.’
So when I bought this place,

thousand bars.
“I bought this place on

a Tuesday,put a temporary
permit on the window,took
over that same evening:6:30
we had inventory, I paid for
the stock on hand, and the
register was mine.The next
day I put in for leave and
came down here and started
cleaning. I knew I had to.
There was no business and
the place could not operate
the way it was.

“Imperial Beach in
1972 was very similar to

what it is now.There’s been
very little construction.Fur-
ther on down, south of
Imperial Beach Boulevard,
most of that is new, or half
of it anyway. But from the
Boulevard down to here,
there’s very little that has
changed.

“In 1972 the town was
white, a few Hispanic but
they lived further east, out
near 13th and Imperial
Beach Boulevard. There
was a lot more military here
then. I like the weather and

location as far as the ocean
and Mexico; the mountains,
desert, the people. Most of
the people here are won-
derful people. People who
live here do care about Impe-
rial Beach. I love the town,
but I try not to get involved
in any politics. I think the
political part of IB is the
downfall of the town.

“There’s a couple hard-
core groups,maybe 30 peo-
ple in a group, 50 max in
either group. So we have a
maximum of a hundred
people in this entire town
that keeps everything in
turmoil.They’ll try and get
somebody in city hall, and
in the process of getting
them in, they’ll tell you any
kind of lies you’ll listen to
or believe.”

I stop and listen to the
surf for a moment. I don’t
know of another town any-
where along the beach in
Southern California where
you can walk in with 500
bucks and start from scratch.
It’s frontier days, you are
what you say you are until
proven otherwise.

“When I first came here
the building on the corner
[of Sea Coast and Palm]
used to be a restaurant,

that estuary down there, a
boat marina coming in just
tomorrow, for sure. You
had the channel, agreed,
coming through Mexico
going all the way to the
ocean. Just a straight shot
and all that sewage would
go all the way out into the
ocean. I looked at the
Tijuana Valley, the greatest

place in the world to put
in oil refineries. Let those
tankers come up out of Vera
Cruz,unload their oil here,
refine it, truck it back into
Mexico.The place had every-
thing.

They just kept
picking at it. That’s when

they guide. It’s against the
law; if I do it I go to jail. If
I say, ‘Oh, you look black
to me, you should live in
this black area,’ then I’m
guiding you or leading you
and I go to jail and lose my
license. I feel the Navy is
doing that.

“There’s a lot of trou-
ble in Imperial Beach, you
got gangs and everything.
Mar Vista High School is
65 percent Latino. Why
should a young boy from
Philly be put into this com-
munity, why not let him
live in Chula Vista,out there
in East Lake. You got a big
housing project out there in
East Lake for military, right
at the foot of the hill com-

ing up from the college.You
got fantastic military hous-
ing right there in Coron-
ado. People would pay
$350,000 for those little
cottages.”

A young teenager walks
into the office, asks Scheck
to pick up his clothes at the
laundry. The boy is going
to the city council meeting
tonight,a class project.After
a modest huff and puff
Scheck agrees.

“My tenants are pretty
much minimum-wage
workers or welfare. The
one-bedroom units are
rented almost completely
with entitlement programs.
I had to talk to a woman
today, she’s on SSI and has

two sons on SSI living with
her. Both her sons are over
30 but under 40,and they’re
on social security.”Scheck’s
voice reaches for a higher

octave. “They’re disabled!
In this area disabled means
you’re a dope addict or
you’re a drunk. Either one
qualifies you for social secu-

rity.I think they get $600 and
something a month. The
three of them get $1800.
You can live on that.

“If I run an ad, my

phone rings, they’ll say,
‘How many do you take?’
I’ll say,‘How many do you
have?’ ‘I have five kids.’ I’ll
say,‘Well, this is a one bed-

room.’That don’t faze them
at all. The Mexicans don’t
seem to care. If you rent to
a husband and wife and
one kid, the next week you
go by and they have 12 kids
there or something.You’ve
got to constantly keep on
them.

“We’re getting A-rabs
pouring into the area.We’ve
got one now we just rented
to, had three kids, he said.
The day he moved in he
had two more kids. All of
a sudden there were five.
Then his brother and his
wife showed up with two of
their kids. We managed to
get rid of those two, but
we’ve had to do all this
through translators. And

what’s really funny, this
man, I asked him where he
was working. ‘Oh, I work,
I work.’ And he shows me
a list of his welfare pay-
ments.That’s a job,see, that
sheet of paper, his welfare
payment, is a job.”Scheck’s
big, big round face jumps
with laughter. “He really
believed that.”

“If I had it to do over
there’s no way in the world
I’d be in this line of work.
It’s just completely gotten
out of hand. I mean, I’m in
court on the 11th, throw-
ing a guy out down here
on 14th Street in a two bed-
room. I just served notice
on a guy with four kids up
on Mendocino Street. He

just don’t want to work,
and he don’t want to pay
rent, he don’t want to pay
his utility. We had to put
the trash in our name to
get the trash picked up,
because he was storing the
trash there.And what does
stored trash cause? Rats and
smell.

“So the neighbors com-
plain. I get a citation. Now
he’s got a damn busted-
down car sitting there and
it’s a condo so you’re sub-
ject to condo rules.But who
do they go to? They go to
the owner, not the tenant.”
A massive,round head wags
left and then right.“So we

got him going.
“And I just got pos-

session of a place on High-
land two months ago. A
young kid,he lost his job but
he was on unemployment,
easy to pay the rent, the rent
is only $395. And he had
his girlfriend living there
with him, she’s drawing
$800 a month in welfare,
she only had one kid. So
between the two of them
they’re making $2000 a
month in entitlements,but
they’re not going to pay
their rent.He has a truck and
two cars, though.

“I got a three-bedroom
house rented to a single guy
that works out at the col-
lege as a gardener. I do have
a Navy guy in one unit here,
but we’re waiting on his

check from Navy relief again
this month.The Navy relief
has paid his rent at least
four times since he’s been
in there, and I don’t think
he’s been there a year yet.

“I got a guy that’s in a
nice two-bedroom on 14th,
he’s an ex-Marine, he hap-
pens to be Mexican, a real
wise-ass, he works for his
dad’s company so he makes
some money once in a while,
and his girlfriend works,
but they’re late on their rent
two out of three months.

“No jobs in Imperial
Beach, the military is leav-
ing, and it’s all socialistic
ideas. In California any-
body can get money. Why
work? I’ve got a girl who
lives in a three-bedroom
on Calla,but she never pro-

duced anything in her life
but children.Never worked
an hour.She drives a beau-
tiful, big gray van, and she
dresses nicely. She could
probably hold down a job
as a receptionist, bilingual.
But she gets Section 8, the
government subsidizes the
rent on that house. And
then she gets the maximum
social security. She’s given
birth to three kids since she
moved in. If you total out
all her money, her rent is,
let’s say $800,she pays $200
and the government pays six.
But her $200 comes out of
the thousand she gets for
welfare. If you really break
it down,she’s making about
$400 a week. Now, you’re a
boss,you want to hire some-
body.Are you going to hire

somebody who never
worked a day in their life
at anything,can’t type,can’t
write, can’t spell? Are you
going to pay her $400 a
week?”

Aye, bucko, in this
world of sham and white lies
it’s a pleasure to meet the
real deal. I ask, “It sounds
like she has a good gig? How
do you survive?”

“I’m lucky I’ve been in
so long. I got some of these
properties free and clear.
I’ve got an eight-unit com-
plex over on Anita that’s all
full, all Mexican, but it’s
full.See,you’ve got an anti-
business, anti-growth city
council here that just won’t
stop. These people think
that anything over 27 feet
high is the Empire State
Building! My house is over
27 feet high. My next-door
neighbor, one of the peo-
ple that voted for them, he
put a third story on his
house, and I got to sit in
my swimming pool and
look up at that. It’s the ugli-
est goddamn house from
my end of the street there
is.

“I live on Fifth; I’m not
wild about that. I say Impe-
rial Beach is going back-
wards, it’s not going any-
where. They’ve wiped out
any potential for anything.
Who wants to come down
here, they’ve got gangs on
the beach and the pier and
all that. ’Course, they got
into the no-drinking, no-
smoking, no this, no that,
government-control stuff.
I loved living here, I really
did,but it’s just gotten com-
pletely out of hand. You

payment. They were Mex-
ican, but they went out of
their way to speak in English
knowing I didn’t speak
Spanish.

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the marshal does is put this
guy and his wife outside
the door of the house, you
still got all the guy’s furni-
ture,all the cars,everything
else. Now you got to move
all this stuff. Now you have
to store it if it has a value
of a hundred and some dol-
lars. You’re going to have
to store all this goddamn
crap for months, run pub-
lic sales on it.Now,his auto-
mobiles — that’s a world
unto itself.

“I think about leaving,
every damn day. I’d go to
Vegas. In Vegas you’ve got
a constant flow of people
that speak English. To get
there, they have to have
some money. It’s really
booming now.”

I’m in the city hall of Impe-
rial Beach, in the office of
city manager Blair King.

zen. At first, I thought I
might go into international
development stuff. That
was the attraction in going
to Washington,D.C.I think
either people get Potomac
fever pretty bad or end up
like me, turned off to it.

using your elephant bul-

I reach into my coat
pocket for a cigarette,
remember where I am,won-
der how long King will last
in Imperial Beach.

“This job becomes a
part of the political world.
City managers shouldn’t
get out in front of the com-
munity,in front of the coun-
cil, and so you have to be
adroit at making sure that
everyone can be a part,
everyone understands,and
you help the council build

community consensus.
“I like Imperial Beach.

I’ve worked in a coastal
community before, and I
wanted to come to a coastal
community.Imperial Beach
is a diverse community; it’s
ethnically diverse, it’s diverse
in terms of income level. I
like being by the beach, liv-
ing with people of other
skin colors, other cultures,
being able to interact with
them. You have a sense of
living in a smaller com-
munity. You can become
very familiar with this com-
munity quickly.At the same
time you have two million
people living in the region,
with all the benefits of being
close to a large metropoli-
tan area.

“I’ve been in some
tough political towns.This
one is tough.You try to stay
focused on treating every-
one with respect. Every-
one’s viewpoint is valid.I try
to adopt the kewpie-doll
mentality of when you get
knocked down,bounce back
up,maintain a positive per-
sonal approach.I’ve enjoyed
the people I’ve met here,
they are good people.”

That’s been my expe-
rience. The civilians I’ve
met in Imperial Beach have
been warm,open,very pleas-
ant, very accessible. There
are times I’d swear I was
visiting a small town in the
Midwest. The only thing
missing is a feed store.Impe-
rial Beach is a functioning,
traditional, small town
tucked inside the shadow of
downtown San Diego. It is
amazing. I ask King,“What
would you like to see in five
years?”

“I would hope in five
years that there have been
some physical improve-
ments along the bayfront
area of Imperial Beach,
some median landscaping,
that there would be some
definition to people when
they come into Imperial
Beach, a certain sense that
they’re here. I would hope
the sales tax numbers would
go up, some rehabilitation
efforts to storefronts. Sta-
tistically I think we’d like
to see some home owner-
ship increase. I’d like to see
a little bit more activity
among businesses them-
selves promoting the sea

Beach. The score sheet a
city manager keeps is per
capita retail sales trapped and
increases in property
valuation.

“I think there is a con-
sensus that something needs
to be done with the sea coast
area, it’s underutilized.
There’s an awful lot of fin-
ger pointing for why it is
like that.Because of the fin-
ger pointing, you never get
into how best we can get
things done. I think if there
was more of an environ-
ment to have reasonable
discussions in Imperial
Beach,more progress could
be done.

“When I was working
in Eureka,a lot of our work
was put into the bay area in
Eureka.With all that work,
the bread and butter of the
city was the inland area.
We’ve got 60,000 vehicles a
day going down Palm
Avenue; I think we proba-
bly should put some more
focus on Palm Avenue,
because ocean-front prop-
erty is a finite resource and
eventually will take care of
itself.

“One of the things I’m
looking forward to is going
to be after the election,when
the trust element will go
up a little bit higher. I don’t
want people to focus strictly
on the politics. Imperial
Beach is more than just city
politics. Imperial Beach is
a community that doesn’t
get the credit it deserves.”

ally come, right now. Dog
barking,no problem.Door
ajar in an empty house, no
problem.Somebody swiped
your car’s license plate tags,
no problem, the patrol car
is on the way.

It’s 2:30 on a weekday
afternoon. Deputies at the

sheriff ’s substation, next
door to city hall, are in the
middle of a shift change.
I’m escorted into the back
room.Six men are sitting at
a cafeteria table listening
to the day’s assignments.
I’m introduced to my
deputy,Robert Pe,5´8˝,160

pounds, Filipino descent,
perhaps 30 years old. We
shake hands,exchange pleas-
antries, walk outside to a
four-wheel-drive Ford
Bronco that has seen bet-
ter days. I ask Pe how he
got here.

“I’m married,no kids,

my wife works in a law office.
I’ve been in the sheriff ’s
department six and a half
years, on patrol out here
for almost two years. I like
Imperial Beach a lot. I
worked four and a half years
in the jail waiting to get out
here.”Sheriff deputies grad-
uate from the academy,are
sent to the downtown jail,
and wait for an opening in
the field. Imperial Beach is
considered a treasured
assignment.

“The main thing I like
about IB is that it’s a small
station. I don’t know of any
deputy here who does not
like working this city. I feel
comfortable with the area,
I feel comfortable with the
deputies I work with.We’ve
got a small station, every-
body gets along really well,
no internal problems with
us.”

We drive west on Impe-
rial Beach Boulevard
towards the beach; I ask
what kinds of crimes are

most typical in IB.
“We get calls about sus-

picious persons, and a lot
of times that will turn out
to be illegal aliens running
through yards or hiding in
yards.I don’t see them caus-
ing a lot of criminal activ-
ity out here.

“We have a lot of vehi-
cle accidents,a lot of injuries
go with it. And sometimes
they come in spurts, like
car burglaries, residential
burglaries,different types of
drug activity, mostly with
methamphetamine. There
are some areas where you
have less criminal activity
than others. I see a lot more
happening towards the
beach area and the north
side of the city.

“For the most part,
people in Imperial Beach
are accepting and friendly
of us. It takes about ten
minutes to circle the entire
city.All the streets basically
run north, south, east, and
west. The thing that makes

it a little bit confusing is
that almost every street has
an alley.

“There’s a lot of bars
and liquor stores here in
Imperial Beach,but I don’t
think it makes it any better
or any worse than any other
city. I haven’t gone on a lot
of bar calls or bar brawls.

“We keep the patrol
random, mix it up. Here’s
Sea Coast Drive.”Pe makes
a right turn, slows down to
an idle across from the
municipal fishing pier.“This
is where you have a lot more
pedestrian and vehicle activ-
ity. You get a lot of people
that come through here,
and for the most part it’s a
pretty nice area to take a
stroll.As the day wears on,
usually when the sun goes
down, you start getting
more activity, more radio
calls.

“Most of the people
here are very polite.We usu-
ally have one or two vehi-
cles per shift operated by
senior volunteers. They
work during the day. They
do vacation checks on
houses, welfare checks on
the elderly people. I believe
all of them are residents of
Imperial Beach, and they
spend their own time to
come out here and give us
a hand.Another pair of eyes
and ears for us.

“I personally haven’t
had a major crime scene
out here. If we have some-
thing like a homicide, we’ll
call out detectives. If we
have a possible arson fire,
the arson unit would be
called out. If it’s child abuse
or child neglect or child

molest, we’ll get the guid-
ance from our child-abuse
unit.”

Pe makes a U-turn,
drives to the south end of
Sea Coast Drive. We wave
at another Bronco, this one
driven by Border Patrol.
“We only have one high
school here, which is Mar
Vista High School.On occa-
sion we will get calls from
there,a lot of times because
the principal or teachers

catch kids with some pot
or something, carrying a
knife or something like that.
It’s like any other city, there’s
gang activity out here, and
some of those gangs are
students.

“We’ve got one group
that are called the Imperi-
als.The Imps,they call them-
selves.From what I’ve seen,
I think they’re wanna-bes,
but I’d rather leave that to
our gang detective.

“We don’t have a rash
of problems with businesses
being broken into. There’s
quite a bit of graffiti around
the area, but for the most
part I think most of the
businesses don’t have too
many problems.”

We double back, turn
right on Palm heading
toward I-5. Pe explains,
“During the afternoons,we
try to stay off Palm Avenue.
This is the biggest thor-

oughway getting in and out
of North Island, so I usu-
ally try and stay on the side
streets until it calms down,
maybe 6:30.

“All my buddies at the
jail keep asking me, ‘How
is it,how’s it going out there?’
Like I said, I wouldn’t trade
this for anything in the
world right now.I like being
on the street, I like talking
to people, you know, and
making a good arrest when

they’re there. I’m still learn-
ing a lot.What I learned at
the jail, from the prison-
ers, was that people are
going to treat you the way
you treat them.If you show
respect, you get respect.
That carries out here, too.”

Sitting across the dining
room table from me is Steve
Haskins, Imperial Beach
city councilmember and
mayoral candidate. Hask-
ins has a dark, thick, trim
goatee and wide mustache.
Add to that a mostly bald
but perfectly round head
and the effect is that of an
earnest and well-meaning
Satan explaining munici-
pal revenue streams. I ask
how he got to Imperial
Beach.

“I came to Imperial Beach
in 1990. I’m a real estate
lawyer, which means I do
contracts. I’m not a litiga-
tor or anything like that. I
bought a house in IB,prob-
ably paid 50 percent less
for the same house than I
would have in other areas
of the county.I live in a very
nice neighborhood that is

almost all owner-occupied
homes,and everybody keeps
their house up. I live about
six blocks from the beach.
Imperial Beach is an afford-
able place. The town is
pedestrian-oriented,a good
place to ride a bike.

“My wife is from Bel-
gium,and she recently took
over the Imperial Beach Art
Center. It’s kind of a funky
place where people come
to do pottery, learn ballet,
be tutored — an eclectic
assortment of stuff going
on.

“When I first ran for
city council, there was
another person that was
supposed to run. He was a
Caltrans engineer and got
transferred to L.A., so I was
asked to run in his place at
the last minute. We pretty
much creamed the oppo-
sition. This was 1992.”

I’m not having a good
day.

hock. Why don’t I know
one goddamn rich person?

“I’ve learned you have
to get the business people
involved in what the city is
doing, so we’re trying to
make peace with the busi-
ness people. In the past,
businessmen building high-
rises, businessmen renting
apartments,renting houses,
meant making Imperial
Beach a cash cow for peo-
ple that don’t live here.
Unfortunately,a lot of them
live in Coronado, and they
wouldn’t put their children
in some of the rentals that
they force other people to
live in.

“So we’re trying to
develop a town that has
meant fewer renters, more
families who are looking
to buy their first home and
live there and stay there and
get involved in the com-
munity. The comparison
between Coronado and
Imperial Beach is a lot like
the comparison of the U.S.
and Mexico, or San Diego
and Tijuana.There is a bor-
der between Coronado and

Imperial Beach. Most peo-
ple in Coronado think
Imperial Beach is a slum
and most people in Impe-
rial Beach think Coronado
people are pretty snotty and
don’t care about Imperial
Beach. And by and large
my experience is that they
don’t. I’m surprised how
many people in Coronado
own rentals in Imperial
Beach. I’m surprised how
poorly they maintain them.
We’re getting a new code-
enforcement officer who
will crack down on these
slumlords.”

Coronado slumlords,
that has a ring. I lean back
in my chair and drift a bit,
begin to think about my
VW van and why that son-
of-a-bitchin’ starter went
out on me again. For the
last month I’ve had to push
that ugly beast down the
street, jump in,and pop the
clutch to get that disloyal
whore started. I need staff.
I need full-time staff.

stockbroker.He was recently
married, he has no chil-
dren. He’s about 51 or 52.
They live in a big house out
on the beach, and they’ve
had a lot of connections to
Coronado. They were on
the Coronado Hospital
Board, and he owns prop-
erty all over San Diego. He
owns a bunch of houses
out in Point Loma and some
condos or something over
in San Diego. He may be
one of the wealthiest peo-
ple who actually lives in
Imperial Beach.

“Recently he has turned
against his earlier supporters,
the people that supported
him in 1990,which included
me. And he has fallen in
with the realtor/developer
group. Over the last ten
years we’ve had a lot of
recalls; almost all the recalls
are related to one of two
things. One is redevelop-
ment. You know, redevel-
opment was originally cre-
ated in California for the
purpose of helping cities
deal with blight, and that’s
real blight, and it’s com-
mercial or residential, but
real blighted areas.

“Cities have taken
advantage of redevelop-
ment,which reorients where
our sales tax money goes,
to build things that you
would never think had any-
thing to do with reducing
blight. I think all of the city
of Coronado is a redevel-
opment area,if that gives you
an idea. Will you show me
where the blight is in Coro-
nado? None of Imperial
Beach is a redevelopment
area,and the reason is,every
time redevelopment was
brought up it was always
the entire beach front, and
it was always to build a giant
hotel of three or four hun-
dred rooms, and it always
required eminent domain.

“If you use eminent
domain, you’re setting up
people who spent their entire
life savings and their dream
is to live on the beach in
their house. Now, they’re
going to be forced out in
order to build a giant hotel
for tourists from out of
town,owned by an out-of-
town franchise, who’d take
all the money out of the
city. People don’t like that.
People are very rugged indi-

vidualists in Imperial Beach,
and they saw that redevel-
opment was not being used
for blight, it was being used
to hammer homeowners.”

capita sales tax. So we’re
screwed.We have very inex-
pensive housing, so we
already have low property
taxes.

“There is one bright
spot for cities and that’s
hotels. That’s one reason
why Coronado does so well,
because of TOT, the Tran-
sient Occupancy Tax on
hotels. It’s a cash cow for
cities along the beach,espe-
cially a small city like Coro-
nado, which doesn’t have
an underclass to take care
of,doesn’t have a lot of kids,
so it doesn’t have to pro-
vide a lot of recreational
services.The TOT is 10 per-
cent usually, it can be more.
Well, if you’re getting 10
percent of what Larry
Lawrence is getting, you’re
doing pretty well. So that’s
what those realtors and
developers in Imperial Beach
saw. Here’s a way we can
get a cash cow to bring
money into city govern-
ment and then we can use
that money to back up our
development proposals.
Their development pro-
posals are to go into these
single-family neighbor-
hoods,demolish the houses,
and build four-story, four-
unit condo buildings.

“So the opposition felt
that by increasing the den-
sity and forcing out peo-
ple who would normally
be living in these homes,
then they would be able to
increase property taxes and
get more money and
improve things. Once you
get that going, you buy a
lot with a run-down house
on it for $100,000;you build
four condo units on that
lot, and each of those goes
for $120,000. That’s how
you’re going to make the
money.

“I could see right away,
when I arrived during the
1990 campaign, that there
was a serious problem with
the overdevelopment and
the condos and the high-
rises. That was the year of
the big high-rise battle.
Bixler was against the high-
rises at that time. After the
’90 election, I started work-
ing with Imperial Beach
Concerned Citizens — it’s
the group that basically got
Bixler elected. It’s a neigh-
borhood group that was
formed to fight the high-
rises. Then I was elected in
1992 to a four-year term as
councilman.

“After I was elected,we
continued to battle with
the city council majority,
who were still allowing all
these high-rises. Proposi-
tion P was something I put
together, and we went out
and got the signatures for
it and it passed by 73 per-
cent.Seventy-three percent
is a pretty amazing vote.
What Proposition P said
was, ‘You cannot build a
building over 30 feet tall,’and
it helped define what 30
feet meant.And we reduced
the density, too. You used
to be able to put four units
on a little 4700-square-foot
lot.We reduced that to two
units.

“We all know each
other,you know.That’s the
other thing about Imperial
Beach, it’s small enough
that you know everyone.”

A distinct chill crawls
up my neck.

“Mike Bixler has a
brochure that he’s handing
out. It’s a picture of him
with his suit on. This is
interesting: Bixler hired a
lawyer who sent me a threat-
ening letter. Mike Bixler
tried to stop a friend of

mine — lives out by the
beach — who wanted to
build a gazebo, by saying
my friend needed a coastal
development permit because
it was a substantial struc-
ture. And that guy got so
mad when he discovered
that Bixler had built a two-
story addition to his house,
without a coastal develop-
ment permit, that he came
into a city council meeting
and gave a little speech about
it. Well, there is a privilege
for speaking before a leg-
islative body where you can’t
be sued for defamation, so
Bixler had his lawyer send
all the city councilmem-
bers a letter from his attor-
ney, saying that you’re not
allowed to repeat what we
heard from this guy, and if
you do we’re going to sue
you for defamation.Clearly,
in my opinion,Bixler’s addi-
tion is illegal, but I don’t
care. It’s not really, to me,
a campaign issue. I don’t
care what he built on his
lot. That’s between those
two guys. But I don’t like
him hiring lawyers and
sending me letters. I had
nothing to do with it, I’m
just running against him, I
don’t need his threats.

“One thing you’ve got
to know about him, he’s
hired a full-time campaign
manager, he has outside
consultants, and he has
couriers putting out cam-
paign signs. We’re an all-
volunteer operation, and
you can tell, if you ever see
one of our functions.What
he’s saying is: ‘I have saved
the city financially, I’ve got
this money, I got this, I got
that.’ He doesn’t have any
other issues but money and
finances. This is all Mike
has talked about,his money.
He hasn’t really...”

The van stays. If things
go to shit that’s still home.
I’ll just cut out the luxury
items first, like food and
rent. Why, hell boy, this is
California. Why, we got
oranges and avocados just
a-hanging from the trees, a
climate so healthful a man
don’t need no doctoring,
don’t need to be thinking
about no bills...

In the November elections,
Haskins was defeated for
mayor.He still retains a coun-
cil seat. ■

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Don’t Wear Shorts
How to Form Winning Arguments

‘I
have found that the person who is
making the argument wants to impress
upon the listener that they care about

their subject matter. However, they don’t
want to be too passionate or appear to be too
much of a zealot,” says Vista Courthouse
judge Joseph “Judge Joe” Brannigan. On
Tuesday, May 3, Brannigan will be giving a
lecture at the Encourage Mint motivational
club entitled How to Form Winning
Arguments.

Brannigan has been a judge for three
months, but he has practiced as an attorney
for 30 years and has argued hundreds of

cases. “You must
begin on a positive
note, exuding
confidence but not
arrogance.”

Brannigan
explains how he applied this rule in a 1987 El
Cajon case of vehicular homicide where he
prosecuted a driver who, by inadvertently
turning in front of a motorcycle, killed the
motorcyclist. “I let the jury know that I
sympathized with the defendant. This could
happen to any of us; we could all make a
mistake. But if it did happen to any of us, we
would be liable for our actions.”

In City Heights in 1989, Brannigan
prosecuted a defendant who ran a
methamphetamine lab in his house. “In
addition to the explosive nature of the lab, he
had guns in close proximity to children who
lived in the house.” In this case, Brannigan
was confident in the righteousness of his
argument. “This person is one that the jury
will feel good about putting away. You want
the decision-maker to feel that your side is
the just and equitable one and thus a ruling

for you is the one that will be fair. Anyone
tasked with making a choice between two
arguments wants to feel good about their
decision. I argued that this was an
intentional act, that it was well planned out.
The methamphetamine lab had to be
constructed — there are items that you need,
parts and beakers that had to be brought into
the house. He put himself, his neighbors, and
his children at risk.”

According to Brannigan, the “first rule
for losing an argument is to give the listener
the feeling that you are more concerned with
attacking your opposition than presenting the
validity of your position.” He has witnessed
this in drunk-driving cases where a defense
attorney would begin his argument by
attacking the officer who had testified against
the attorney’s client. The better way to handle
this kind of case would be to respect the
officer by assuming his testimony is accurate
and truthful, but to suggest that the officer’s
account of the events could be interpreted in
another way.

Brannigan says one should explain his
position by contrasting, and not directly
attacking, his opponent’s position. In 1998
he handled a drug-possession case in Golden
Hill in which the defendant, accused of
being a “lookout” for his drug-dealing
friend, claimed he was simply standing on
the street corner and that he believed his
friend was simply collecting money that was
owed to him and therefore was unaware of
the illegal transaction. In this case Brannigan
agreed with his opposition that the
defendant was standing on the corner where
he claimed to be during the drug deal, but
he urged the jury that “common sense”
would dictate that if the defendant thought

his friend was just collecting money from
someone, why would he have walked to
the corner and looked both ways?
“No one is denying he was there,
but what did it mean?”

Brannigan suggests more
argument-winning tips. “Some
of the basics are: you need to
show up on time for your
argument, dress
appropriately, and be
prepared. Have your
argument outlined on
paper or in front of
you so you have a
cogent
presentation,” he
says. “Someone
came into my
courtroom this
morning in shorts.
I cannot hold that
against the person,
but I did take note
of it. You know the
old saying: first
impressions are lasting.”

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Blue-Blossoming Jacaranda

Trees have already produced a
first wave of color along the streets
of San Diego. By early or mid-
May, warm weather permitting,
this Brazilian import could put on
a dazzling show. The larger
jacarandas, which in full bloom are
leafless, or nearly so, display myr-
iad delicate, trumpet-shaped blos-
soms — a lavender haze as seen
from afar. Jacarandas are com-
monly used as landscaping in
parks and on most college cam-
puses. A nice row of jacarandas
graces Ash Street downtown.

The Tall Locust Trees planted
years ago along Julian’s narrow
streets are once again brightening
this backcountry (and former
gold-rush) town with blossoms of
white, pink, and lavender. Intro-
duced into the West by 19th-Cen-
tury emigrants, locust trees have
become almost a trademark of
California’s gold country, from the
Mother Lode south to Julian.

Bracken Ferns are rising on the
higher mountains of San Diego
County, their bright green, un-
folding fronds (called “fiddle-
heads”) pushing up through the
russet remains of last year’s
growth. Look for waist-high
bracken fern along the creeks and
hollows of the Palomar, Cuya-
maca, and Laguna Mountains.

Desert Agaves, or century plants,
are sending up their asparagus-like
flower stalks on rocky hillsides
throughout much of the Anza-Bor-
rego Desert. On warm, sunny days
the stalks may grow almost one foot
per day (fast enough for you to no-
tice the sharp leaf tips at the bud ac-
tually separating from one another).
After the stalk reaches a height of
10–20 feet, clusters of waxy, yellow
flowers appear, ready for pollina-
tion by bees and other insects. After
blooming, the fleshy, dagger-like
leaves at the base of the plant die
(after a life of 10 or 20 years, not a
century) and the stalk, bearing a
crop of seeds, dries up as well.

This is the most worthwhile

of several possible

shortcuts on the way to the

summit. Mountain bikers

will find it reasonable to

just stick with the road

route all the way.

The commanding

view from the summit

includes most of San

Diego County and vast

stretches of northern Baja

California. To the east

there’s an almost aerial

view of the twin border

towns. You can see the

sharp, arrow-straight

delineation between

Tecate, California

(population around 100),

and Tecate, Mexico, with

an expanding population

of over 100,000. The

landmark Tecate brewery

is visible near the center

of town.

T
ecate Peak straddles the U.S./Mexico border, overlooking the twin towns

of Tecate, California and Tecate, Baja California. Kumeyaay Indians called

this peak “Kuchumaa,” and believed that a holy power, for healing or harm,

emanated from the mountain’s granitic boulders. According to oral historical

accounts, shamans from tribes involved in disputes would meet at the sum-

mit for peace conferences. Archaeological evidence suggests that the moun-

tain was also used for fertility ceremonies. Even today, descendants of the

Kumeyaay, who have been granted vehicle access to the upper slopes of the

mountain, make periodic journeys to its summit.

The Tecate Peak slopes within California lie largely in the public domain,

on lands under the jurisdiction of the federal Bureau of Land Management

and the California Division of

Forestry. In 1958 a dirt road was

constructed on the mountain’s

eastern slope to serve an antenna

site on the summit. A locked gate

along this road bars unauthorized

vehicles, but not hikers and

mountain bikers. Therefore, you can

enjoy a reasonably pleasant and

traffic-free — though often long,

hot, and sweaty — journey to the

summit and back.

To reach the starting point

from San Diego, drive east on

Highway 94 (Campo Road) toward

Jamul and Campo. At a point 19

miles beyond Jamul, turn south on

Highway 188 toward the Tecate

border crossing, which is only 2

miles farther. Don’t cross the

border into Mexico. Instead, turn

west on an unpaved road, just 0.4

mile shy of the border itself. That road swings south, hugs the border for a

while, then turns northwest and starts climbing. A locked gate blocks the road

2.8 miles from Tecate, and you must find parking where you can below that.

Your hike or bike up the mountain first takes you through chamise

chaparral, spiced with yerba santa, and then, higher up, through low-growing

carpets of a shrub called southern mountain misery. Mountain misery’s sticky,

fernlike foliage exudes an aroma similar to witch hazel. Clusters of white

flowers, resembling strawberry blossoms, appear on it during early spring.

At a point about a mile above the gate, hikers have the option of cutting off

Ulrich Baer was born in 1966 in
Berlin. On the afternoon that we
talked, he from Manhattan and I
from California, he said that he
attended school in Germany until
he was 16, then came to the States
to Philadelphia for a year of high
school. “I finished high school in
Germany and moved back to the
States when I was 19.” 

Professor Baer’s father was
a professor of law and his mother
a translator and, later, a univer-
sity administrator.

“So you came to translat-
ing early?”

“I did. It was around me.”
Professor Baer was a con-

stant reader. “It was maybe because
my parents were academics that
reading was normal. I don’t think
I read anything of major signifi-
cance, but I read a lot. I don’t think

I read early. I was one of five kids,
and I don’t think anybody remem-
bers when I learned to read. I was
the fourth of five. It was, ‘Oh, you
can read too, that’s good.’ ”

Baer attended university in
the United States. He spent one
year at UC Berkeley and then
transferred to Harvard, where he
took his B.A. He received his Ph.D.
from Yale in comparative literature.

A scholar of modern Ger-
man, French, and American poetry,
Professor Baer is the author of
Remnants of Song: Trauma and
the Experience of Modernity in
Charles Baudelaire and Paul Célan
and Spectral Evidence: The Pho-
tography of Trauma. He is the
editor of 110 Stories: New York
Writes after September 11. Baer
is associate professor of German
and comparative literature at New
York University and acting chair
of the German department.

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“I’ve always had an affinity
for poetry. I like poems because
you can take them with you. I like
novels, but sometimes I need
something shorter. I loved Rilke
for a long time. I didn’t connect
with him as a teenager. It was my
early 20s when I started relating
to Rilke. His work seemed to me
a way of understanding the world
without taking recourse to any
higher principle. “I was brought
up in a secular environment. Paul
Célan thought there was a need
to explain the world in somewhat
greater terms than an atheist or
agnostic way. So I have no orga-
nized religion. Rilke was able to
understand the world as something
greater than we are, that exceeds
us, without having to take recourse
to a notion of God or divinity in
a rigid way. That was important
for me. And I always appreciated
his love of poetry. He is one of
the greatest poets of love.”

“He was a demanding lover.”
“He was demanding, but he

also gave himself freely. The rela-
tionships he had were with remark-

able women and were not one-
sided. There was give-and-take. The
women were accomplished and
serious, and he took them seriously.
There was balance in those rela-
tionships. He also demanded much
of himself. His notion of love is that
you can realize your potential by
allowing yourself to be loved and
by loving someone else.”

“When I was a young woman
and first read Rilke, I thought he
was a ‘love ’em and leave ’em’
fellow.”

“But when you read the let-
ters, there is give-and-take in his
relationships. For him loving some-
one is terrifying. When you open
yourself up, you make yourself
vulnerable. There is always that
next step, which is to leave them.
That’s always there, the possibil-
ity, because you are exposing
yourself so much that you may not
want to go any further because
you’ve become too vulnerable. I
found that compelling that he was
willing to take that risk.”

“Rilke,” I said, “understood
early on that to be a great artist
was not necessarily compatible
with the clatter of domestic life.”

“No, and the woman that
he married, Clara, a sculptor,

essentially felt the same way. Rilke
and Clara separated and left their
daughter Ruth with Clara’s parents.
The grandparents had a farm, and
theirs was a better situation. The
young Rilkes were poor; they
couldn’t make money: he could-
n’t make money off his writing; she
couldn’t make money off her
sculpture. They devoted them-
selves to art rather than to parenting
— a questionable choice, but a
better choice in some ways. I don’t
feel I’m in a position to judge Rilke.

“For what it’s worth, Rilke’s
daughter never said anything bad
about her father. Ever. She was
devoted to him, she was close to
him, and she became responsible
for editing his letters. Ultimately,
she and her husband — and their
daughter and her husband — all
lived off Rilke’s writings for two gen-
erations. So in a weird way, he
provided for them. He paid alimony
to his wife until the end of his life.
Even when they weren’t getting
along, he was always thinking this
is important; he made this com-
mitment at some point. So that
being an artist wasn’t compatible
with domestic life, but he didn’t
completely walk away from his
responsibilities.”

“Someone said, making a
joke, that Rilke in the days before
Guggenheim fellowships and NEA
grants and the MacArthur ‘genius
awards’ had financial-aid sources
of his own — women.”

Professor Baer laughed. “I
made a joke recently also, that
some of Rilke’s letters are the first
fund-raising letters we know.
Because he wrote these incredi-
ble letters to mentors or donors
or sponsors, these educated indus-
trialists, these rich people. Some
of the letters are so beautiful and
funny and entertaining that you
think you’d rather get a letter like
this than spend money on another
fur coat. These people had so
much money, and at that point in
time, it was possible to support an
artist, with little money, for an
entire year. So they gave him a
stipend for the entire year, and then
they could live their expensive
lives. There’s a moment in 1912
when Rilke’s living in Berlin and
he spends three months in a fancy
hotel.

“It’s such a great moment.
And this guy who has given him
money writes to Rilke about his
choice of hotels, and Rilke imme-
diately responds, he doesn’t miss

a beat, and he says, ‘Oh, no, no,
no, no. This is completely appro-
priate. I cannot be expected to be
living in a tiny little pensione; peo-
ple would know who I am. I would
be disturbed in my peace.’ Rilke’s
sponsor accepted that. He wrote
back, saying, ‘Well, you’re the
artist. You should know. I don’t
know. I’m not the artist. I don’t
know how these things work. I
guess you’ll be doing your poetry.’

“They had faith in Rilke. He
didn’t publish a thing for ten years.
That’s become more rare. Now
people are expected to come up
with a new title every two years.
People had patience then.”

“How,” I asked, “did Rilke
move between German and
French?”

“German was his native lan-
guage. He was brought up in
Prague, where German was the
minority language. His German
is sometimes slightly inflected by
dialect, a certain use of words that
you wouldn’t necessarily use else-
where — idiomatic expressions.
His French was not perfect. His
French was exactly at the level
that I can recognize mistakes in
it, and my French is solid and
quite good, but it’s not perfect.

But if he makes mistakes that I
can notice, that means they’re
mistakes.

“He identified strongly with
French culture [Rilke lived, off and
on, in Paris for 12 years, from
1902 to 1912, working for a time
as secretary to Rodin]. He wanted
to be French. He learned French
relatively quickly. But he did not
know French as a child, or he had
no exposure to it to speak of. 

“He read Valéry in French.
That was much later, in the ’20s.
Rilke formed an incredibly strong
identification with Valéry, and he
started writing French poems. By
that time he moved comfortably
in the French language, and André
Gide was one of his close friends.
In the ’20s, Rilke moved with ease
in Paris in those circles. He was
celebrated by people who could-
n’t read his poetry because they
didn’t read German. Rilke would
give someone like Gide an inscribed
book, and Gide would respond
and say, ‘Beautiful, but I have no
idea what it says.’ Gide couldn’t
read German.”

Rilke, I said, was Czech, born
in Prague.

“Exactly. So somehow peo-

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ple could relate to Rilke without
having to have that baggage of
the French-German conflict. So
he was German, but not German
for them. He was a celebrated
poet in this beautiful language of
poetry, but he wasn’t associated
with that culture.

“In the ’20s, someone
attacked Rilke for starting to write
in French, saying that he was betray-
ing his native language. This is the
only time Rilke asked friends to
defend him. He made a point never
to read reviews of his work. But he
read that, and he said, ‘I need to
be defended, this is outrageous. I
have no identification with the lan-
guage whatsoever. One cannot
identify with a language; it has
nothing to do with politics or nation-
ality.’ In another letter that was
published later, Rilke wrote, ‘I feel
the least connected to the Ger-
mans of all people. I just happened
to write the language.’ He ulti-
mately said, ‘I am inventing this
language for them anew. I’m giv-
ing them their language back. They
don’t even know what they have

and what they speak.’ He actually
gave the Germans what they did-
n’t have, which was German beyond
nationality.”

“It must be odd to have a
language as one’s mother tongue
and feel the way that Rilke did
about that language.”

“It is strange. The poet I
worked on for a long time before
this was Célan, who was a Ger-
man poet who was not German
either. He was writing poetry
about the Holocaust in German
to a German audience. He lived
in Paris too. There is a strong
tradition of German-speaking
poets —- Heine, Rilke, Célan —
going to Paris to write their work
and sending those works back to
Germany.”

“Cleansing the mother
tongue.”

“It is like that. For Célan it
became an impossible project.
Rilke has achieved this incredible
beauty; of course, Célan was much
more fractured. But Célan didn’t
give up German. He held on to it
and said he wanted to save this lan-
guage from itself or from its own
history. I haven’t thought about
this much, but maybe I needed to
get to Rilke through Célan.”

“That makes sense...”
“ ...of the detour, because

in some ways I’m also reading a
German poet not in Germany.”

I had not been aware until
I read Professor Baer’s intro-
duction to The Poet’s Guide to Life
how many letters Rilke wrote —
literally thousands. “I was
stunned,” I said.

“It’s unbelievable. Someone
said to me this morning, ‘Rilke,
he just wrote all day.’ I said, ‘No,
actually, that’s not true.’ He had
an active love life, and he enjoyed
life. He did a lot of things. He trav-
eled all the time. He was con-
scious of his body. He was a Cal-
ifornian before there were Cali-
fornians; he would walk barefoot
on the grass, and he was a vege-
tarian. For a while he had eight cups
of coffee a day, and then he could-
n’t sleep, and someone pointed
out to him maybe he should cut
the coffee, so he had four cups.
But he was a gifted sleeper. He slept
eight hours every night. He always
said, ‘I’m a talented sleeper, and
I love to worship at the altar of
the god of sleep.’ ”

Physically, the professor
said, Rilke’s letters are beautiful.
“I should have put a facsimile of

one of his letters in the intro-
duction. They’re breathtaking;
they are like calligraphy. If there
were one little tiny ink spot or mis-
take, he would rewrite the whole
page. He wouldn’t cross any-
thing out.”

Rilke used the best of paper
for his writing. “He was fastidi-
ous about this,” said Professor
Baer, “and he would have this
paper ordered from a certain
stationery store. He would also
request particular inks and ask
his rich friends to get him this
and that, please. They were shop-
ping for him.”

Professor Baer writes in his
introduction:

Every morning the poet sat down
at his desk to work. Everything
had been carefully prepared: he
had dressed in shirt, tie, and a
dark tailored suit; eaten break-
fast at the table (whenever pos-
sible, there was real silver and
heavy linen); sipped his good cof-
fee; and kept most of his lan-
guage to himself, expending it
only to address his discreet house-
keeper with a brief comment
about the weather or how the cut
flowers were nicely holding up.
Now he faced the two pens before

him. One pen was reserved for
work — the few volumes of poems
that he had published and the
single novel that had won him
some acclaim — while the other
was the pen for dispensing with
bills, requests, and letters, the sort
of things that required words and
language but did not qualify, as
far as the reading public or his
own exacting self were concerned,
as poetic “work.”

I asked about the two pens. Pro-
fessor Baer explained, “The two
pens were a trick he played on him-
self. He knew but didn’t want to
recognize it immediately that he
would write these letters and that
they were his work also. He could
send them off and pretend that
he didn’t write them.

“But he did, before his death,
write over 600 poems, which for
most poets is a major accom-
plishment. He wrote at least 7000
letters. For most people this would
be a lifetime achievement.

“Rilke went to a fortune-
teller in 1911 in Paris, and this
fortune-teller said to him, ‘You
have the gift of being able to write
automatically without the need
for anybody else around you.’
And he said, rephrasing, ‘Yes, I
have this liquid, this fluid inside

of me.’ It was like his blood was
ink.”

As a young man, he was
persuaded by an older woman,
also his lover, to change his name
from René to Rainer. He then set
about developing an elegant sig-
nature that incorporated this new
name.

“He invented himself,” said
the professor. “He was both incred-
ibly talented and born to be a
poet, but he also made himself into
this name, which was in a way a
modern phenomenon, the way
people invent themselves. He was
a celebrity in a certain sense.”

“There was a bit of Andy
Warhol about his reinvention,” I
said.

“Completely. I found that
moving. I admire Andy Warhol
greatly. He’s brilliant. There’s
something brilliant about recog-
nizing that art is also inventing
oneself. Through writing he’s
becoming someone else, and this
is where the most helpful things
in the book are for me, the writ-
ings that show that you can change
yourself. Which is what Rilke did.
He invented himself, he became
Rilke, he became famous.”

“He became, too,” I said,
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“what you think you see.” The 38
exhibits use visual perception,
thought, language, magnetism to
test visitor’s senses and abilities.
Exhibit includes “Hoop Night-
mares,” “Cheshire Cat,” “Black
Sand,” “Speech Dissector.”

Ongoing exhibitions include
“San Diego Science Showcase,”
“Kid City” (designed for

“Cuando Hablan los Santos: Con-
temporary Santero Traditions
from Northern New Mexico” con-
tinues through Monday, Septem-
ber 26. Exhibit documents the
past, present, and future of this
tradition. Highlights include a San
Ysidro by José Benito Ortego,
painted images by José Rafael
Aragón, contemporary section
with work by 13 of New Mexico’s
santeros (saint makers), pieces by
22 children and grandchildren of
featured santeros.

“Generaciones” is an exhibit of
photographs, mementos, and art
projects by families who created
art interpreting the ways that fam-
ilies maintain their traditions and
family ties.

“Of course, the gloves, the

vest, the hat, the overcoat, all of
that, yes. He was a want-to-be aris-
tocratic rich person. The wealthy
liked him around because he
was this creature who produced
beautiful things. There was some-
thing compelling about that. If
you’re surrounded by people
who make money all day — noth-
ing against them; that’s good for
them and good for everyone else
if they give it away — but there
is something different about peo-
ple who are creating something.
They recognized that. Rilke allowed
himself to be invited to their din-
ner parties, and I always think,
‘Where is the sin in that?’ He

would stay at people’s estates. He
would spend the winter in their
summer houses and have a few
rooms to himself. Which does-
n’t always sound too exciting.
He had this enormous capacity
for solitude. This is what he
needed to do his work and to
become himself.”

“You might say,” I suggested,
“that Rilke was finding a way of
carving himself out of silence.”

“Yes. He did subject him-
self to weeks of silence, because
only then does something become
audible to him. There’s this noise
going on, and he can’t hear him-
self. In January of 1923 he writes
a mini-storm of letters to many
people. He says, ‘I’m writing to
you quickly right now. I have a
lot of people to write to, but I
will stop writing letters on Febru-
ary 1. I’m preparing myself for
something. I can feel something
is coming on.’

“He has one friend he con-
tinues to write to, but on Febru-
ary 1, he stops his correspon-
dence. Within four or five days
he writes the Duino Elegies. He
had some fragments, but he essen-
tially completes the ten elegies
and then waits three days, and then

in five days he writes the Sonnets
to Orpheus. It is truly incredible.

“If someone can write 50
sonnets in five days, that is a lit-
tle beyond what we know people
do, and Rilke did it. So he was
preparing himself, as you said,
to carve himself out of silence.
He stopped everything, and he
said, ‘I heard something and I
tried to listen to it.’

“He threw one sonnet out.
He said one wasn’t exactly per-
fect. The other ones he all left.
He didn’t change a word. And
this is the only time when he’s
writing, when he writes the ele-
gies. I looked in the archives of
some of the manuscripts, and
sometimes there’s only one word
on a page. He was basically tak-
ing notation. He was taking dic-
tation, just writing it down, and
it’s just rapid, and he just writes
a word and then he goes on, he
goes on. He didn’t eat for days.
His housekeeper would open
the door and put the food on
the floor, and in the evening she
would come and take the food
back out. She didn’t speak to
him at all because she knew not
to interrupt.

“And then he writes all these

beautiful telegrams to his friends
and says, ‘For several days I was
standing like the captain at high
seas, receiving signals from outer
space and just responding.’”

Professor Baer notes that
many Rilke scholars wish to make
the poet only ethereal and pale.
“But he wasn’t,” said Baer. “And
why would he have been? Why
would he have not been an
embodied person? In one of the
letters — which is funny but which
outrages some people — Rilke
wrote that to prepare for one
night of love, you have to prepare
for five full days. He would make
dates a week in advance. He had
to gather himself. After the night,
he would get up and make
omelets.”

Asked by another inter-
viewer, “What inspired this book?”
Professor Baer said, “In Novem-
ber 2001, my father passed away
after a long and difficult illness,
and I wanted to read a poem at
his funeral in Germany. But instead
of a poem, I found a letter by
Rilke where he speaks about the
‘responsibility to complete what
a deceased person had begun.’
This passage helped me in cop-
ing with the events of that diffi-

cult fall. I then translated the pas-
sage for my wife, who does not
read German, and simply con-
tinued translating from Rilke’s
letters for myself after that. By the
time I began talking about a book
project, I had already translated
about a third of what is now in
this book.”

“Were the letters difficult
to translate?” I asked.

“Yes, they were difficult to
translate. They were my life for
the last three years. I had to read
them and let them resonate within
me and then translate. Techni-
cally they are not overwhelm-
ingly difficult, because it’s fairly
accessible prose. They are let-
ters; they’re not arguments, they’re
not philosophical writings, they’re
not trying to be difficult at all.
They’re not abstract. They’re so
lively. But they’re profound. That
combination isn’t easy. You could
translate them straight into English,
and then they would sound like
German translated to English.”

Readers have responded
to Professor Baer’s translations.
“I had someone read the sec-
tion on love, and she said, ‘God,
this is like describing my rela-
tionship.’ And I said, ‘Is that help-

ful?’ And she said, ‘Yeah.’ And
then someone else said, ‘I need
to send this to a friend who’s
sick because this may be help-
ful for her.’

“It was moving to me. I
think, ‘This is nice to do a book
for someone where it actually
may matter. She may actually
read it and it may matter. It’s not
a question of help, but it may
matter to her to read this. And
she wouldn’t have perhaps
reached for Rilke because he’s not
the obvious poet. He seems daunt-
ing and difficult, and people
mostly don’t read poetry.’ ”

“What do you read in
English, what poetry?”

“I love Emily Dickinson.
And I love some of Wallace
Stevens. I love parts of it, and
then there are moments when it’s
cold. And other parts I think are
incredible. They’re difficult poems
but powerful.”

“You have to give yourself
to Stevens’s poems,” I suggested.
“Any attempt to ‘understand
them’ is to ruin them.”

“That makes sense. You
have to surrender to the poem.
To see the whole thing.” ■

Ovid writes. In his compendium of

ancient myths, The Metamorphoses,

he blurs boundaries between gods,

humans, animals, and nature.

In 1873 Vincent Van Gogh came to

London. Twenty years old, a dap-

per prude, he stayed at the Loyer

residence. And fell in love. Most bi-

ographers assume with progressive,

19-year-old Eugenie. But Nicholas

Wright’s comedy-drama contends

it was with her 57-year-old mother,

Ursula, and that Van Gogh had a

sexual awakening and — also

thanks to her — an artistic awak-

ening as well (in the play’s final im-

age the Baton of Truth changes

hands; the genius has found his

calling, and you half expect to hear

sonorous organ chords). Vincent at

Brixton is skeletal at best and ties

too neat a knot. Historical accuracy

and facile explanations aside, what

makes the Old Globe’s production

watchable is the play of its textures.

Like Alan E. Muraoka’s scenic de-

sign (a fully functioning 1873

kitchen as detailed as a still life),

the characters are grainy, rough, or

smooth. Graham Hamilton’s Van

Gogh’s a cantankerous peeve burst-

ing to fall in love and out of his civ-

ilized trappings. Combining still-

ness with layered nuances of

feeling, Robin Pearson Rose makes

the play look worthy of the Olivier

Award it won in 2003. She’s stead-

fast in mourning, steadfast in love

(and so impressive she almost

makes the playwright’s non se-

quiturs work). Caitlin Muelder in-

jects Act Two with energy as Van

Gogh’s sister Anna, who comes to

London and takes over, so

adamant, so controlling, she’s like

a buzzsaw through balsa wood.

Worth a try.

It could make for

Babels of gibberish. Instead, the

New Village Arts, director Kris-

tianne Kurner, and a fine ensemble

weave it into memorable theater.

Sandra Ellis-Troy shines as Gladys,

who seems afraid that, if she stops

talking, she’ll cease altogether.

Bring Kleenex: Ellis-Troy earns

honest tears.

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Death threats and “some
complaints” have been
reported by European
booking agents 2 for the
Road. They hired San Diego’s

Plot to Blow Up the Eiffel
Tower, which played several
German dates in April. The

band’s new album, Love in
the Fascist Brothel, includes
song titles such as “Reich Stag
Rock,” “Lipstick SS,” and
“Rattus Über Alles.”

Addressing the
concerned, 2 for the Road
posted a notice on its website:
“The Plot to Blow Up the
Eiffel Tower are not Nazis
[and they] are not German,

which means that they can
naturally address our Nazi
background differently than

we do…. We talked to them
about their stage outfits and,
over here, they will not
appear in the same radical
[Nazi-inspired] outfits they
wear onstage in the U.S., to
show respect. They know that
they are guests here and will
behave accordingly. But they
have decided to address the
Nazi issue on their new
record and therefore a certain
degree of confrontation
cannot be avoided…the Plot
make fun of Nazis.”

The Plot posted the
following statement on their
website: “The idea scattered
across Love in the Fascist
Brothel is that fascism, far
from being defeated in 1945,
simply went underground,
where it now functions as the
political unconscious of the
west…a real neo-Nazi would
be disgusted by our sexual
stage antics, Jewish and gay
band members, our music,
our absurdist art.”

The largest concert
company in the U.S.
(Clear Channel) will not buy
the second largest (House of
Blues) because of what is
happening in San Diego,
according to House of Blues
CEO Greg Trojan. He said
the soon-to-open San Diego

House of Blues nightclub,
which will operate alongside
the larger HoB concert
venues (which include Coors
Amphitheater, Cox Arena,
Open Air Amphitheater), will
create new “synergies”
between nightclubs and
larger concert venues.

“We’re going to open in
[downtown] San Diego in
May with a great
amphitheater, a great history
in the market…and we’re
going to add a club to that.”

HoB Concerts said in
December it would be for sale
if the right offer came along.
(The company did not have a
good 2004.) Clear Channel’s
bid of $90 million was the
highest, but HoB last week
said it wasn’t enough and
passed.

In the first quarter of this
year, House of Blues
Concerts sold 960,000
concert tickets in the U.S.;
Clear Channel sold over 3
million. Clear Channel
Entertainment dominates the
radio and concert businesses
in most U.S. cities. San Diego
is one of the few where HoB
Concerts dominates. House
of Blues made it clear that it
was never considering selling
its chain of nightclubs, only
its concert division.

“It is an extremely
difficult market to be
profitable in because there
are so few players,” says
former veterinarian Jim
Palenscar, who recently
opened the second steel-
guitar store in California.
“I must know all 30 steel-
guitar players who live
within 100 miles.”

Palenscar has played
in local country bands
Horsefeathers, Unbridled,
and Scary Mary and the
Noose. He says he “hated”
country music but got
into it because of the
steel-guitar sound. “I just
don’t hear it enough.
That’s why I picked it up
to begin with. I’ve been
into steel guitars since
1974.”

He opened Steel
Guitars of North County
because of a medical
problem: three years ago,
after 25 years as a
veterinarian, Palenscar, 52,
developed adult onset
asthma. Coupled with his
allergies to cats and dogs
(which he says “wasn’t a big
deal”), the asthma forced him
to sell his Oceanside vet
hospital with 15 employees.

“I basically hung out at
home for a year. I told my
wife, ‘I have to find

something to do.’ She said,
‘You can start by cleaning out
the living room,’ which is
where my music stuff is. I had

five pedal-steel guitars and
four lap-steels. I said, ‘Okay,
I’ll open a store.’ ”

At his store, Palenscar
repairs and sells steel and
pedal guitars and Dobros.
“They start at $500 and go up
to $9000.” But the retail part
of his store, he says, is “to
supply the needs of the local
players…. At night we

For Palenscar’s grand
opening, he rented out a
hotel conference room near
his San Luis Rey Valley shop
for a concert featuring JayDee
Maness, who played the
haunting lead on Eric
Clapton’s “Tears in Heaven.”
The show sold out with no
advertising.

Music maven Kenny
Weissberg has left KPRI
102.1 after six and a half
years. His two-hour Sunday-
night show, Music without
Boundaries, is no more.

“The station hired a
consultant/operations
manager…a few months
ago,” says Weissberg. “He
spent $50,000 of KPRI’s
money on market research,
and apparently one of the
recommendations for that
investment
was to
eliminate
any
unfamiliar
music and
tighten up
the playlist;
i.e., more
repetition à
la Top 40
radio.”

Music
without
Boundaries
was launched
at KIFM in 1993 and later
picked up by KPRI.

“FM radio is going to lose
its audience to satellite radio
over the next few years
anyway,” says Weissberg,

“but I was happy to be one of
the last bastions of free-form
radio on the commercial
airwaves.”

“In the end, we could not
get a lease here. These
buildings will go away and be
turned into something else.”
After more than a decade on
India Street, owner DeForest
Thornburgh says the Blue
Guitar has lost its lease.
Thornburgh says he thinks
condos may one day occupy
that site. “The other rumor is
that the city might put up a
parking structure.”

The Blue Guitar has a
reputation for restoration
and repair. Tools, parts,
benched guitars, and stacks of
exotic lumber litter the
workroom. Ike Turner,
George Harrison, John
Denver, Jackson Browne, and
Hoyt Axton are among past
clients.

“Leo Kottke came in here
and bought strings,” says
Thornburgh, “and he tried
out every nylon string guitar
in the joint.”

Master luthier Yuris
Zeltin founded the Blue
Guitar in the early 1960s (and
is still on the job). “We
moved…in order to have a

hootenanny,” he says of the
first shop. Aside from
problems with the fire
marshal, “The place was too
small. It had…a dirt floor in
the back.” Since then, the

Blue Guitar has relocated to
Old Town, Pacific Beach, and
Mission Hills. Zeltin sold the
store to Steve Neal, who in
turn sold to
Thornburgh.

Thornburgh hoped
to open this week at
5959 Mission Gorge
Road. His final
challenge? Taking
down the bright blue
plywood guitar-shaped
sign from high atop
the front door. “The
way we used to get up
there’s been blocked
off. We’ll have to
figure a new way to get
on the roof.”

“For a family of
four to get good
seats, you are looking
at $1400. If you add
the price of gas and, say,
$50 for concessions, you
are looking at quite a price
tag.”

Darrel Goodin runs
country station KSON (97.3
and 92.1 FM), which is
owned by Jefferson Pilot. He
thinks his competitor, KUSS
(95.7 FM), which is owned by
Clear Channel, is promoting
a pricey concert package:
$350 buys a “Country
Concert Super Ticket” that

provides good seats at four
Coors Amphitheater shows
featuring country headliners
Kenny Chesney (June 18),

Rascal Flatts (July 15), Toby
Keith (August 14), and
Brooks & Dunn (October
23).

“The average San Diego
home costs $570,000,” says
Goodin. “Gas is approaching
$3 a gallon…. And they are
trying to sell tickets for 350
godawful dollars?”

Goodin says KSON is
offering $5 concerts. The first

KSON show will be on May
14 in Oceanside. Josh Gracin,
who was a Camp Pendleton
Marine and American Idol
finalist two years ago,
headlines. (Gracin’s single
“Nothin’ to Lose” went to
number one on the Billboard
country charts two months
ago.)

“We sold 250 tickets in 30
minutes at the Poway Wal-
Mart,” says Goodin.

Josh Gracin, Jamie
O’Neal, and Sugarland
appear at 6 p.m. at the
Oceanside Pier Plaza
Amphitheater (the show is
sold out).

Tickets for the four Coors
shows will go on sale
separately. (Chesney tickets
are on sale now.)

The other two $5 KSON
shows will be at the 6000-
capacity Lakeside Rodeo
Grounds on July 23 and
October 22, with artists to be
announced in May.

n 1999 Itai Faireman took that quintessential
“year off to find himself.” According to his

By the age of 20, Hank had lived in six states
across the country. He soon found employment
with various trucking outfits and kept on the

road — eventually, Hank’s wanderings led him
to San Diego.”

In the United States, if you have heard any-

thing about British Sea Power, you’ve

heard that the band often appears onstage

wearing historic military costumes, sur-

rounded by shrubbery and stuffed birds. This

may strike Americans as strange, but it

makes a lot of sense in the United Kingdom:

They are crazy about birds over there. In a

population of about 60 million people, there

are more than a million members of the

Royal Society for the Protection of Birds. So,

if you’re a British band, it just makes good

business sense to do what British Sea Power

has done and put out T-shirts with your

band’s logo, a silhouette of a wading bird,

and the slogan “Heron

Addict.”

On the other side

of the Atlantic, the five

young men of British

Sea Power tour with acts

like the Strokes (who

are also bigger over

there than here) and get

hailed in the music

press as the future of

rock. And yes, every

band gets hailed as the

future of rock in the

British press for at least

a couple of weeks, but

the writers seem to

really mean it with

British Sea Power.

Anyway, the future

of rock could do worse. Literate without hit-

ting you over the head with it, BSP is also

interesting without being difficult. When their

first album came out a couple of years ago,

BSP got a lot of comparisons to Joy Division

(nowadays, who doesn’t?), but the simple

but driving rhythms on the more accessible

second album, Open Season, suggest some-

thing more like U2 or Coldplay without the

bombast. This is avant rock that deserves a

stadium.

Eldar’s ancient sound

is what continues to garner

him press, praise, and

connections. I find all the

hoopla reminiscent of the

old Ed Sullivan Show, where juxtapositions

of youth and ability often made for good tele-

vision watching; child stars were favorites.

Perhaps Eldar’s salvation lies in the strength

of his compositions. He writes well beyond

his years — also in an almost imitative

style — but there’s a trickle of something

chaotic and wonderful in his personal music,

which suggests the boy is not all prodigy.

Somewhere beneath the parlor trick of his

performance art beats a heart. For almost

any 18-year-old, that is an accomplishment of

no small importance.

Airy guitar

chords generate a catharsis in

“This Moment” as Catherine

Beeks works her words into

an anthem, singing, “Are you

happy in this moment?

Fuddruckers was founded in 1980

in Texas. This one was built in the

mid-’80s, and my high school

friends had a fun time cutting up

their bumper stickers to spell a bad

word. We loved their burgers, and

the fact that you can add your own

toppings allowed us to smother the

french fries with nacho cheese

(which I’m told you aren’t supposed

to do, but everyone does).

I remember hearing a lot about

Fuddruckers when that Heaven’s

Gate cult in Rancho Santa Fe killed

themselves. They reportedly ate

dinner here once a week. I’m not

sure if that was good or bad

publicity.

I enjoy Dixieland jazz bands,

and the one that plays here has a

piano player, horn section, and both

a male and female singer. I asked

Cat Jefferson, the female singer,

about the gig. She said, “The band

has been playing here for 18

months. We play the Trad Jazz

Festival in Mission Valley and a few

other places around town. This is

our regular gig, though.” A few of

the guys in the band played a

variety of instruments. One might

play a trumpet on one song and a

clarinet on another.

The set list included songs like

“Bill Bailey,” “Avalon,” “Blue Skies,”

“Bye Bye Blackbird,” and a sexy

version of Fats Waller’s “Ain’t

Misbehavin’.”

My two complaints are that they

only have Dixieland bands here. An

oldies cover band would fit in nicely

with the decor that all the

restaurants have…or even a

rockabilly band. My other complaint

was that there were so many people

watching the band, I had to sit near

the back. I could hear the band well

enough, but when I heard a clicking

sound, I was trying to figure out

what instrument was producing it. I

turned around and saw it was

coming from one of the shooting

games in the arcade.

CLUBS
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Pacific Coast Grill, nearly ten years old, is a
restaurant that, until now, I’ve passed dozens of
times without feeling the urge to eat there. Maybe
what kept me away was the sense I had of a
kitchen where chefs came and went like down-
town bus riders. But four months ago, PCG
finally acquired a well-known, proven chef, Ha-
nis Cavin (formerly of Dakota Grill and A New
Leaf), and gave him the freedom to choose in-
gredients, remake the menu, and reshape the
kitchen staff.

Set at the southern edge of its mall, the
restaurant boasts whimsical neo-Craftsman
decor. The approach is via a long, vine-roofed
dining patio decorated with twinkling lights. In-
side, the curvy bar is shaped like a dog’s bone
(restaurant designer Georgia Goldberg’s tribute
to her Airedale, Harry). Even under muted
evening illumination, the interior is striking, with
yellow-tiled mosaic paths set into a red-brick
floor — follow a tiled snake down two steps to
the dining room. The walls are hung with mood-
setting B&W photos of sleek 1950s bathing
beauties, the swimsuits (all one-piece, of course)
brightly “colorized.”

Lunch or dinner, the table bread is a grainy,
hard-crusted round loaf from O’Brien Bakery in
Del Mar Heights, baked that day and served with
rosemary-garlic butter. The new menu empha-
sizes organic vegetables and free-range meats
(wherever feasible); you can taste the difference
between natural and factory-farmed products,
even if they’re not side-by-side. It’s easy to over-
look a simple “mixed greens salad” among the
dozen-odd more elaborate starters, but you don’t
want to miss the tender organic greens with al-
monds and blue cheese, dressed in a sun-dried
cranberry vinaigrette that rides a razor’s edge be-
tween tangy and sweet. My friends and I
devoured the salad like a pack of famished
rabbits.

“Bag o’ Bonz” is another hit. Chopped-
short, house-smoked baby back (pork) ribs and
French fries are served together in, literally, a
brown paper bag. It’s not every day you can eat
a pun and have it taste so good. The tender meat
is fruity and smoky from applewood, and the
fries are served unsalted with a ramekin of house-
made ketchup. (Natch, there’s a saltshaker on the
table. If the fries mark a new trend toward letting

diners salt food to taste, I’m all for it.) The same
combination, let out of the bag, is also available
as an entrée.

“Coco-Mac Shrimp” make an appealing ap-
petizer if you’ve got a sweet tooth. Butterflied
shrimp, coated with a light batter
and rolled in crushed macadamia
nuts and coconut shreds, are
deep-fried golden and crunchy.
They’re set atop a jalapeño plum-
sauce glaze freshened with diced veggies (carrots,
scallion greens, and bell pepper) and enough
cilantro to buy off the sugar.

Less satisfying were the lump crab cakes. Al-
though the croquettes had little filler or binder,
the seafood tasted listless, and the black-bean
purée beneath them didn’t add much impact. A
roasted corn salsa was the most distinctive mem-
ber of the congregation. Shrimp dumplings, too,
seemed shy of flavor: Four gyoza wraps shaped
like swollen Hershey’s Kisses were filled with a
creamy-textured shrimp purée over a heavy port
wine sauce. To my palate, the dumplings needed
bolder seasoning to face up to the sweet gravy.

My favorite entrée was “Brick Grilled
Chicken,” a free-range half-chicken grilled under
a flattening brick, which brought every part of
the bird into direct contact with the heat. Fresh
basil sauce (resembling cheese-free, nutless pesto)

complemented this seriously
good poultry’s crisp skin and
moist flesh. A green bean-and-
tomato mélange also mated
happily with the basil purée. Lean

mashed potatoes chaperoned. “I never order
chicken in restaurants,” said my demanding
tablemate, the Lynnester. “Usually, I just don’t
like it. But this I love!”

An order of “Cowboy Steak” brought a
bone-in rib-eye of Certified Black Angus (the
equivalent of USDA top-o’-the Choice). The
grilled hunk was served even rarer than our or-
der of “rare.” That was fine with me (if not with
all my tablemates). The slick of balsamic demi-
glace was easy to overlook because — unlike the
“jarred beef-flavor” restaurant-supply demi-goop
served at lesser steakhouses — it tasted natural
and honestly made. Alongside were blue cheese

au gratin potatoes topped with crisp-fried leek
shreds, plus a side of butter-sautéed asparagus.

The salmon currently served at PCG is farm-
raised in the icy waters of eastern Canada by a
small-scale aquaculturist who keeps ’em clean,
cold, and free of most of the chemical cocktails
fed to factory-farm fish in US waters. Never
frozen, it’s a fine piece of salmon  and could cred-
ibly pass for wild. Chef Cavin buys the whole fish
twice a week and fillets it himself as needed. In

his Char-Grilled Salmon, the
fillets are cooked through but
still moist, topped with a
“Hawaiian barbecue glaze” of
pineapple juice and fine-
minced pineapple cubes. “I like
this; it doesn’t have the greasy
feel of a lot of salmon,” said my
pal Sang. Unfortunately, the
accompaniments that evening
were the same string-bean-
tomato medley served with the
chicken — minus the alluring
basil sauce — and a mound of
yucky, sticky white rice, re-
sembling sushi rice, sans sushi
seasonings.

“Spicy Free-Range Pork
Tenderloin” offers quality pork,
extra tender and pink inside,
grilled in one piece and then cut
into strips. The meat is charred
on one side only. My group
found the accompanying mus-
tard barbecue sauce tangy but
not terribly interesting. Every-
body liked the dish, but nobody
loved it. It came with mashed
potatoes and, once more, the
pestoless string-bean medley —
evidently the week’s seasonal
veggie.

Desserts are all house-
made. Always worth a gamble
is the “Fresh Fruit Creation.”
One satisfying creation was an
apple-cinnamon crisp with a
crunchy, nutty crust and firm
apple slices, served in a four-
inch soufflé dish. A dollop of
vanilla gelato (from Bubbe’s in
Encinitas) was the fabulous fi-
nal fillip. On the other hand, a
trio of profiteroles (us Amurri-
cans call ’em cream puffs) were
crispy critters, hard as burned
cookies. (Next day, the chef
dumped the rest of them in the
garbage and ordered the cook
to bake a fresh batch — but that
was a day too late for us. “Our
profiteroles are awesome, and
those were awful!” he said.)
They were drizzled with dark
chocolate syrup and filled with
cappuccino-chip gelato.

As the cream-puff story
shows, PCG hasn’t yet reached
its height. There’s work to be
done, but now there’s also ev-
ery reason to believe that this
restaurant is finding its way up
again.

ABOUT THE CHEF

Hanis Cavin is a big, friendly
huggy-bear, the perfect choice
to bring a formerly fractured
kitchen together. When he had
to interrupt our phone inter-

view to handle a momentary
kitchen crisis, I overheard him
giving a staffer directions in lu-
cid, rapid-fire Spanish.
“Spanish is mandatory here —
in most kitchens, actually,” he
says. “Every day, if I’m not sure
of a word, they help me. I think
it’s my job to be able to explain
and teach, whether in English
or Spanish. I bought these CDs
at Costco for learning the lan-
guage, and that’s helping. A lot
of people don’t take the time
to teach their cooks, or even to
deal with them. I work the line
five or six nights a week — I
expedite, I fill in for anybody
who’s out, I work the broiler
or the grill — and that’s fine,
and the staff sees it and respects
it. It’s up to me to try to blend
the flavors correctly, and to ed-
ucate them — ‘It needs a taste,
like mustard’ — and if the
cooks know what the end re-
sult should taste like, that’s
what we’re going for here. I
guess that’s called being a
chef — and why I’m losing my
hair at 38.”

Before coming to Pacific
Coast Grill, Hanis was a fixture
at Dakota Grill in the Gaslamp
Quarter, and then he moved to
A New Leaf in the Gaslamp
Hilton. I asked him why he’d
left Dakota Grill after so many

years and A New Leaf after so
short a time. “Well, if you look
at the style of food they’re do-
ing at Dakota now, it really
isn’t the kind of food I was do-
ing when I was there. That was
a big reason I left. You’ve got to
understand that all owners
have priorities, and I think they
really wanted to focus on food
costs. They wanted the costs
lower than they had set for me,
and to get it lower, you have to
use a lot of frozen ingredients.
Here, my freezer is not much
bigger than what I have at
home. Everything’s fresh. It
makes it more of a challenge,
knowing you’ve got three or
four days to use it up or lose it,
but you’re starting out with a
better product. Here I have a
30 percent food cost [i.e., 30
percent of the restaurant’s to-
tal expenses]. Over there,
they’re trying to keep it to 25
percent, and that’s really hard.

“When I went to the
Hilton they told me, ‘Oh, yeah,
you’ll be able to do whatever
you want.’ But I found they
had more input into it than I
thought. All owners want to
have some say; that’s realistic.
But if they aren’t present on a
daily basis, it’s harder for them
to understand why decisions
are being made. So around that

point, Jeffrey Strauss over at
Pamplemousse told the owner
here to give me a call. That’s all
it took. I was ready. Here, I can
do what I want, and I think
that’s what a chef needs. They
trust me. I do samples and feed
everybody on the staff, and
they really listen to what the
servers say. They [the owners]
come in and say, ‘I hear you did
a great special last night. Why
don’t we see about running
that again, and if it works out,
let’s put it on the menu.’ That
makes it fun for me.

“I have to stay with a ‘Pa-
cific Coast’ theme, but I can do
anything within that. If the Pa-
cific Ocean touches it, I can do
food from that area. A lot of
what we’re doing includes food
from south of the border, and
a lot of Hawaiian stuff, and a
little Asian — we’re not
wasabi-oriented, but Hawaiian
has an Asian-fusion aspect to
it, and we use some of those fla-
vors — soy, sweet soy, sweet
chili sauce. And we’re trying to
develop some local organic
sources for our produce — not
Chino, but some of the strug-
gling smaller farms.

“I’ve been trying to clean
out the menu and put on items
that set a little better. When I
got here, the sauté guy did

pretty much everything. Now
it’s divided evenly between him
and the grill guy. There’s a re-
ally good group of cooks here.
We’ve got a lot of prep guys
who could be line cooks, but
they stay prep cooks because
they work two jobs. They’re a
little better skilled than most,
and that pays off for me.
They’re having to learn with
me, too. There’s just been so
many chefs here in the last
year, it’s been a nice challenge
for me to get everybody on the
same page. I’m happy and I feel
like we’re making some
progress.”

I asked him about the
smoker he uses for the “Bag o’
Bonz.” “We have a beautiful
Southern-style digital elec-
tronic smoker. You punch in
how hot you want it and how
much smoke you want. I can
even do a cold smoke. We save
all the trimmings from our
salmon and do different things
with them — for instance, my
sous chef makes a really good
salmon burger — but the trims
we don’t use right away, we
freeze and then cold smoke
them. We had that for Easter,
and we’re hoping to have it
again on Mother’s Day. With a
digital smoker, you can turn
end-pieces into centerpieces!” ■

You’ve gotta be
kidding.

I’m standing on Broadway, down
in Chula Vista, paying up on the Fender
Strat — laying down a Jackson to finance an-
other four-month vacation for
the guitar in my favorite pawn-
shop. Plus, I’ve been hearing
about this shoe shop with real
deals. The Shoe Warehouse. It’s
right next to the Mohawk
Trailer Park, opposite the Chula
Vista Gun Store. I head on over.
Get me a pair of running shoes
for a Hamilton. Ten clams!

When I come out of the shoe store, all
cock-a-hoop, I head right, past an aging trailer
in the Mohawk with a nice little tree-shaded
garden. I glance across Broadway to a row of
blue, cream, and brick storefronts. Lots of
parking out front. “Parisi’s,” says a sign on this
one long, low place. “Italian Restaurant and
Cocktail Lounge.”

“Italian and American Cuisine.”
“Family Owned.”
“All Cooking Done On the Premises.”
“Spaghetti $1.25, Mondays and Tuesdays,

All Day.”
Whoa. I do a double take. Sure enough,

that’s a buck twenty-five for a plate of
spaghetti. No small print. No “…if you buy a
16-inch pizza.”

So hey, this is Tuesday. It’s around one,
and I’ve been at it all morning. Who can com-
plain if I take off ten minutes and spend five
lousy pesetas? I cross the road and the parking

lot, eyes on the sign. Man, this day and age,
that price is a miracle. I wish Hank could han-
dle the carbs. I’d haul his sorry carcass in and
splurge the whole of $2.50 on the two of us.

Now I’m through the dark doors, into a
white stucco room with arches
and Tiffany-looking glass
lampshades.

“Do you mean $1.25 for a
plateful, or $1.25 per noodle?” I
ask the gal behind the cashier’s
podium.

“For the plateful,” she says.
“That include sauce?”

The gal nods. Name’s Anne, daughter of
Nick and Rosemary Parisi, who opened this
place back in 1979. From the look on her face,
she’s heard these questions before.

In the background, Roy Orbison’s singing,
“Dream, dream, baby…”

“So, would you like one?” Anne says.
“Sure,” I say.
“You want something with it? A meatball?

Sausage?”
Ah, I think. Here comes the rub. Gonna

bitsy me to death. I see the meatball costs $1.50
extra, and the sausage is $1.75.

“My brother Nick makes the sausage right
here,” Anne says. “Our dad taught him. He
used to be a butcher in New Jersey. He puts a
bit of fennel in the sausage — and other secret
ingredients.”

Huh. Intriguing.
Anne’s sister appears. Chris. “And how

about garlic bread?” she says. “That’s only
$1.50.”

Damnit, I want to just try the $1.25 deal.
I’m not mad at these sisters; they’re doing
business. It’s me that’s the problem. Because
I can’t hold myself to this one simple dish. I
say yes to the sausage. Yes to the garlic bread,
and an iced tea ($1.95). So — that’s what? My
spaghetti, plus $5.15. Six forty, and tax.

I sit down in an orange booth. The tables
have metal-studded Leatherette chairs. The
white stucco arches show bits of another room
past the plastic planters filled with a jungle of
artificial plants. A black iron-grill door closes
off one of those midnight-at-midday cocktail
bars. It’s part of the same business.

“You can eat in there too, if you want,”
Anne says as she brings my iced tea, my bas-
ket of garlic bread, and the plate of spaghetti.
It has a big, pale Italian sausage sitting on top.
I study the basic $1.25 dish. Well, yeah, it
would fill you up. But if it didn’t, you could
always buy another. That would have you up
in the $2.50 range. Big spender.

Anne goes to the full-size cooler and comes
back with a chilled Parmesan cheese shaker
and a shaker filled with red pepper flakes. Nice
touch. The spaghetti’s al dente, as Anne puts
it — not too raw, not too mushy — and the
sauce is strong enough. Not watery.

But I have to say, even though I’m down
$6.40 instead of $1.25, brother Nick’s sausage
is really good. You can taste the fennel. And
this homemade spaghetti sauce has bits of
tomato and green things in it. It’s a danged

delicious lunch.
“We have regulars who come in only for

the $1.25 dish,” says Chris. “There’s a lot of
people on fixed incomes from the trailer parks
around here. Of course, for the rest of the week
it’ll cost $4.95, with garlic bread. People might
have an eggplant Parmesan sandwich [$4.50]
or even a personal pizza [$4.95 with $1 or
$1.25 extra for each topping]. We have plenty
of other regulars who have the same dish ev-
ery day.”

The Parisis came to San Diego when Anne
and Chris were just girls, in 1979. But they re-
member what it was like back in New Jersey
and New York. “We still miss the life back
home,” says Chris. “They say people are harder
back there, but once you’re their friend, you
are friends for life.”

“Neighbors know neighbors back there,”
says Anne. “Not like here.”

“I don’t have a life,” Chris says. “Just right
here, in this dining room and the kitchen.”

“All I wanna do,” sings Sheryl Crow from
the next room, “is have some fun.”

Note to self. Haul Hank in here. In fact, why
not haul in everybody I know? Start having
Tuesday parties? I buy the basics, $1.25 each,
and people can add anything they want. Group
of ten, I’m out a whopping $12.50. Another
$12.00 for a liter of house red wine, and —
pah-tee! Look what happens when someone
offers you an honest-to-goodness down-to-
earth deal. ■

ovies, the writing of them, brought Ju-
lian Davies across the Atlantic from
England. It was 1987; he was fresh out

of university and had just spent six months work-
ing as an assistant manager for a London wine
shop. The wine business made for
a good day job, and he hung his hat
in a number of venues — the Wine
Merchant in Beverly Hills, the wine
department at Irvine Ranch Farm-
ers Market, the Wine House in
West L.A. — before landing at Epi-
curious in Santa Monica.

The shop was “just around the
corner,” recalls Davies, from the home of
wannabe writer Rex Pickett. “He would come in
for an evening bottle, and we became chums. We
used to talk literature and film a great deal. I used
to close the store at nine, and we would just kick
back and drink. Often, he would bring his friend
Roy Gittens, who worked as an electrician in the
film business.” Gittens also made mix tapes. “At
times, we would leave the back door open so peo-
ple could still come and taste and buy. The store
had a mezzanine, and Roy used to play his tapes
up there. We always said, ‘This would be a fine
way to run a store — have an in-house DJ and
be tasting from the moment you open to the mo-
ment you close.’”

Pickett learned a lot about wine from Davies,
and around 1998, he and Gittens took a road trip
up to the Santa Ynez Valley to taste some wine

and play some golf. “He was a long time di-
vorced,” says Davies, “but he had learned that
his ex-wife was about to remarry.” (Gittens says
that Davies was invited on the trip but had to
work; Davies has no memory of this.) The trip

started Pickett on a novel, and in
’99, he showed Davies the
manuscript, then entitled Two
Guys on Wine, “which was a hor-
rible title. He used it because they
stopped at Fess Parker winery,
and Fess actually signed a mag-
num to Two Guys on Wine. I
think the magnum is still on Rex’s

shelf — empty, of course.”
The manuscript went out to both the film and

book-publishing worlds. The publishing people
would have nothing to do with it, but director
Alexander Payne found in it an embarrassment
of riches and decided to make a movie out of it.
Somewhere along the way, the title got changed
to Sideways, and the book world came around,
and the rest is wine history. The story of Miles and
Jack and their romantic and vinous escapades
was a sleeper hit and won an Oscar for best
adapted screenplay. The novel is chugging along
at #2404 on Amazon. According to the Global
Language Monitor, says Davies, “Pinot” tops the
list of showbiz-incubated words that influenced
the English language in 2004. Why? Because
Pinot Noir was the fetish of choice in Sideways.
Accounts differ about just how much Santa Bar-

bara wine country has benefited from the
film, but times are good. There are not only
Sideways maps available — “Ooh, this is
where Miles chugs the spit bucket!” —
there are Sideways bus tours.

“It’s going to be like Titanic,” says
Davies. “Nobody can really under-
stand why Titanic got all the Oscar
attention it did. I’ve got a keynote
speech for a doctors’ retreat at
Bacara Resort in Santa Barbara,
and the subject is going to be
‘Sideways: The Cultural Phe-
nomenon That Wasn’t.’ ” But
for now, whatever it signifies,
there is plenty of sound and
fury. Davies chuckles when he
talks about visiting the forums
at the Internet Movie
Database and seeing people
arguing about the meaning of
the film’s title. “In England,
‘sideways’ just means drunk.
It’s a term I use, being English,
and it worked its way into the
book. The kids on the boards were saying, ‘No,
it’s because you age wine sideways,’ or ‘It refers
to the lateral progression through wine country
that they took, as indicated by the split screen….’”

Pickett dedicated the book to Gittens and
Davies, but the celebrity fallout has been minor. “I
was actually at the premiere of the film at a theater
in Santa Barbara,” says Davies, “and some handler
from Fox Searchlight asked me, ‘What’s your as-
sociation with the film?’ I said, ‘Well, I’m the wine
component of the central character’s brain, one-
half of one percent’ — I was trying to be modest.
She said, ‘Yeah, you and a hundred other people.’
Why on earth would I try to share in the glory of
one aspect of a not-necessarily-likable character?”

Gittens and Davies did, however, hold
a Sideways Wine Tasting as part of their
joint venture, the Irregular Wine Tastings
held at the Echo, a Los Angeles nightclub.
“The owner was getting into wine, as

people sometimes do, and suggested
to the talent buyer that maybe they

should try having a wine tasting
there.” The agent turned to
Davies, and he and Gittens de-
cided to try something along the
lines of what they had day-
dreamed about back at
Epicurious. “It was a bit of a
trainwreck the first couple of
times, but it’s evolved nicely. We
wanted to get away from pairing
wine with food. We started with
wine and music pairings, and we
just got silly. We paired them
with haunted lighthouses of
Maine. April 22 is built around
the actress Lillie Langtree, who
actually happened to own the

property that became Guenoc.
Normally we don’t have that kind of hard tie-in.”

The Irregular tastings are irregular, in part, be-
cause of Davies’ commentary on the wines — often
laced with sit-up-and-take-notice blue bits and a
smattering of sociopolitical opinionmongering.
“You get a lot of hard information, and a lot of
messing around.” He asks questions throughout
and throws offbeat prizes — cat food, boxer shorts,
Seabiscuit bobbleheads — to the lucky winners.
“Mainly, people want to drink and win crap,” he
says. “For 18 bucks, you can start at eight and leave
at two and get a fair amount of food and wine and
information (if not knowledge).” Gittens does DJ
work throughout, “and afterwards, you can stick
around and hear a few good bands.” ■

Among other
delicacies are duck and frog legs. Put
Spices Thai Café at the top of your list.

The menu changes daily, offer-
ing fresh fish, steak, chicken, pastas,
soups, and pizzas, all cooked with a twist
of imagination that delivers on the fla-
vor. For instance: pizza topped with
smoked salmon, crème frîche, chives,
and fried capers. Or delicate Alaskan hal-
ibut served over creamed spring onions
with a watercress salad.

Breakfast and lunch are the
main meals here and include competent
eggs, luscious omelets, huge sandwiches,
and weighty slabs of coconut French
toast. Competent Latin-style dishes in-
clude tamales with airy masa. Devotees
of Southeast Asian cuisines, however,
may be disappointed by the simplistic
stabs in that direction. If your dish is too
mild, house sauces (chili oil, salsa, chipo-
tle sauce, etc.) are available on request.
Beer and wine. Small, free front parking
lot; pay lot across the street at west end
of the block.

Excellent house
salad, stuffed grape leaves, lentil soup,
saganaki for additional starters; fine
homey moussaka and grilled fish are
among the entrées (but gyros are ordi-
nary), and the exotic rice pudding
makes a light dessert.

The very soul of Ocean
Beach resides in Ed Moore’s charming,
comfortable historic “cottage,” where
the menu covers classic French bistro
fare from pâté to soufflé, including com-
fort-food entrées like grandmaman used
to make. And like mamhre’s, the cook-
ing is a little inconsistent. Skip the over-
rated duck and head for the seasonal spe-
cials, the rich stews, and — of course —
the pâtés and soufflés. When the pep-
pery corn soup is on the menu, leap for
it. A huge wine list at very low markups
is a special blessing. Slightly dressy; reser-
vations strongly advised.

El Morelense 317 Dewey Street, Lo-
gan Heights, 619-234-2750. Morelos-
style cooking: more pungent than Cal-

tortillas, is richly marinated and filling,
as is the carne de adobada (pork dish),
caldo de res (beef soup), huevos rancheros,
and menudo or pozole soup (weekends
only) are worth trying. Owner Santos, a
true Morelense, makes all dishes from
scratch, including salsas and tortillas.
This used to be a tough area, but the new
central police station next door has

helped change all that. Open daily. In-
expensive.

Mailo’s cheeseburger, with avocado
and bacon, is the most popular, with
the half-pound steak burger close be-
hind. American breakfasts are the old
fashioned kind with three eggs any
style, hash browns, and toast, plus ham
or bacon or sausage or even chicken
fried steak, at bargain prices. Same for
their roast beef dinner, or the quarter
chicken, Greek style, served with rice,
salad, and pita bread. Open Tuesday
through Saturday breakfast through
dinner, Sunday and Monday till 4 p.m.

In this homey little restaurant, the food
is regional Peruvian, specializing in the
coastal area from Callao on north, plus
some recently adopted Caribbean influ-
ences from Colombia. Highlights in-
clude the elaborate “Ana Maria’s Ce-
viche,” an array of citrus-marinated
seafood with sweet potatoes and cancha,
smoked hominy corn kernels. The an-
ticuchos (heart kebabs) boast a zesty
marinade, and the lomo saltado (sautéed
beef loin strips with tomatoes, peppers,
and French fries cooked right in with the
liquid) is an outstanding version — it’s
made with tender steak, not the typical
chewy carne asada meat. Beer and wine.

Boulevard (at Grant), La Mesa,
619-461-9390. The man on the burro
(seen on the restaurant’s sign and menu)
holds two flags, those of Mexico and the
U.S.A. — very appropriate. Few dishes
(except maybe the menudo) will push
the paler palate too far in any direction,
but gosh-all, everything is so darn tasty.
Tamales are a house special: rich, pil-
lowy clouds of cornmeal surrounding
richer shredded pork scattered with
raisins for a smidgeon of sweetness. Pork
also gets loving treatment in the carnitas
rojas, big chunks browned to the barest
crisp, which falls away to melting ten-
derness. Great marinade (cumin?) on
the carne asada; intense flavor and but-
tery richness on the “machaca sonora
style” (dry-roasted shredded beef). Beans
are so light as to seem whipped; rice is
studded with peas and spicy carrots.
Service is fast and friendly. Breakfast and
lunch Sundays and Mondays; three
meals Tuesdsay through Saturday. In-
expensive. — A.M. (7/01)

Orchid Thai and Vegetarian Cui-
sine 762 North Johnson Avenue #106,
El Cajon, 619-447-2819. There’s nothing
fancy or pretentious about this Thai
restaurant, but their food is really, really
good. Menu is a mixture of Thai, Lao,
and Chinese. Best deal: the fifteen per-
manent lunch specials, from pepper
steak (given a Thai twist) to chicken yel-
low curry to Orchid Noodle (“Thai egg
noodle, chicken, broccoli celery, carrot,
egg and scallions”). Larb, the Laotian
ground chicken salad, is delicious and
filling, as is the masaman, curry with
potatoes, onion, carrots, and roasted
peanuts mixed in sweet coconut milk.
Other tasty dishes include prik pow beef,
som tum (papaya salad), panang curry,
and mee ped (roast duck) noodle soup.
Because he replaced a Chinese eatery, the
owner, Montry Sengsouriya, keeps
dishes like chicken chow mein and a
Japanese-style beef teriyaki bowl on the
menu. Finish up with a tiny bottle of
Kratin Daeng, Red Bull. It s a vitamin
elixir the Thais and Lao love to glug for
energy. Open for lunch and dinner;
closed Sunday. Inexpensive. —
E.B. (6/02)

Sala Thai 6161 El Cajon Boulevard
(College Plaza), College Area,
619-229-9050. With purple cloth nap-
kins, white tablecloths, green banquettes,
butter-colored walls, and a portrait of
King Chulalongkorn, Sala Thai has all
the trappings of a class joint — except
you’re only paying six or eight bucks for
main dishes. The food? A bit gentle on
the spice front. Tom yum kung, the fa-
mous shrimp soup, should make your
neck hairs stick straight out, but if that’s
what you want you’ll have to ask the
cooks to make it spicier. Chicken mus-
saman, labeled “medium spicy,” is pretty
tame but still delicious with its authen-
tic taste-boosters like kaffir lime leaves.
Hottest curry: “chicken green.” Health
treat: Som tum, the famous papaya salad.
Lunch, dinner daily; dinner only on Sun-
days. Inexpensive. — E.B. (4/04)

Woodstock’s Pizza 6145 El Cajon
Boulevard, College Area, 619-265-0999.
It’s a college pizza joint, but the fare rates
well above standard beer ballast. (For
that matter, the beers — local Stone Pale
Ale, Karl Strauss, Arrogant Bastard Ale,
and Wyder’s Pear Cider, along with the
usual Coors Light and Bud — aren’t ex-
actly chug-suds.)

The Abbey Cafe 127 University Ave-
nue, Hillcrest, 619-692-0311. Based on
the chi-chi West Hollywood original.
Look for the wooden cross tied to the gi-
ant cactus. By all means go during the
day and sit out on the patio. But the
must-visit time is after sunset, when they
light the patio wall with thousands of
candles (okay, 250 of them). Inside the
1910 house you eat in dark-wood rooms
with (working) fireplace, church pews,
metal chalices, black iron sconces, and
stone cherubim. Pick from the all-day

breakfasts (try the chicken breast, eggs,
and fruit dish) or sandwiches if you’re
feeling cheap — or the Ahi Tuna (half a
pound of fish) if you’re more loaded. In-
expensive to moderate.

Alex’s Brown Bag 2550 Fifth Avenue
(at Laurel), Suite 171, uptown,
619-231-2912. The reborn Alex’s (now
in the Mr. A’s building) is rightly famous
for its “Original Philadelphia cheese
steak sandwich” (with fried bell peppers,
onions, mushrooms, and mozzarella).
Benito Guidagni says what makes his
sandwiches so special is that he has the
meat trucked in from cheese steak cen-
tral, South Philly itself. Other Italian-
American goodies include the Italian
Stallion (Genoa salami, capocolla prosci-
utto, and mortadella sausage meat), egg
plant parmigiana with hot garlic bread,
grilled pastrami, and cheese on rye.
Partly, of course, you come to see Benny
and his family at work. It’s, well, very
Italian. Open for breakfast, lunch, and
just-after-work dinner weekdays; closes
4 p.m. on Saturday. — E.B. (9/01)

Busalacchi’s Ristorante 3683 Fifth
Avenue (at Pennsylvania),
619-298-0119. Remember Olympia
Dukakis in Moonstruck retreating for
comfort to her local trattoria? Busalac-
chi’s has that settled, warm feel, but it’s
more interesting. Multi-levels create
nooks and crannies for liaisons dan-
gereuses, or there’s the streetside casual
level. Niche fountains and faux marble
columns make it feel old-fashioned. Be-
ing Sicilian, they have plenty of the
tomato-sauce-dominated dishes (like
torta di melanzana, eggplant layered with
mozzarella). But also try the excellent
calamari piccata, a calamari “steak”
bathed in butter, mushrooms, lemon,
capers, and white wine.

Or salads like insalata di fileto with
filet mignon, goat cheese, walnuts, eggs,
and arugula. And hey, if you want to
keep the budget intact, nothing wrong
with spaghetti della casa. Lunches Tues-
day through Friday; dinners nightly.

This friendly little spot on a side street
serves as a secret haven of pretty-good
sushi just a few steps from Old Town’s
nonstop tacos and margaritas.

Vast interior
can be noisy, but heated, umbrella-
topped terrace tables are quiet and
scenic.

Whatever the recipe is — and Su-
Mei Yu, the owner and celebrated cook-
book author, says it’s from the Isaan,
Thailand’s ethnic Lao Northeast — it
catches your nose. We’re talking “box-
ing arena grilled chicken,” after the place
where she smelled its spicy cooking aro-
mas while growing up in Bangkok.

Also try the noodle soups, like Tomm
Yam with shrimp: sinus-clearing, deli-
cious, and surprisingly filling.

At this
branch, the chef is Brian Johnston (for-
merly of Star of the Sea), but most of the
dishes are still the corporate specialties —
which are pleasing rather than exciting.
The daily changing menu features about
30 varieties of fresh seafood, delivered
daily, in over 50 preparations, plus a
handful of poultry and meat dishes. The
long, interesting, mainly reasonable wine
list is printed on back of the daily menu.
Restaurant is often busy at lunch and
packed for early dinners during Petco
home-game nights, so reserve when the
team’s in town. A heated terrace is
mainly used during lunch and game
nights. Full bar. Open daily, three meals
to 11 p.m. Lunch moderate; dinner
moderate to expensive. — N.W. (10/04)

Monsoon Exotic Cuisine of India
729 Fourth Avenue (off G Street),
Gaslamp, 619-234-5555. The younger
sister to Hillcrest’s Bombay Exotic Cui-

sine shares the same chefs and serves
much the same standard repertory of
“Northern Indian cuisine made easy,”
with a few tropical additions vaguely in-
spired by Southern flavors. Curries are
indistinct from each other and run to
the mild side, no matter what you spec-
ify. Breads are good; tandooris disap-
pointingly soft-surfaced. A room-divid-
ing fountain recreates the roar of the
namesake tropical downpour. Add a
lively dinner crowd and it’s a (Gunga)
din. Solid wine list, some Indian beers,
full bar specializing in sweet cocktails,
Open daily.

Tamale Cart Outside Rancho Fresco,
1852 National Avenue, Barrio Logan,
619-338-9140.

Tamales are sort of steamed
cornmeal dumplings wrapped in corn
husks, served with sauce. The choice of
goodies stuffed in the middle can include
strips of pork, beef, chicken, or cheese,

While you’re at it, try the tradi-
tional accompaniment, the champurrado
drink: milk mixed with masa — ground
corn meal — chocolate, and cinnamon.
In this mainly Spanish-speaking market
you can sit, watch, and pick up a few bar-
gains too.

These are
made by the Restaurant Chiapaneco up
at 25th and Market. Open breakfast
through late lunch, seven days.

Top of the Market 750 North Har-
bor Drive, downtown, 619-234-4867.
The upper-crust upper floor of the
downtown Fish Market (see Multiple
Locations listing) has largely the same
food as the downstairs, plus a few luxury
items (e.g., abalone) and occasionally
some creative appetizer specials. Prices
are about 25% higher for identical items,
in exchange for a slightly elevated view
and a dressier, white-tablecloth setting

that’s almost “formal” by San Diego
standards — flip-flops and tank tops (on
men) aren’t allowed, and collared shirts
(e.g., polos) are suggested at dinner.

ple sauce, pork with salted shrimp, and
chicken in tamarind soup. Filipinos like to
mix sweet and savory flavors, like kare kare,
beef tripe and oxtail cooked in peanut but-
ter sauce. And everybody loves pancit, Fil-
ipino chow mein. Open 8:30 a.m. to
8:30 p.m., seven days. Inexpensive. —

Miguel’s Cocina 1351 Orange Avenue,
Coronado, 619-437-4237. Also 2912 Shel-
ter Island Drive, Shelter Island,
619-224-2401 and 970 Eastlake Parkway,
Chula Vista, 619-656-2822. Cached inside
the courtyard of a “Spanish Colonial”
mini-mall, Miguel’s breezy trellised patio
draws a dense dinner crowd from the
nearby Del.

Although the cooking is blandly pleasant
(even the guacamole is underseasoned),
it’s surprisingly painstaking.

(1-1/2 blocks north of Hotel Festival
Plaza), Rosarito Beach, Baja,
661-612-1430. Head south if you’re
looking for a great dry-aged, mesquite-
broiled steak at a bargain price — but
don’t stop there. Try the house specialty,
quail with garlic sauce (codorniz al mojo
de ajo), or venison, especially the savory
machaca de venado (strips of meat with
peppers, onions, and tomatoes). Both
are locally raised on the restaurant’s own
ranches, and may be united in a brilliant
breakfast of quail eggs with deer
machaca. Seafood and surf-and-turf
variations are tasty, too. The restaurant’s
name means “the nest” and the amusing
indoor-outdoor decor is a sort of mul-
tiroom aviary with birds singing, chirp-
ing, and fluttering all over. Full bar. If
sensitive to smoke, don’t sit next to the
mesquite-burning hearth on the roofed
patio. Dressy-casual. Bilingual staff and
menu. Open daily, early morning to late
evening. Mostly moderate; cash only. —
N.W. (4/03)

La Diferencia Avenida Sánchez
Taboada 10611-A, Zona Río, Tijuana,
634-3346 or 634-7078. Mexican haute
cuisine, with inventive combinations of
traditional flavors. The creative menu
reframes the old dishes and devises new
ones. Wine list centers on Baja wineries
(Monte Xanic and Cetto) at reasonable
prices. Secure, free valet parking next to
exterior courtyard. Menu is in Spanish
(in a hard-to-read font), but some
staffers speak some English. The restau-
rant is often noisy, even louder when
mariachis play. Smoking permitted.
Wheelchair access marginal. Open daily,
lunch and dinner. Inexpensive. —
N.W. (1/02)

La Espadana Avenida Sánchez
Taboada #10813, Zona Río, Tijuana,
634-1488 or 634-1489. If you learn only
one word of Spanish, learn this one: Bor-
rego. Because this place does the greatest
oven-cooked leg of lamb ever. The meat
tastes as if it was cooked in wine, garlic,
and herbs, but the owners insist it’s just
Tecate lamb baked slowly in its own
juices with a bit of oregano. But most
folks come here for beef — steaks and the
popular beef fillet, sizzled at a big flame-
and-smoke display counter BBQ grill.
All terra-cotta and timber, this is where
the local middle classes come for their
cross-border food fix. Think Tijuana’s
version of Mission Valley. Still, it’s
charming, and you can have fun. For in-
stance, don’t forget to ask them to ring
the bells set in their espadañas (holes cut

in the Mission frontage) above the great
arched wooden entrance door; they
clank tunelessly, but they’re great for cel-
ebrating your 21st birthday, mom get-
ting her degree — whatever. Open for
breakfast, lunch, dinner, seven days.

La Fonda Roberto’s Avenida
Cuahutémoc #2800 (at Agua Caliente
Boulevard), Tijuana, 686-4687. How of-
ten do you get to eat something totally
new? Like huazontle, the Aztecs’ “red
spinach”? Roberto’s presents it as an egg-
covered mass of baby sprigs wrapped
around a sausage of Monterrey cheese,
all swimming in a chocolatey mole sauce.
You haul the huazontle branches
through your teeth to de-seed them, just
as Montezuma did 500 years ago. This is
the fascination of Roberto Reyes’s eatery.
It’s a tribute to his home state of Puebla
in the heartland of Mexico. Cactus plays
a big part: Dedos Montezuma (“Mon-
tezuma’s fingers”) is cactus stuffed with
steak; torta de camaron seco is a shrimp
patty topped with cactus; cecina Oax-
aqueña is cured meat with cactus salad.
But there’re also steaks, mole poblano
(chocolatey chicken with seven different
chiles), and the delicious chile en nogada
(chile pepper stuffed with beef, fruits,
and nuts — fried in egg and covered with
creamy nut sauce). Nice dining room
too — built around a fountain. Open
10 a.m. to 10 p.m.; closed Mondays.
Moderate. — E.B. (2/05)

Tacos Varios y Aguas Frescas Cor-
ner of Constitución and 3rd, Tijuana.
This is “just” a cart, but don’t let that
stop your making the effort. Students,
local businesspeople, and workers agree:
this is the real thing. It’s always causing
a people-bulge on the sidewalk. How-
ever, the cart is only here from 6 p.m. to
6 a.m., so you have to time it right. But
from tongue to chicken mole, to mi-
lanesa, steak ranchero, carne asada, chile
relleno, and pescado (fish), they create re-
ally big taco meals right there. Bonus:
standing around chomping in the street
is a great way to meet people and prac-
tice your Spanish. Nighttime only. In-
expensive. — E.B. (1/04)

Fish House Vera Cruz 360 Via Vera
Cruz (in back of “Restaurant Row”), San
Marcos, 760-744-7346.  Additional lo-

cations in Carlsbad and Temecula. This
affordable seafood eatery packs in diners
like sardines. Fresh fish and lots of it is
the happenin’ thing. On a recent day, 23
different fresh fish selections were avail-
able as daily specials, on top of the reg-
ular menu of crab, lobster, oysters,
shrimp, catfish, etc. All fish is mesquite-
broiled with no sauces and no special
preparations but a dab of tartar sauce.
The seafood is so fresh you don’t really
mind. Each entrée includes a choice of
two side dishes. The Manhattan chow-
der is especially tasty, as is their “krab”
salad. This is an ideal place for families,
but don’t even think of it for a romantic
meal out. Open daily for lunch and din-
ner. Moderate. — S.M. (3/04)

The Fish Market 750 North Harbor
Drive, downtown, 619-232-3474.
There’s something fishy about these
crowded, noisy, ever-multiplying restau-
rants — namely, mesquite-grilled, skew-
ered, steamed, or panko-fried seafood,
plus piscine chowders, pastas, and salads.
Preparations are generally simple and
consistent among locations. All the raw
seafood is processed at the chain’s
Northern California facilities, so when
the menu refers to a “local” species it
merely means it’s from somewhere in
the Pacific. Small retail fish market in the
downtown branch offers slightly fresher
products than most supermarkets. Iden-
tical products and dishes are served in the
dining room, the oyster bar, and at Top
of the Market. But the sushi bar is em-
phatically the top Fish Market venue,
with just-right rice, pristine seafood, and
expert preparation.

ydney Pollack’s name on a top-
ical thriller offers no guarantee,
but it offers at least a promise.

A promise, to be more specific, of
tweedy dullness and liberal softness:
Havana, The Firm, Absence of Malice,
Three Days of the Con-
dor. And was Random
Hearts a thriller as well?
Hard to tell. (The “es-
sential” Sydney Pollack
lies in other directions altogether: Out
of Africa, Tootsie, The Way We Were.)
So I was looking forward — not in
spite of all that, but honestly because
of it — to The Interpreter, his first film
since Random Hearts six years ago,
confident that it would be free of the
sorts of thrillerish antics I was seeing
in the trailer for XXX: State of the
Union, the hero leaping from a rooftop
onto the undercarriage of a helicopter,
a fireball blossoming behind him.

It’s true, as I knew from its own
trailer, that a bus will be blown up in
The Interpreter, but that turns out to be
the extent of the pyrotechnics. The pre-
credits sequence in Africa, the furthest
thing from a James Bond pre-credits
sequence, tells us precisely how to ad-

just our sights: a bit of that indige-
nous choral chant that proclaims the
catholicity of the filmmaker’s soul, a
gruesome spectacle of slaughtered
bodies in the bowels of a tumbledown
soccer stadium, and the addition of a

couple of new bodies
to the pile. We will not
be startled to find that
the unfolding events
take us into the areas of

ethnic cleansing, land mines, terrorist
bombs, political assassination, and a
renewal of faith in the postwar ideals
of the United Nations. The not too
tricksy plot (I picked out the villain
without even thinking) starts out with
the tried-and-true device of the Over-
heard Murder Plot: a U.N. interpreter,
returning after hours to her bird’s-nest
booth above the General Assembly,
happens to eavesdrop on a whispered
death threat, in the little-known lan-
guage of Ku, against the visiting
president of the mythical nation of Ma-
tobo. (Nice touch: a delayed fluorescent
light that reveals the eavesdropper to
the unseen conspirators, but doesn’t
tip them off to her presence till they
have already spilled the beans.)

Pollack, of course, is a people person,
not a gadgets person, and the casting of
Nicole Kidman and Sean Penn in the
lead roles is your guarantee, not mere
promise, of a classy piece of filmmak-
ing. Kidman plays the title character,
hiding a dark past on the Dark Con-
tinent, a damsel in distress awaiting
her white knight (“I’m scared, and my
protector is someone who doesn’t be-

lieve me”); and Penn plays the Secret
Service agent on the case, a man half-
numbed by the recent death of his
wife, and the other half numbed by
professional jadedness (“She’s a liar”).
The role, in both its halves, encourages
Penn to underplay, and to let his creased
and rumpled face tell a tale. Kidman,
on the other hand, has not forgotten
how to act (her verbal fencing with

Penn strikes some sparks), and yet she
has removed herself from the run of
humanity in her increasingly exotic,
nearly extraterrestrial appearance: thin
as a blade of grass, skin as tight as a drum,
a curtain of Veronica Lake hair over one
eye, a virtual cartoon of a femme fatale.
She is now fit for not much more than
acting an actress. Catherine Keener is
another matter, unafraid to show her

presents
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age, and therefore eligible for a lead
role only in an indie, here relegated to
a Secret Service second banana. Still,
she has one of the best lines in the film,
or best readings thereof: “Well, that’s
just rude.” I won’t disclose the context.

Though the tweedy dullness and
liberal softness have been delivered in
bulk, the lead-up to the exploding bus
generates some genuine suspense, with
three separate suspects and their Secret
Service shadows converging on the same
conveyance. (“What’s goin’ on?” “I
don’t know, but it don’t feel good.”)
Pollack gets good mileage elsewhere,
too, out of the cross-cutting technique
employed there. Even if he doesn’t get
much tension or pace out of it, he at
any rate gets complexity. But the best
reason to see the film is unquestion-
ably for the cinematography of the
Iranian-born Darius Khondji (Deli-
catessen, Seven, The Ninth Gate, et al.),
the smooth, sleek, polished surface of
the image, the clean, fresh air within
(remarkably so for New York City),

the warm, moist, and radiant flesh
tones. The best reason to see it, in other
words, is simply to see it. You can’t ask
for less.

House of D, the writing and di-
recting debut of David (“Mulder”)
Duchovny, is a coming-of-age film of
mortifying immaturity. At its outset,
Duchovny is an American artist living
in Paris, narrating in that flat affect of
his, telling us of a secret which he has
harbored since his thirteenth birthday,
and which he plans shortly to share
with his son on the latter’s thirteenth
birthday. (In the extended flashback
to the early Seventies, Duchovny’s off-
screen wife, Téa Leoni, will play the
part of his on-screen mother: some-
thing for the Freudians to chew on.)
At this juncture in cinema history, the
casting of Robin Williams as a “re-
tarded” janitor at St. Andrews School
for Boys — it’s a period piece, remem-
ber — gives sufficient grounds to dismiss
the film from serious consideration, even
without the face-deforming Nutty Pro-
fessor dentures. (Same as any film, at
this juncture, that would cast Christo-
pher Walken or Dennis Hopper as a
psycho bad guy.) Given the giggly de-
light taken in the comic material of
asses, balls, boners, peepee, etc., over

and above the “childlike” nature of the
character, it’s easy to see why Williams
came to mind for the part. But that’s
exactly the point, exactly the reason
he should have been expelled from
mind.

The bathroom humor bumps up
against equally low sentimentality: the
faceless black woman who imparts
sage advice from solitary confinement
in the House of Detention, three sto-
ries above street level; and the face
finally given to her, three decades later,
in the present-tense return to the States
at the end. And, if anyone still cares by
that time, the eventual revelation of the
deep dark secret — not to give too
much of it away — takes a couple of
tons of chutzpah, coming as it does
within months of Million Dollar Baby.
Duchovny, in effect, becomes the real-
life equivalent of the string-bean mental
defective in the Eastwood film, forever
challenging Thomas “Hitman” Hearns
to a punch-out. And Eastwood, then,
would become the “Hitman.”

But I have descended to the trivial,
and must catch myself before I descend
further to The Amityville Horror or
King’s Ransom. The bigger matter on
my mind this week is my young col-
league and friend, Greg Muskewitz, an
online critic who first started to turn
up at press screenings, along with his
voracious appetite for movies, while
he was still in high school, and who early
last Friday lost his unwinnable fight

against bone cancer, almost twenty
months after he lost a leg to it. He was
twenty-three. Twenty-three....

I think of myself at that age. And I
think (to try to measure the magnitude
of this from my assigned observation
post) of the number of movies I then felt
I absolutely had to see before I was
through. And I think of how the num-
ber of them simultaneously grew and
got chipped away over the years, and
of how I have now lived long enough
(into the age of video and DVD) that
the chipping-away has come to out-
balance the growth, and of how the
remaining number (or any more that
may yet be added) are less and less
likely to be life-altering experiences.
That’s partly because any movie that
has remained so elusive for so long
would probably prove to be not all
that momentous, and partly because
a life that has run on so long is not as
liable to be altered by a mere movie.
And I think again of myself at twenty-
three....

But I am not talking about myself.
Not really. When his oncologist, last
December, gave him six more months,
he wondered whether, among other
things, he could hang around long
enough to see the summer blockbuster
based on his favorite comic book, Fan-
tastic Four. As it turned out, he could
not hang around long enough even to
see the May 3rd episode of a favorite
TV show, The Gilmore Girls, on

which — a wish fulfilled — he is
scheduled to appear as an extra. Some-
times six months are only four.
Toward the end, he sent me, unso-
licited, a list of his all-time Top Ten,
in reverse order of preference (for
added suspense): Willy Wonka and the
Chocolate Factory, The Time Machine
(1960), The Sweet Hereafter, Hairspray,
The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance,
That Obscure Object of Desire, Last
Year at Marienbad, Dr. Strangelove,
Manhattan, Lost Highway. He was his
own man. He was his own mystery.
How would that list have read, twenty
or thirty years from now?

If I have done pretty well to chip
away at my mountain of movies, I
have not done as well with the moun-
tain of mandatory books. They, I
might tell myself, would always be
there, within easy reach, whenever I
could get around to them; and some-
how it seemed a comfort to know that
I still had a couple of unread Conrads,
as an example, waiting in reserve. In
the meantime, there was always an-
other Bruce Willis film to get to. And
there’s my remedial lesson in all this.
Maybe it’s time to get around to Nos-
tromo while the getting is good. ■

Any psychological

interest will have to be transferred onto the

filmmakers themselves, in their setting-up of

frighteningly confident and successful

female characters and then vengefully

subjecting the entire sex to just-for-fun

physical abuse: beaned by a football;

pukingly food-poisoned; dropped twenty

feet to the floor at an indoor rock-climbing

exhibit; knocked flat on the back by a punch

at the gym; knocked unconscious by a foul

ball.

And then the Buddha’s Palm, a celestial gift

to the Chosen One, will trump that. For

those who haven’t found martial-arts

movies to be silly enough already, this

assemblage of vaudeville characters,

slapstick sight gags, and Looney Tunes

violations of the laws of nature will further

test their limits (if any). To be sure, the

brutalization of bodies for the fun of it

should not bother anyone who can see no

difference between, say, a cartoon coyote

and a flesh-and-blood human. Director, co-

writer, and star Stephen Chow has given the

thing an intermittent touch of perceptible,

intelligible direction, not to be confused

with perceptive, intelligent direction.

Look at Me — French relationship

comedy revolving around a self-important

novelist and his self-loathing daughter, an

overweight failed actress now in training as a

classical vocalist.

Some of it is perhaps too

painful to be funny, yet our recognition of

human strivings and failings can touch off

moderate mirth, if never violent hilarity,

anywhere along the way, on no set schedule.

Pierre Bacri and Agnès Jaoui, who

previously wrote and acted in Un Air de

Famille, Same Old Song, and The Taste of

Others, the last of which was also Jaoui’s first

directing job. Look at Me is her second, and

is as fluid a job as you could desire, even if

you might desire an image a little less

jaundiced. In front of the camera, Bacri of

course takes the role of the literary lion, and

cements his position as the cinema’s

supreme sourpuss. Jaoui is the daughter’s

voice coach, a delicate part played with quiet

finesse. And newcomer Marilou Berry,

daughter of the actress-writer-director

Josiane Balasko, plays the hefty daughter,

with no fudging of her heftiness: no mere

plumpness passed off as corpulence; no

padding for extra poundage. She thus falls in

line with the likes of Romane Bohringer

(The Accompanist), Sylvie Testud

(Murderous Maids), Roxane Mesquida (Fat

Girl), not to mention her real-life mother

(Too Beautiful for You), nonlookers of

various types who seem to gain access to

French screens more readily than their

counterparts do to American. In her role

here, she is not the sort of endomorph who

is comfortable in her stretched skin: stout

and proud.

Melinda and Melinda — Woody Allen

throws his two cents into the alternative-

reality forum. Two playwrights, one tragic

and the other comic, are sitting in a New

York bistro arguing their respective

Weltanschauungs, when a tablemate

proposes to tell a true story, and let the

playwrights decide whether it’s a tragedy or

a comedy. We ourselves don’t hear the story,

beyond the first step of a woman arriving

unannounced at an apartment door during

a dinner party. Dissolve to the end of the

story, and each playwright now gets to put

his own spin on it, taking turns reeling out

the plotline. The two tales are enacted by

completely separate casts, excepting Radha

Mitchell, the alternative Melindas. Like most

of Allen’s films, even at his lowest ebb, this

one has a clear point of inspiration, an idea,

a concept, a conceit. But it’s a little more of

a challenge than usual, a hard job with no

easy solution, and what’s certain is that

Allen wasn’t up to it: an empty structure

waiting to be furnished. Though there are,

for sure, some clever permutations of shared

elements (the single-malt Scotch, the magic

lamp, the eligible dentist), the two stories

seem insufficiently differentiated, even

down to their smothering buttery light: the

tragic insufficiently intense, the comic

insufficiently funny. It is sometimes, as we

switch back and forth, hard to remember

which is which; and ultimately hard to

imagine, as the plotlines diverge, what the

“true” story could originally have been. The

whole thing feels a bit monotonous, and

yet — the strength of the structure — we

keep hanging on to see where it’s headed.

Mitchell, in what might have been a virtuoso

role for a Meryl Streep or a Judy Davis, is

herself insufficiently differentiated: kinkier

hair and more cigarettes for tragedy. Put

Joan Allen, in

something of a tour de force, and something

also of a tour de farce, really does convey the

juggling act, the balancing act, of multiple

motherhood; and yet at the same time

there’s an element of circusy spectacle in the

performance, aggravating the domestic

disharmony, drowning out the

accompaniment, hogging the spotlight. Evan

Rachel Wood, Erika Christensen, Keri

Russell, and Alicia Witt make up an

attractive brood, even beyond mere

appearance. And a slightly goofball Kevin

Costner, a Detroit Tiger in For Love of the

Game as well, has beneficially chased away

his chronic clouds. The writer and director,

Mike Binder, is a member of the cast, too, as

Costner’s radio producer, an average guy

with average looks and average needs and

average scruples, and in that role Binder is

convincingly average. Behind the camera, he

aspires to much more. (A good deal more,

certainly, than in such undistinguished

earlier credits as Blankman and Indian

Summer.) Gripped by the American terror of

dullness, keeping one eye on his cast of

characters and the other eye on a

hypothetically squirming audience, he maps

out his plot and hones his dialogue as if he

were racking up points on a pinball

machine, with all attendant flashing lights

and ringing bells. He wants to make an

impression, and immediately he wants to

make another. (He will not even balk at a

fantasy of an exploding head.) Such a quest

for constant diversion can hardly help but

produce sporadic diversion, roughly on a

par with subpar James Brooks. 2005.

Fox (Yossi and Jagger) is not opposed to

outright hokum: the homosexual, at his

father’s seventieth birthday bash, will lead

the Hitler’s Youth generation in a Jewish

folk dance, and the assassin who is

physiologically unable to cry will find

occasion to open the floodgates, and the

happy ending careens all the way to giddy.

— The New Zealand agricultural company Sum-
mit-Quinphos revealed in March that it has a
working model of an automated nitrogen-inhibit-
ing sprayer that fits under a cow’s tail and that
it has a government grant to develop the device.
A company spokesman said nitrogen from cow
urine, concentrated in small patches in a field,
currently must be neutralized by treating the
entire field.

Least Competent Person

efits, ruling that her firing as supply clerk at a 12-
person Des Moines company was justified because
of her incompetence. According to records cited
by the judge, Dutton had ordered office supplies
during an 18-month period totaling about
$230,000, including 16,000 Bic pens and nearly
$15,000 worth of Scotch tape. Since there was no
evidence of dishonesty, the company was left
with the conclusion that she was simply over-
matched in her job. Said she, “I didn’t realize
that I was not needing [everything].” 

The Entrepreneurial Spirit 
— Communiques to Nowhere: TalkToAliens.com
began taking orders in March, recording peo-
ple’s messages at $3.99 per minute and beaming
them into space, aimed toward the Milky Way
by a huge parabolic dish antenna in Connecti-
cut on a relatively accessible FM frequency. ... In
December, German inventor Juergen Broether
introduced his “telephonic angel” system (cost-
ing about $2000), which is a battery-operated,
underground loudspeaker that, buried at a
gravesite, allows someone to speak into a micro-

phone and have the messages amplified through
the dirt to the departed for up to a year on a sin-
gle battery charge.
— A February Atlanta Journal-Constitution dis-
patch from El Alberto, Mexico (near Mexico
City), profiled a theme park in which potential
and wannabe emigrants to the United States can
test their survival skills in an obstacle course that
touches on the rigors migrants endure sneaking
across the border. The cost is $13. 
— In November, Yeslam Bin Laden, one of 53 sib-
lings and half-siblings of Osama, announced in
Paris that he would soon bring to market upscale
floral fragrances for men and women at about
$30 an ounce, though the products will bear his
first name rather than his last, for obvious reasons.
However, in February, the trademark authority
in Switzerland, where Yeslam lives, resolved in
his favor his long-held-up application to use the
Bin Laden name commercially, in case he decides
to. Yeslam said he hasn’t seen Osama in 17 years
and is appalled by his al-Qaeda activities.

Science on the Cutting Edge 
— Bureaucrats in North Korea’s communist
party, summarizing their understanding of the
way the brain works, announced in January that,
henceforth, all men would be expected to wear
their hair short (two inches, maximum) in that
longer hair impairs function by taking oxygen away
from the nerves in the head. Balding men would
be allowed another inch for comb-overs; hair
length of women was not addressed.
— In studies reported recently by mainstream
researchers: (1) DNA-damaging cancers caused
by heterocyclic amines were found reduced in
rats that drank nonalcoholic beer instead of water
(Journal of Agricultural and Food Chemistry). (2)
Tobacco-smoking apparently provides some pro-
tection against the onset of Parkinson’s disease
(Karolinska Institute of Sweden). (3) Overweight
patients tend to survive better than nonoverweight
patients the rigors of a certain cardiac-bypass pro-
cedure (coronary artery bypass grafting) (Amer-
ican Journal of Cardiology).

Scenes of the Surreal 
— Heidi Erickson of Boston, one of America’s
more aggressive cat-hoarding women, made
“News of the Weird” in 2003 when she chal-
lenged her evictions from two homes where she
allegedly was attempting to breed the “imper-
fections” out of Persian cats. Subsequently, she
moved into the Plympton, Mass., home of Patri-
cia Pima, a black hermaphrodite who raises cham-
pion horses. The friendship ended in February
when passenger Erickson yelled at Pima for read-
ing the Bible while driving on Interstate 495,
resulting in Pima’s ordering Erickson out of the
car, which led to Erickson’s filing a complaint with
local authorities that Pima’s home reeks so bad
that it is a public health hazard. 

The Sacred Institution of Marriage 
— (1) In six weddings this year in India, two boys
and four girls were married in tribal-custom cer-
emonies to dogs, which is believed to bring better
luck to children who have been cursed by teething
first from the upper jaw (“dog teeth”). Agence
France-Presse reported that the four February
marriages in Jharkhand state involved dogs of the
opposite gender from the spouse. (2) In February,
a Pakistani tribal council in Kacha Chohan (Punjab
state) ordered a 2-year-old girl to marry a man,
age 42, to punish the girl’s uncle for having sex
with that man’s current wife. The marriage will
not be official until the girl turns 18.

Baird, while loading her gun to check out a noise
in her yard (Brandon, Fla., March). Accused
home invader Paul K. Hardy, 40, while unload-
ing his gun as a goodwill gesture after he warmed
up to his victims (Martinsburg, W.Va., Decem-
ber). The one-legged Keith Caldwell, 32, after
grabbing his gun to investigate a noise, but decid-
ing to hop around unsteadily rather than put on
his prosthesis (Tuscaloosa, Ala., January). San-
tiago Preciado-Alvarez, 54, a typical waistband-

for-a-holster accident while trying to scare off coy-
otes (Rock County, Wis., February). Adrian
White-Wolff, 20, while fooling around with his
pistol in a car with friends (Tucson, Ariz., March).

Scandalous! 
— In March, Harry C. Stonecipher resigned
under pressure as CEO of Boeing for having an
affair with a Boeing lobbyist, and the New York
Post, examining regulatory filings, concluded
that Stonecipher had thus forfeited bonuses and
incentives that could have been worth about $38
million. While more than one act may have been
involved, the pair were stationed in different
cities, and published reports indicated that the
affair had only recently begun.

Two days before Easter,
the city council in Mission Viejo, Calif., exasper-
ated by the destruction of plants and shrubbery,
authorized residents to shoot on sight the animals
suspected of causing the damage: rabbits.

Authorities would not provide details until a news conference

Friday in San Jose, Calif. — the city where Ayala claimed she bit down

on the finger in a mouthful of her steamy stew.

It is my experience that words rarely mitigate the trauma of

I wouldn’t say I was chaste exactly, just
celibate. Not out of any spiritual or phys-
ical disciplinary regimen: I just don’t
care. Not really interested any longer.
I’m asexual, I suppose. At any rate, sex-
ually apathetic. This is a result of mul-
tiple factors. First, possibly, is the years
of booze followed by years of Prozac and
coupled with years of romantic/sexual rela-
tionships that left me as emotionally
screwed up as a Chinese payphone (just
a figure of speech — I don’t know that
there is anything wrong with Chinese
payphones). Finally of course, there is just
the years, period.

So it was without the leer of the
lascivious that I walked into the Hustler
store on Seventh Avenue, downtown,
on a Friday evening around 5:30. I had
it in mind to go into the Hustler bar at
happy hour, but that half of Larry Flynt’s
San Diego enterprise is defunct, expired,
closed. I think it is safe to use the word
failed. The place is now called Rouge or
La Rouge or something like it, and it too
looks defunct. Certainly it was closed
and in a state of disarray at happy hour
on a Friday night when I looked through

the windows.
I had assumed, maybe mistakenly, that the Hustler bar was sexually oriented

for singles, swingers, etc., and now I wondered if Rouge (or whatever) was trying
to carry on that apparently flickering torch. Through the dusty window I could
see red leatherette booths, Victorian-looking armchairs upholstered with red vel-
vet flocking stitched with gold patterns. On the bar were stacked cases of empty
liquor bottles, and the floor was strewn with drywall or partition panels. The place
was going through some kind of transmogrification. In all, it seemed a perfect Freudian
and Jungian manifestation of that room in my mind with the neon marquee over
the front door reading The Libido.

I settled for cruising through the Hustler boutique, which isn’t entirely erot-
ically oriented (they sell little Hustler baby clothes), but yeah, mostly.

Upon entering the store, you are first likely to encounter a stack of Larry Flynt’s
book, Sex, Lies and Politics: the Naked Truth and piles of video tapes, The People
vs. Larry Flynt, starring Woody Harrelson and Courtney Love. Next to these are
copies of the Larry Flynt Report: “The Most Controversial Man That Nobody
Really Knows” and “Larry Flynt Unmasks the Hypocrites.”

Hats, perfumes, candles, and bumper stickers: “Fuck Me I’m White Trash,”
“Fuck Me I’m a Roadie,” “Size Matters,” “I [heart] Pain,” etc. Next to these are
cardboard signs like the ones you hang on the outside of hotel doorknobs, usu-
ally reading “Do Not Disturb.” Hustler’s door signs read, for example, “I’m Busy
Masturbating Do Not Disturb,” and a tip of the hat to family values, “Shut the
Fuck Up the Baby is Finally Asleep.”

Condoms, body lotions, personal lubricants, “Larry Flynt for President” but-
tons, various types of chocolate and caramel body frosting, jars of liquid latex, sports
clothes of the type I’ve seen on guys who clearly imagine themselves to be in shape,
sexy, and hip but never are. A lot of bras, G-strings. And this is before one goes
upstairs to the lingerie section. One finds many T-shirts with variations on the Hus-
tler theme. Cups, mugs, shot glasses, all Hustler promotions.

What struck me about the lingerie section was the number of negligees,
bustiers, garter belts, and the like in colors that do not occur in nature. Bizarre devices
are interesting. Here, for example, is a kind of rocker seat, almost a matter of two
wheels connected by a seat and straps to secure its occupier. This apparently facil-
itates the rogering of one’s sexual partner at various angles. Another item of inter-
est near the racks of whips, cat-o-nines, and paddles is an upright, black leather
restraining device that looks modeled on Inquisition technology. You strap your
love right against this thing, and you can tweak and twist body parts, drip hot wax
on him or her, and insult them with impunity.

I began interviewing two employees who chose to call themselves Dick and

Buster. They told me they get mostly couples in the store, people of all ages, includ-
ing a regular in his 80s who gladly and often climbs the stairs to the lingerie sec-
tion to purchase items for his wife.

I was interrupted looking at the soft-core-porn action figures in another
upstairs area near the porno DVDs to which Dick and Buster had directed me.
The earringed manager, Rob Walker, cordially introduced himself and told me I
could not tape or interview anyone in the store without the permission of their
public relations office in Los Angeles.

My response was, “Oh,” and took the phone number of Theresa Flynt who,
Walker told me, would want to know what I was writing and what the nature of
Hustler’s depiction would be in my piece. I thought this was an ironic stipulation
coming from the Flynts. That is, uncomfortably approaching censorship.

At home I went to an almanac and looked at a copy of the Constitution of
the United States, scanning down to the Amendments and Bill of Rights. Con-
sulting the First Amendment, I read closely. No, I could find no reference to or
phrasing resembling “Public Relations,” “Press Flack Permission,” or anything
like it.

Although I cheered Flynt’s offer of one million dollars to anyone offering proof
of congressmen in extramarital adultery, I am, I’m sorry to say, reconsidering the
idea of Larry Flynt for president.

Bizarre devices are interesting.
