After having entered Switzerland, all students are required to register within 14 days at the
residents' registration office of their municipality of residence. You will find the link to book an
appointment with the Residents’ registration office (necessary for those living in the city of
Zurich) on page 2 of this document.

signed rental contract

confirmation from Global Student Experience that you are an exchange student
application for residence permit (in German: Gesuch um Aufenthaltsbewilligung).

registration fee CHF 40

issuing fee identification card CHF 15 (students from the Swiss-European Mobility
Programme) or CHF 70 (students not from the Swiss-European Mobility
Programme)

At the residents’ registration office, you will get an appointment with the Migration Office of
the Canton Zurich to finalize the registration process. After this, the residence permit will be
sent to your Swiss address.

At the residents’ registration office, you will get an appointment for the registration of your

biometric identification. After the registration of the biometric identification, the residence permit

will be sent to your Swiss address.

A registration from abroad will be held exclusively by appointment. Please schedule an
appointment via: https://www.etermin.net/studentadministration

After having booked your slot, you will receive a confirmation of your appointment by e-mail. In the
confirmation you will find the address of the responsible registration office and details of

the required documents. Please check the date and address of your appointment carefully.
Make sure that you cancel or postpone your appointment if you are unable to attend.

While booking your appointment, you may receive communication in German. If this happens, there
are different possibilities to translate the information yourself.

e DeepL (offers quite accurate translations from German to English and some other
languages)
